Associate Prot Ross Wilhelm
of the U.M Graduate School of
Business Administration uys
there is a clear need for na-
tional debate over the -out-of-
date" draft law, particularly in
view Of the Viet Nam situation.

He points out that the draft
helps distort our economy by:
1) encouraging early mar-
riages,

2} inducing •tudents to stay
In graduate irhools longer
than necessary.

3) causing high unemploy-
ment rate: among men in

"In addition. the draft law
accordine to the employment
standards set forth in the Civil
Rights law ts completely dis-
criminatory." Wilhelm declares.
"The draft law discrimin,tes di-
rectly on the basis of sex, which
is in conflict with our basic
public policies relating to the
selection and hiring of persons
by government and business.

boo; vandals under 12 could be
prosecuted at the Board's sole
discretion after police and psy
chiatrie reports on the suspect
and the suspect's parents.

TWO: The Judicial branch

Ihould sentence a convicted

vandal to a just term in a penal
institution without exception,
and in addition to all fines and
dan,ages awarded. Supended
Ientences to a pe=1 institution
wouhd be in order when condi.
tions warranted, but these

should be aceptions rather
than policy.

THREE: Adequate Police and
Patrol Ervice should be pro-
vided for the city. The current
Police shortage and the fiscal
problems it presents are short
term and will be solved in time.

In the interim, school prop-
erties could be guarded in lev-
eral ways from volunteen

drawn from the neighborhood,
by Senior Citizens stationed in-
side the buildings during the
attack houn between dusk and

midnight. by Auxiliary Police,
 by Civil Defense Units, or even
budget conscious housewives.
Once the interim has passed,
normal police protection would
Berve the purpose.

FOUR: Each existing school
could be equipped with an

alarm system as loon as possi.
ble. Future schools could be

planned to include an alarm
system as part 01 the original
plan.

Many alarm systems, either

radar or ultrasonie, are avail-
able commercially, some dual
purpose guarding against both

I fire and vandals. The cost of
I the system compared to the
cost of vandalism U modest and

the mtina could "pay-out"
within two years if the current
rate of destruction were re-

duced by one half each year.

EIGHT: Juvenile Detention

centers should be provided for
each city as soon u possible
through joint action by the citi-
zens, the City, the County, and
the State.

These facilities could be of a
type which would be a counter-
part to the "honor camv" wis-
ons so that a convicted penon
could continue most normal ae-
tivities except that "off" hours
would be spent at the detention
center until the degree of re·
habilitation could be achieved.

NINE: A continuing Citizens
Committee drawn from within
the community, reporting to
and under the jurisdiction of
the local government could be
presented with problems of this
nature and provide an inde-
pendent. and hopefully impar.
tial analysil of problems to-
gether with possible solutions.

And so much for my nickel's
worth. I write with a profound
lack of knowledge on the sub-
ject and I would be only too
glad to have a wiser and better
informed people pick up the
battle.

One thing I am sure of is that
somewhere, soon, all the vari-
ous departments and agencies
responsible for the school sys-
tem and public safety should sit
down together, agree on who is
to do what, and then do it. May
the day be tomorrow.

On Dutch Elm Disease

attention to the seriousness of
this situation and the lack-

adaisieal attitude that has been

taken by local authorities and
many property owners in regard
to it.

Our community has been gen-
erously endowed with beautiful
and valuable trees of all kinds.
Too great a number of these
happen to be American Elms
subject to the devastating Dutch
Elm disease.

The disease can be recognized
by the sudden wilting and
browning of leaves and bnnches
beginning at the tips and ex-
tending inward towards the

trunk. When this wilting process
becomes recognizable the tree is
usually already infected and
doomed to die.

The only defense against the
spread of this disease is to ree-
ognize it early and act im-
mediately by removing and
burning the tree in the hope of
destroying the bark beetles
thereon; and by a program of
regular spraying with effective
chemicals or inoculation with

the newly authorized product
"Bidrin."

To my knowledge no such pro-
gram has been undertaken and
enforced by any local govern-
ment agency. The State Depart-
ment of Agriculture does issue
condemnation proceedings but
time delays in follow-up make
enforcement ineffective.

upon his passing. So it has been with Abraham
Lincoln, John Kennedy, and most recently
Adial Stevenson.

The greatness of each of these men -11
confirmed om the very day he dled. U •as
confirmed by the public eulogists In the pre-
and on the speaker's platforms. and - more
important - by the sense of loss felt by the
people.

For Adlai Stevenson - who was never
President - the closing reviews were some-
what mixed. He was universally acclaimed for
his qualities u a human being. as a citizen. and
as a public servant. But he was given somewhat
poorer grades as a politician.

What makes this paradox unfortunate li
that the ume qualities that made him great
u a man - hia nobiUty of spirit, his candor,
his lofty eloquence - are the things that are
said te have made him less tha great as a
politician.

This is a faulty appraisal of him, and one
that should be corrected. For, as it stands, it
implies that the American people are incapable,
and undeserving of a higher standard of
politics.

It ls. I think. important to realhe that
Stevenson was a good pollucia•-and preed
04 It.

No American politician in history had a
more loyal following. And it was a large one.

In retaliation to the article
appearing July 14th, entitled
'*Firemen overworked," I wish
to add the following facts to
a few unbelievers and false-
hoods. Even 0,ough I'm not a
resident of Livonia, I feel jt's
right and justified to speak up
in favor of our public servants,
especially the Livonia Fire De-
partment and The Fire Depart-
ments in our area.

Let me start by saying this:
If the Firemen were not over-
worked and underpaid, why
then has the State of Michigan
organized, voted and signed into
law the 56 hour a week work
law for Firemen, House Bill
2457. This law states briefly that
effective July 1, 1966, Firemen
will not work more than 63 hrs.
a week. and. effective 1 July
1967, not more than 56 hrs. a
week. In straight figures, fire-
men working a 72 hour week,
(allowing for 2 weeks vacation)
work 3,600 hrs. a year. While
the average reader of this
paper works a 40 hour week,
(allowing for 2 weeks vacation)
works 2.000 hours a year. One
Thousand Six Hundred (1,600)
hours LESS a year.

Most Fire men do not get paid
time and a hall for overtime or
triple time for holidays, they
work a straight salary a year
-and are subject to recall on
all major fires and work their
holidays. Kelly Days are also
covered by State Law.

The term "Kelly Day" comes
from the man who introduced
this bill, named Mr. Kelly. It
states that Firemen must work
their regular shift, and after
completion of a given number
of these days are entitled to
one extra day off. Again, let me
say these are laws and are for
the protection of the Firemen.
Someone has to!

He is forbidden by law to
strike for higher pay or better
benefits. while the average read-
er and workers can and does. Do
you know that the loss of lives
among Firemen as a direct re-
suit of their duties (Death as a
result of falls, building debris
falling on them. burned by fire,
death as a rest}lt of smoke or
gas and heart and lung diseases
resulting from their work) is
in second place from the top
of a national poll of alt occupa-
tions. Firemen are suppo,ed to
risk their lives for you as a hu-
man being Firemen are sup-
posed to "live" at the fire sta-
tion for 24 hour periods, away
from his wife and children (On
a 72 hour work week, that's 150
days a year - 24 hour days).
Firemen are supposed to come
to your aid when in need of
First Aid or the Resuscitator,
Fire and any other emergency
to include locked out of the
house or a cat in the tree.

Firemen are supposed to give
up their sleep to answer alarms.
to sleep lightly so as to be able
to function at their peak in
a matter of secondi, not after
their third or fourth cup of
coffee. Yet, it comes time for
wage increases. betterment of
benefits and working conditions,
and you start to list items that
are rights given the Firemen
by State Law. and state these
res=ts for turning down their
r¥guests

Thank God thet mmeone had
the foresight to make these two
laws! Firemen come to your aid,
th a truck or rescue car
equipped with li#b and drem,
yet you won't move out of their
way. YOU delay them in answer-
ing the alarm. Just riding in a
fire truck, let alone to drive
one. would give the average man
a heart attack And in most corn-
munitie, around her¥, you won't
eveo protect your firemen with
a Pension and Disability Act.

Firemen are supposed ·to and
do give their entire self to every
alarm they answer.

If you don't believe that
statement, ask the Livonia Fire-
man who gave up his legs an-
swering an alarm in the wee
hours of the morning, giving
of himself to one of you care-
less drivers who probably is
the type who says, 'thie Fire-
men have it made."

If the Firemen were paid a
substantial wage and compen-
sated for their time and ef-
forts, they wouldn't have to have
part-time jobs and be away from
their families even more. And
then he must live within the
community he serves. It takes
a particular type of a man to
become and stay a Fireman. He
must get along good with others,
learn to perform his duties as
a learn, learn to depend on his
fellow Firemen in time of need
and to be able to be depended
upon.

He mt,it be a High School
graduate, be able to pass a Civil
Service examination, and many
firemen have a year or two of
College. Many have given up
eight and nine thousand dol-
lar a year jobs to become Fire-
men, to receive the pleasure
and enjoyment of serving their
fellow man in a time of need.
And many Firemen are going
back to their old jobs because
there is no thanks for the job
their doing.

He must have strength and
courage beyond the average man
and ability and training to climb
ladders,carry hose and ladders,
drive the different pieces of
apparatus, and the knowledge
of Emergency First Aid to save
your life when called upon. He
is usually a member of many
different organizations within
the community. to include the
Goodfellows, the Metropolitan
Club, the IAFF, Boy Scout*, and
different Church Groups.

His wife must be able to ae-
cept the fact that she will be
completely alone for a 150 days
and nights a year, able to be
mother, father and friend to
her children on these days,
(Hm¥ many of you women can
qualify) and whenever she hears
the Fire Whistle or a Fire En-
gine slren her heart must stop
beating a couple of seconds
and I know a silent prayer is
uttered from her lips.

Have you ever stopped into
your Community Fire Station?
You %vii! never find a discour-
teous Fireman. More times than
not, he will want to show you
the equipment he uses and an-
swer your many questions. This
next week, why not make it a
point to visit your Fire Station,
bring the children and talk with
YOUR Firemen. Get to know
your Firemen and his duties,
I'm sure your tune will change.

There's nothing big-shot about this young
man of 23.

Another big man - physically speaking - is Bill
Chmielewski, who also is reporting to the Pistons in the
fall.

Houses and lots are getting
bigger, but house prices remain
stable.

A recent survey by the Na-
tional Association of Home
Builders of its 800-member
Builders' Economic Council re-

vealed that half of the new

homes being built in 1965 will
contain more than 1,370 square
feet, with 11 per cent over 2,000
square feet. This is an increase
of approximately 100 square feet
over 1964.

The typical lot size among
respondents this year is ex-
pected to be 9,120 square feet
as compared to 9,464 last year.
Today's "typical house" sells

for $19,575, up only slightly from
last year's $19,225, in contrast to
larger increases in recent years.

The typical house is most
likely a one-story brick. Survey
respondents said 28 per cent of
their homes have brick ex-

Select a low
growing branch. Notch it a little
more than half way through.

Bury the cut in the soil with
the branch still attached to the

When the new plant appears
to be rooted, cut it away from
the mother with a sharp down-
thrust of the spade.

Let it continue to grow in
this location for the balance of

the year. Next spring, it can be
moved to its permanent place
in the garden.
