Not enthusiastic about vote in own favor
It doesn't take much introspection

to conclude that the 4-3 vote of Ply-
mouth Township's Board of Trustees
last Tuesday evening points up mis-
givings on the part of some board
members about naming Ralph Garber
to the Township Planning Commis-
sion.

Garber was recommended by
Supervisor John D. McEwen over a
month ago to replace C. Veach Sparks
who was elevated to Township Clerk
when McEwen became Supervisor.

At last Tuesday evening s meeting,
things went like this:

(1) Trustees voted unanimously
u.- to remove the matter of the plan-
' ning commission from the table

where they had placed it a month
before.

(2) Clerk Sparks moved that
Garber be appointed.

(3) Treasurer Elizabeth Holmes
seconded the motion.

(4) Trustee Richard Lauter-
bach of the township's Lake Pointe
Subdivision called for a roll call
vote.-'=

Ste. grind
The City Commission has held up

issuance of taxi cab licenses for the

City of Plymouth for several weeks,
pending several reports.

First, the matter was brought
before the Commission because the
licenses were up for renewal. Com-
mission¢rs asked that the two groups
seeking new licenses appear before
them and explain their respective
causes.

Earlier, City Attorney Edward
Draugelis had been asked to draft an
ordinancv guaranteeing better ser-
vice. Taxi service had long been a
thorn in the side of Commissioners
and they wanted to end the com-
plaints once and for all.

After hearing from the two people
involved - James Berry, of Checker
Cab Co. in Livonia, and John Florence,
a local man - they decided they
wanted reports on their police and
traffic records. Public Safety Direc-
tor and Acting City Manager Kenneth
Fisher was commissioned to get the
reports.

That was 24 days ago.

Then Monday night, the taxi
people once again were before the
Commission. This time, Commission-
ers want in writing exactly what type
of service each cab group will give,
including number of cars, and peak
hour loads.

By the time the next meeting rolls
around the Commission should be up
to its eyeballs in reports on the taxi
situation. To date they have:

A comment from Fisher that the
licenses were due for renewal.

An ordinance drafted by Drau-
gelis, which he later withdrew, think-
ing better of it.

A series of public utterances from

(5) Lauterbach cast a negative
vote, Mrs. Holmes and Sparks
voted yes, and Trustees Louis Nor-
man and Gene Overholt voted no.

(6) Then Garber voted on his
own appointment, casting an af-
firmative vote and deadlocking the
issue at 3-3.

(7) Supervisor McEwen, who
votes only in case of a tie, voted
yes - assuring Garber of the post.
Lauterbach, Norman and Overholt

made statements indicating that they
felt the nine-man planning commis-
sion was already top-heavy with
representation from the western por-
tion of the township. Therefore, they
argued, the appointee should corne
fronn the eastern partof the govern-
mental unit.

Others close to township* affairs
have speculated on the appointment.
Some have said they felt McEwen
was settling a political debt. But the
Supervisor told The Plymouth Mail
he chose Garber simply because he
was outstandingly qualified.

Enough facts were at hand Mon-
day night to grant both the companies
licenses.

Reports are fine, but if every
businessman that would like to get
started in Plymouth had to go through
35 long days of reports to satisfy the
City Commission that he hadn't run a
stop sign since 1949, our growth would
be, at a standstill.

We feel the public trust has been
e*ercised well in this situation, and
the two cab groups be given a chance
to operate on th.streets of Plymouth.
City Commissioners have gone over-
boardin their concern.

Restraintof trade is a nasty
phrase, but .that might well be what
the Commission is moving toward
when they brainpick individual busi-
nessrnen.

Still others have attempted to draw
inferential parallels between Garber's
land holdings in Western Plymouth
Township and installation of sewer
and water which will open the area to
development, the inference being that
Garber will use the position to further
his personal interests.

Again, going back to the super-
visor, he heatedly told this newspaper
he didn't care one whit what people
said about political implications or
other insinuations.

"I have known Mr. Garber for a

long time," he commented, "and I
have nothing but respect for him and
his integrity."

Last week in a telephone conver-
sation, Garber - with a note of shock
in his voice - pooh poohed the
rumors.

He explained that his holdings only
amounted to his home, a 53-acre farm.
And he said he had no plans to develop
or subdivide his holdings.

"It's my home," he commented,
"and I'm perfectly happy here with
my horses.

"Of course," Garber said, he would
abstain from voting on planning com-
mission action that affected any of his
interests.

This newspaper has watched Ralph
Garber and his fellow trustees closely
over the past few years. Never, at
board meetings, with the possible
exception of last Tuesday's vote on
his own appointment, has Garber
given any indication of self interest.

He has, on occasion, brought a note
of calm and reason to heated ses-
sions.

An assistant Wayne County prose-
cutor for many years, Garber is
known as a skillful attorney and poli-
tician. His background and skill has
been apparent at meetings of the
board of trustees.

While we can't get terribly enthusi-
astic about Garber's Tuesday vote in
his favor, based on his own reassur-
ances, there is no reason to assunne
that he will act with less reason as a

planning commissioner than he has
shown as a trustee.
