In recent months he has taken strong pod.
tions om American partietpatioe 1, the war h
Vietnam. amd om aa eve, more touch, sul,
ject-,ex.

I hesitate to summarize his views on this

latter subject. They are complex. and some of
us in the press, including this paper, may have,
in the past, oversimplified them in a way that
has been misleading However, to make this
article understandable, I think I will have to
summarize. In brief, Eddy seems to advocate
trial marriages for teen agers.

Not unexpectedly, this idea has brought a
storm of protest down on him. What has made 0
the situation particularly stormy is that Eddy is
Chairman of the Youth Guidance Committee

in Farmington.

Public opinion against his chairmanship hu
apparently been growing. The inevitable finally
happened at the Township Board meeting Mon-
day night. A citizen arose to demand that Eddy
be eensured and driven off the committee.

Township Supervisor Curt Hall displayed con-
siderable statesmanship in his reaction to this
demand. Indicating his own disagreement with
Eddy's views, and his own opinion that mme
action should be taken. Hall would not go along
with censuring him penonally. He uid. in
effect, that he knew nothing about the minister
personally, and that it wasn't the proper func.

That this description runs counter to his sex
theory is doubtless true.

Plus after paying this fee you
still have the expense of a sep-
tic tank installation. If they
could give you some date when
you would have a sewer you
wouldn't mind but the answers

we got was maybe 5 or 10
years. That is a long time for
the Township to have the use of
your $350 without interest.

By the time you get a home-
owners permit to build a house
you have invested over $600.

My answer when I asked for
a refund on this "illegal" fee,
which the Township Attorney
said he thought wasn't right
when they made a refund to a
builder some time back, was
they don't have the money to
give back. If they don't have
this money how did they expect
to give themselves raises, with-
out raising taxes?

Mr. Hall said they would

Un·
like all other diseases, Alco·
holimn b cultivated. Many

people are more immune na-
turally than others, but we
do all we can to increase im-

munity and prevent other
diseases. We do not extol the

methods of acquiring the con·
tagious or other diseases. We

try to prevent them."
Yet our magazines. news-

papers. movies and television
are constantly urging us to
drink alcoholic beverages. Quot-
ing Dr. Pino again: "Liberty to
drink under the law is one thing,
but liberty for money to per-
suade youngsters during the
years when conformity is natur-
al is aomething else."

When one-half of fatal acci-

dents are caused by aleoholies,
as revealed in a recent study by
the University of Michigan made
in cooperation with the Chrysler
Corporabon and the Michigan
State Board of Alcoholism; when
so many crimes of violence are
committed by persons who have
been drinking; when young

girls become pregnant because
they and the boys they are with
lose their normal inhibitions

and good senfe because of a
few drinks: when many child-
beatings are attributable to an
intoxicated parent: we ought to
take another look at our drink-

ing habits and ask ourselves, is

it really as glamorous as the ads
and movies make out? Are we

missing a lot in life by always

equating a drink with a good
tune?

A New York psychiatrist. Dr.
Marie Nyswander, who has been
working with the problem of

dope addietion stated in a re-
cent article in "The New York-
er" magazine ( "The Treatment

of Patients." June 26, 1965)

"As it happens, the opiates
are less deilitating, mentally and
physically.than barbituates,
tranquilizers or alcohol . .
There is no evidence that hero-
in causes mental deterioration,
for instance. even after an ad-

diction of u much as fifty
years." The same can hardly be
said for the long-time alcoholic.

I mention this not to advocate

the use of narcotics, but to
illustrate our gullibility and our
"ostrich" attitude when it comes

to alcohol. We accept it without
question and permit its use to
be openly promoted in our so
ciety even though it causes a
great deal more misery than
dope ever has.

We become greatly shocked

about the problem of dope addie-
tion while blandly accepting the
use of liquor in our society
which -leads one in every 25
users to become alcoholics. Dr.

Pino states we are leaving the
door open to new recruits to
alcoholism at the rate of 1000

per day. Experts in California
have warned that at the present
drinking rate there will be a
million chronic alcoholics in

that state by 1975.
kn't it time we took another

look at liquor-particularly the
advertising and glamorization of
it? Maybe it's like "The Ern-
porer's New Clothes" in the
childhood fairy tale-we think
liquor is wonderful and drinking

The Goose that laid the Golden Egg designed by Samuel
Cashwan of Farmington; the clear glass elevator; the 12-
copper sculptural figures depicting the signs of the
Zodiac, wall clock by Narenda Patel of Detroit-some
thing to behold: the pool and fountain; The Acrobats, a
sculpture by Earl Krentzin; the ornamental bird cage;
the colorful aquarium; Jack in the Beanstalk, a sculpture
also by Cashwan: Giraffe family; Fish Group by Richard
Jennings of Ann Arbor; all there to pmvide background
and delight for families to browse in colorful, musical
contentment.

Developers of Westland say the basic difference be
tween Westland and its famous sisters Northland and
Eastland is that it is completely enclosed, all under one
roof. This is true and the result is one of complete com-
fort.

There is another basic difference, I trust the
powers that be have not overlooked. They have become
a commercial neighbor. They are part of suburbia as
they have not been in their other two locations so
closely associated with the metropolitan area. Here
they are suburbia.

In becoming a part of the community and social
activity of the area we trust, that like their giant neigh-
bors in Wonderland and Livonia Mall, they will partici-
pate in the task of bringing to the community the weekly
area news. To bring their message via the weekly with
their stories to tell, people to inform, battles to win-is
all part of a new concept, that is apparently here to stay
-action in the suburban area-to which we welcome our
new neighbors-Westland.

Crime:To Summarize
The Observer newspapers started this series with

the first article calling attention to the magnitude of
crime, and the possibility that our country may have the
foresight, will power, and skill to reverse the increasing
downgrading of moral conduct in America.

In the second article we pointed out that the human
brain is the most important thing that a person possesses;
it is the instrument of his mind, of learning, and of hu-
man behavior, and many forces are constantly and selfish-
ly waiting to destroy it for cash and for power.

The third article pointed out that one of the great-
est single causes of crime, premature death, and juvenile
and adult delinquency is alcohol. The effect of this habit-
forming narcotic on the brain and the financial power of
its promoters and all who make money in promoting its
use, is evident from bars at every possible corner where
people pass by, and even in homes.

The 50 per cent of highway deaths and the 50 per
cent of our prison populations being alcoholic emphasizes
this dangerous problem. as does the fact that one out of
every seven and one-half of our children will become
either a chronic alcoholic with a pathologic brain, or an
acute problem drinker. The acute problem drinkers
gradually replace the chronic ones who die early deaths
in pain, and in such numbers that the cause of death lS
not mentioned on the death certificate, nor in the Public
Health vital statistics.

Our fourth article concerned the economies of
crime, noting that the F.B.I. reports that crime in the
United States in 1963 was estimated at 27 billion. In
contrast we spent only 18 billion on our public schools
to educate our children. Alcohol - the great tranquil-
izer, helps a massive part of our adult population to
ignore its responsibilities to family and to our country.

When we hold a panel session on how many, where,
how. and why, our children get and drink alcohol. we
should discuss also what it does to the brain during the
first hour destructively for many persons for life.

We must ask the question: "Do we want to control
delinquency, reduce crime and try to give the future
leaders of our country a better chance?" We know that
millions of parents across America are waiting for help
and a chance to help. as well as are our courts. police
departments, and public officials. Freedom is one thing,
but freedom of any segment of the population to enslave
all in crime and delinquency is slavery.

Next week these methods will be reviewed.

Beauty to Visitors
Following are brief descrip-

tions of the 14 special artistic
features which will be found in
the East and West Courts and
the connecting Central Mall.

IN THE EAST COURT:

"Column"-A sculptured crea-
tion by George Rickey. of East
Chatham. N.Y. Approximately
30 feet high, it is formed in steel
with a silicon bronze-metallized
finish. It consists of a cylindri-
cal base leading to five tapered
triangular tubed arms or blades,
each mounted on bearings and
counter balanced to move slight-
ly with the movement of air
currents through its blades.

"The Goose that Laid the

Golden Egg" by Samuel Cash-
wan of Farmington, is a low 8.
foot wide play sculpture,
planned especially for children
to chmb on. The gooee and the
sculpture base are of cast ter·
ngo. The egg is gilt bronzed.

The clear glass Elevator, de-
signed by the architects, moves
slowly within an ornamental
forged iron frame between the
concourse, main floor and see-
ond floor, where it leads directly
to Hudson's Terrace Restaurant.
Designed both as a show piece
and as a facility for viewing
the East Court - as well as
carrying passengers to their
destinations.

An ornamental Wall Clock by
Narendra Patel, of Detroit, is
located on the south wall of
the East Court. It consists of
12 copper sculptural figures
depicting the signs of the Zodiac,
which replace numerals on the
face of the clock. Each figure
ts approximately 16 inches
square; all are arranged in a
16-foot diameter clock face. The
hands are of ornamental copper.

The Pool and Fountain, de.
signed by the architects. mea-
sare U feet In diameter. ne

fountain ts designed to operate
with a full range of display
effects, including colored
lighting, sometimes cascading
to a hright of 20 feet, all con-
trolled by an automatic -
quencing device.
The East Court Clerestory,

also designed by the architects,
is a stained glacs window, 170
feet long, alternating with clear
and obscure glass to reflect in-
teresting color effects.

IN THE CENTRAL MALL
"The Acrobats'LA sculpture

by Earl Krentzin. of Detroit, is
12 feet high, fabricated in
bronze with oxidized silver color
finish. The base is in cast stone
and is mounted in a landscaped
planter.

'*Large Framed Figures", a
bronze sculptured modern con-
cept by Fritz Koenig, who lives
in Germany, is approximately

 four feet high, mounted on aprecast concrete base at the
east end of the Central Mall.
Purchased from The J. L. Hud-
son Galleries.

The ornamental Bird Cage
reaches from the floor to the
ceiling. It wai designed by
the architects and b installed

 in a tropical planter at theeast end of the Central Mall.
The colorful Aquarium, also

designed by the architects, was
' developed with the engineering
assistance of a San Diego, Calif.
firm, and installed by a local
 firm. Rising to a height of al-
most eight feet, its fish life is
expected to attract much atten-
tion.

Jack in the Beanstalk", a
i sculpture by Samuel Cashwan,
of Farmington, is approximate.
ly 20 feet high, and fabricated

 patina finish, on a cast terrazzo
of brass and copper with a
