A. 11 yoe are 12 or past and
do lit earl over Illl in a

month, yon may apply for
your Secial Security check.
Assuming that yon do not
work during July and August,
you would receive your Social
Security check for those two
months regardles: of the
amount you earned for the
whole year. If you were at
leaft C last July, you should
go into the Social Security of-
flee. It is not too late to apply
for July and August of 19*4.

Q. Can a divorced woman get
Social Security when her ex-
husband begins drawing his
Social Security checks?

A. No. A divorced wife can-

not qualify for wife's benefits
because she is no longer the
legal wife of her husband. If

To keep up with the growth
of Michigan industry, the Ches-
apeake and Ohio Railway an-
nounced Monday that it plans
to spend $10 million on expand-
ing and improving its facilities
in the state.

Searches for

Needy Persons
The Metropolitan Society for

the Blind is launching a search

of Detroit-area hospitals for
blind persons who may require
unique aids and appliances to
better perform the routine tasks
of everyday life.

The Society, a United Com-
munity Services agency sup-
ported by the Torch Fund, can
aid blind persons in obtaining
special kitchen equipment such
as a bread slicing device, braille
timers and measuring contain-
ers, writing implements, tools
and *ames.

"We are contacting the ho.
pitals to alert them and their
blind patients to the services
we are able to provide," said
Charles F. McLaughlin, presi-
dent of the agency's board of
trustees. 'This is part of our
continuing program to help the
8.000 sightless persons in the
Detroit area," MeLaughlin
added.

He said a pamphlet detailing
Borne of the aids is being sent
to the hospitals.

clude special tools for blind
piano tuners. radio-television
test equipment with braille
labels and audible signals,
braille shorthand machines, re-
lief maps, braill, labeling de-
vices, diabetic syringes, games
and an 8-inch "kick ball" that
emits an electronic tone.

The Department of Public

Works has had numerous calls
in the past few weeks from resi-
dents wanting to donate play.
ground equipment to the citv.

First I must mention that the 
equipment must meet our re-
quirements and those of the
city's insurance agents since the ,
city is responsible for any in-
juries that may happen due to
failure of improper equipment.

To be more specific. slides,
swings, etc., that one %,ould
bay for a backyard, mo*t
certainly will not stand up
under the abuse that is given
equipment in a city play-
ground. Swings and play-
ground equipment must be
made ol heavy galvanized pip-
Ing or tubing.
Chains must be 3/0 lockweave

which has a tensile strength of
1.285 pounds and No. 8/0 with
2,800 pounds of tensile strength.

Thus, one can see that equip-
ment must be of the heavy
duty type when placed on a city
playground. We do have play-
grounds where the equipment
has been paid for or donated by
an organization such as the
Rotary Club, Veterans of
Foreign Wars, Optimist to men-
tion a few.

The DPW has entire responsi-
bility over the parks and play-
grounds and it is up to our men
to make certain the equipment
meets the necessary require-
ments.

The Department h having
considerable trouble with bet-

ties broken at the playgronnds
and on the streets. It is my
personal view that this Is be-
ing done in plain view of spec.
tators. I caught a youngster
a few days ago and notified
the police who made him
come back. pick up all broken
glass and then gave him a
stern lecture.

I feel that if more residents

would call the police when they
hear the sound of glass break-
ing. then some of this trouble
will be eliminated quickly. Some *
youngster is going to get hurt
if this is allowed to continue and
then it will be too late to com-

plain. More than that it is cost-
ing the City a pretty penny to
have DPW crews go out and

rake up broken bottles

weight aluminum has taken over
as the most popular hull mate-
rial for Michigan's vast army of
outboard motorboat f anciers,
old-fashioned wood still retained

its overall popularity in total
registntion of all types of mo-
torboat£.

According to figures released
by the Michigan Department of
State, wood was ahead in total
registrations, 115,600 to 107.500
for aluminum. But in outboards,
aluminum totaled 107.000 regis-

f trations to 96,000 for wood.
 Plastic was the next most pop-
ular with steel fourth.

Secretary of State James
M. Hare also advised Mich-
Igan'§ motorboat owners ...
more than 150,ODO of whom
are still cruising around in un·
registered boats... that ali
branch offices of the Depart·
ment of State were now han-
dling motorboat registrations
directly.

'Before this year, only a
select few branches handled ap-
plications for registrations,"
Hare said. "But this year to
make it more convenient for
boat owners, and provide faster
service, all brancheo handle reg-
istrations direct."

Of the registered boats. most
of them are in the smaller
classes ... less than 16 feet.
This accounts for nearly 300,000
of Michigan's total registrations.
The next most popular size is
the 16-to-26 foot class which reg-
istered 65.000.

26-to-40 feet ... this by a ratio
of nearly six to one. In the 40-
to40 foot class. there were 530
inboards as opposed to only 80
outboards, and in the over 65-
foot class, there were only a
pair of yachts.

In registrations by counties,
Wayne county led the way with
nearly 60,000 motorboats reg-
istered. Oakland county was sec-
ond with 30,000; Kent third with
nearly 19,000, and Genesee
fourth. just a few registrations
behind.

Other counties over the 10,000
mark in registrations were Ma-
comb with 16,500, and Ingham
with 11,500. Jackson and Kala-
mazoo counties had nearly
10,000 motorboats on the regis-
tration list.

Concentrate on Work
Can something be done? The answer is that very much ean

be done. Fortunately our large libraries contain extensive
material on this subject.

Most delinquents are not basically delinquent and taken in
time can be kept from becoming so. However, some children and
adults are, or have become mentally deranged, psychopathic,
and incorrigible. These must be given care through the courts
and mental institutions. Some of these can be helped.

In the over-all plcture of delinquency and crime locally
or nationally, four main factors are essential. First, is publicity
to create determination for action. The second ts responsible
effort by each local community government, if only a formal
resolution to act. The third is money as in other health prob-
lems. The fourth is work, which is the most effective factor

in the prevention and treatment of crime and delinquency.
Given these four factors, organization of personnel follow;
from one employee to as many as needed. Some employees
must be professional, but experience show; that interested
non-professional volunteers can be very effective.

Employment and new educational opportunity will unfold
for both lay and professional workers. Even some among
delinquent groups become superior workers and leaders. We
note that the President is formulating a plan to rid Washington,
D.C. of crime.

He is asking for money, some millions for more police and
all other necessary personnel and facilities. He is asking for
what, in some degree, most communities in the United States

are needing. We are glad for the experience Washington will
have, and hope it will result in Congress contributing matching

funds to states and local communities for the same purpose.
Work which rehabilitates in institutions where delinquents

are confined. or outside of institutions, provides educational
experience, especially in the vocational fields where as early u
possible they can find out what their talents are from a hundre€4
or more kinds of work. Many dlm)-outs do become anxious to
return to school and happily, finding schooling essential to suc-
cessful use of their skills.

There are legal and complicating factors from the work
and production standpoints, either by youth picked up from the
streets, or adults already confined in our prisons. But we are

here considering the massive increasing delinquency and crime
which requires preventive urgency whatever the money con-
sideration. For whatever the cost, money will be saved in th, 0
long run. ,

We are dealing here in what is to a great degree a serious
health problem. All want the health professions to do their duty
in prevention or treatment of polio, or any disease. In delin-
quency and crime, we art dealing with dieaster to both thi
mind and body.

A meeting will be arranged and announced thnugh THE
OBSERVER newspapers for discusion and organintion. We
appreciate the letters and multiple inquires that have beem
coming in. What problems are of more concern to every
parent and segment of society than thole that de violence
to our country? The basic causes are known. The basic
remedies are available. If only we knew u much about the
eau- and treatment of cancer how npidly the information
would .pread.

Both Houses of Congress have passed and the President
has approved the 1965 amendments to the Social Security Act,
which will establish a hospital insurance program for penons
65 and over, under the Social Security Program. Senior citizens
also are offered an optional health benefits plan, at minimal
cost, with matching federal funds available.

In addition, the ammendments 011 increase all Social
Socurity benefit: by seven Per eemt. The Social Security tax
will be increaged. over the next eight years, from the pre,ent
3.25 percent to 4.8 percent. for both empleyer ami employee.

Congress. and it will be a tremendous boon te our millions 01
-tor cithens.

It will enable them to live their twlight years in dignity and
Ieeurity, free from the constant fear that illness or poor health
will force them to become dependent upon their loved ones.

EDUCATION

I am very proud to be a member of the House Education
and Labor Committee, and its General Education Subcommittee,
which draned and successfully fought for adoption of the Ele-
mentary and Secondary Education Act of 1965. This legislation,
passed by both houses and signed into law by President Johnson,
is the first bill ever approved by Congress to provide general
financial assistance for elementary and secondary education.
Although it is aimed directly at some 4.000,000 poverty-strieken
children. the funds will go to local pubhe school districts in 95
percent of United States counties This program bring, the re
:ources of the federal government into the fight to provide
both quality and equality for the education of our children.

Pending before Congress is the Higher Education Act of
1965, which allocates $250,000,000 in the fint year of a five
year program to improve and expand educational heilities at
the college and university level. The major portion of the funds
-8130,000.000 in the firt year-is for assistance to needy stu-
dents through a scholarship program.

HOUSING

Both the House and Senate have passed the Housing and
Urban Development Act of 1964 which continues and expen(is
the federal government's role in helping to assure adequate
housing for all. A major Innovation is the rent subsidy plan,
under which funds will be provided to pey part of the rent for
low-income families who cannot afford decent private housing.

In addition te 1- income, other requirements are that the
wagefarmer ts either elderly or hmmdicapped, I the family
must have been dilaced by government actioe or Uving In
substandard houging. The program h Flmarily aimed at
persons in the $4,000.*G,Ill Income raige, althe,gh Income
Ceilings will be set individually by each ce-multy to re-ele€t
varying conditions througbit the natom.

It is expected that this program will encourage the private
construction of some 500,000 housing units over the next four
years to meet the needs of lower income families.

EXCISE TAX CUTS

Of direct importance to every American 4 the Excise Tax
Cuts of 1965, which were passed by both houses and signed by
President Johnson. The reductions. which total $4 7 billion,
will eliminate all federal excises •by 190 except a one.per-eent
manufacturers' tax on passenger can, Ind ime u- and regu.
latory exches These taxes were levied u emergency measures
during World War II and the Korean War.

A landmark of the 89th Congre- was the passage of the
Older Americans Act of 1965, which hu been signed by Presl-
dent Johnson. It creates an Administration on Aging within
the Department of Health, Education and Welfare, headed by a
Commissigner on Aging. It •lio establishes a 16-member ad-
visory commission on aging
