Africa and me

A vacation tour

of modern Ghana

Note: Lon Dickerson, a
Plymouth resident who is
with the Peace Corps in
Africa. is a regular corres-
pondent for The Plymouth
Mail. He has been especial-
ly busy with his duties, but
found time fo submit a
column this week.

The schools in Siernna Le-
one are closed now for the
long break, and it is vacation
time. I'm taking the oppor-
tunity to travel through other
countries in West Africa.
Making the month long trip
with me are two other Peace
Corps Volunteers.

We left Freetown by Plane
on July 24, A pleasant five
and a half hour flight brought
us to Accra, Ghana, a dis-
tance of 970 miles.

We spent four and a half
days in Ghana. In that
time we were able to travel
to various parts of the
country,

One day was spent walking
around the capital city, Ac-
cra. It is a charming city of
350,000 people. Everywhere
there are new, modern build-
ings and roads. We visited
such places as the libraries,
museums, and parliament in
our tour. The real city, how-
ever, was seen as we walked
through it.

ANOTHER day we traveled
to Kumasi, the second larg-
est city in the country and
headquarters of the Ashanti
Tribe. It too is a modern
city. Of special interest here
was the beautiful Kwame
Nkwmeh University where
we spent the night.

Transportation to and from
Kumasi was troublesome. We
left Acra in a small bus
which crowded together 22
people. The total distance of
the trip was 168 miles, but
less than a third of the way
to Kumasi the fanbelt on the
bus broke and we had to flag
down a lorry to compléte the
journey.

We planned to return io
Accra by bus the next day
in four hours, but three flat
tires along the way extend-
ed the trip fo nine hours,

On still another excursion
into the interior of Ohana we
hitchhiked 68 miles to Aka-
sumbu, site of the Volta
River Dam. When completed
the project will provide elec-
tricity toindustries and
homes througrout most of the
country. The American gov-
ernment is providing a large
portion of the money to build
the dam.

The dam, the modern build-
ings and the good roads link-
ing the country together are
signs of Ohana’s rapid mod-
ernization,

The land too is yery beau-
tiful. Around Accra there
are grasslands and toward
Kumasi the tropical rain
forests. Both offer a visitor
many interesting sights.

To register at the guidance
office, a student’'s family
must be a resident of the
school district. All prospec-
tive students who do not re-
side in the district will be re-
quired to a pay a day-to-day
tuition until such time they
move into the dstrict.

Superintendent of Schools
Russell Isbister said it was
not a local rule. but a state
law. Tuition is $1.56 per day
for elementary children,
and $1.66 for secondary
school children, grades 7-12.

Parents must reside within

the district. Residency in a
motel, or at the Mayflower
Hotel does count, and no
tuition would have to be paid
on that basis. ;
