Dear Citizen of U.S.:

My name is Genichiro Nomura and I am in Senior 1
at Ogaki Ninami High School. As you don't know probably, 1
our city "Ogaki" is located on the center of Japan. To
the north is the Norikura Mountain range which being
very high separates us, climate wise, from the rest of
Japan We enjoy a mild climate all year around with
warm, bright summer and rainy fall and winter.

Did I tell you that I have been studying English
language for a few hours each day.

kin Mills School District by
the Livonia School District.

Further, the boundaries of the
Ltvonia School District should

be amended so that they co-
incide with the boundaries of

the City of Livonia."

At issue currently is where
the Nankin Mills district-which

has no high school-should go.
New state laws require all dis-
tricts without a straight kinder-
garten to 12th grade program to
be tied in with districts which

have such a program. Livonia,
Garden City, and Wayne Com-
munity School Districts are be-
ing considered to absorb the dis-
trict.

The Federation took its ac·

tion, according to President
George Kindred, "after much
debate, including a presenta-
tien of facts and figures, and
remarks pro and con by mem-
bers of our City Council and
Mayor Moelke."

From Earlv Builder
Open Letter to i B. Folsom:

On a recent visit to Livonia,
I read with interest your letter
to The Observer regarding the
early days of Rosedale Gardens.
While I have never resided in
Rosedale, I did help to plaster
your home together with my
brother Victor, now of Livonia.

At the time we were in the
employ of our father, who con-
tracted with the Shelden firm
for perhaps the first 50 houses.
I remember very well the prob-
lems we had in furnishing tem-
porary heat during the cold
weather, and locating and trans-
porting water for mixing the
plaster.

The right to trial by jury
in Michigan il guaranteed by
the State Constitution. In a
c,Iminal cue the right 11 •
solute; however, in a civil

case trial by jury is deemed
to be waived unless it 4 de-
manded by one of the parties.
It is no longer necessary in

Michigan that the jury be com-
prised of 12 persons in all
eases. however. The new Con-

stitution provides that the jury
may consist of less than 12
jurors in all courts not of re-
cord.

cases that the jury unanimous-
ly agree in order to return a
verdict. While unanimity is re-
quired in a criminal case, the
new Constitution provides that
in all civil cases tried by 12

jurors a verdict is possible
when 10 jurors agree.

You may be interested to
know how jurors are selected

in Michigan. The procedure is
established by law and provides
that jurors are to be selected
from persons assessed on the
assesment roll of the township
or ward for the same year who
qualify as electors. The term of
service is for one year.

The following persons are
excused from jury duty: Of-

ficers and employees ot the
United States; officen and

employees of the state; coun-
ty officers and their deputies;
all judges of courts of re
cord; al] attorneys and coon-
selors; all persons more than
70 years of age; and any per
son who has served an a juror
during the 12-month period
immediately preceding the
term to which he b called
to serve am a juror.

Fading Out
In Cities

The giant shade trees which
arch Michigan's city streets and
walks will be "a thing of the

pa,1--replaced by shade of
lesser stature-within a few

generations. a national shade
authority said at Michigan State
University.

'*Today's towering shade trees
were planted under conditions
favorable for their growth,"
said John Michalko, Cleveland
Commissioner of Trees.

"We no longer plan for

trees to live 50, 60, or 100

years." he continued. "If we
get 25 to 30 years growth
from them we feel satisfied."

Even in Cleveland. which

was once known as "The Forest

City'' and which spends half a

million dollars a year on street
shade, lack of space, obstruc

I tions such as concrete and utili-
ties above and below the

ground, the reflected heat of
pavement, plus damage. soot
and gas from automobiles. as
well as disease and insects, are

greatly reducing the life-span
of trees, he said.

Providing shade for city
streets is a never·ending job.

It requires a fulltime depart·
ment staffed by skilled em-
ployes. Cleveland removes more
than 4,000 old or undesirable

trees each year, replaces some
4,000 of them. he explained.

The city ha, tested more

than 100 species of trees to
find those best suited for
specific conditions and needs.
"Trees are a community's

greatest asset," Michalko de·
