bach urged some action on
his March police report last
week.

Lauterbach asked for fur-
ther consideration of his re-

port at last Tuesday's regular
meeting of the Plymouth
Township Board.

and noting recom changes
in Township leadership -

cau- 01 th• diath of Roy
R. Lindsay. maid:
"I'd like to see some action

on my sub committee report
on the police issue. I realize
we've had a lot of problems
develop since it was made in
March, what with appoint-
ments. But I'd appreciate
some action on the report and
final recommendations."

Supervisor John McEwen
noted that the public safety
director would affect this re-

quest and said:
"I assume this will come

under his jurisdiction."

LAUTERBACH agreed. "My
suggestion would be that this
man should most certainly
work in this area. I'd like to

see action in the near fu-

ture."

At the last two meetings of
the Board, the proposed safe-
ty director had been discuss-
ed, and the Fire Aministra-
tion Board was ordered to

draw up qualifications and
duties of the post.

McEwen agreed he would
discuss it with the rest of the

Board.

Lauterbach's March report
concluded, in part:

Blodgett's report read, in
part:

"THE QUESTION of police
manpower has been under
study during the last several
months. It is my understand-
ing that the Automobile Club
of America is presently doing
some· work in this area and

its report should be forthcom-
ing in the not too distant fu-
ture.

"It would be premature for
me to recommend that the

police department hire a
youth officer at this time.
The complete manpower
study may point out the need
for police manpower in other
areas rather than in the spe-
cific area of youth.

"As to the regulation of
bicycles, ve have contacted
the Michigan Municipal Lea-
gue for copies of other bi-
cycle ordinances. This mat-
ter is presently under study.
I have also contacted Ken-
neth Bisbee and explained
the situation to him. He feels

latisfied that we are making

an honest effort to remedy
the situation.

"The question of an auxili-
ary police force has been
checked into. Birmingham
has utilized an auxiliary po-
lice force with varying suc-
cess. The question of need
and the manpower required
for an auxiliary police force
will be included in the report
you will receive on police
manpower needs."

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Request B was a little farfetched,
particularly maintaining the new soci
for a full year. Governments don't do
it in other circumstances. A close
look at the grass at Bird School re-
veals it's mostly weeds and field grass
cut down from time to time. It's dried
out and brown like most grass this
time of year.

Request C was well-taken.

Request D made at least one Plym-
outh Township board member steam.
The school asked that the water line
be done in front of their school by
Sept. 7, when school starts.

Several months back the Town-
ship's officials said they couldn't
promise the water until at least Octo-
ber 1. No one asked then that the line
be in by September 7 when it was be-
tween the street and the sidewalk. But
a simple request to move it 10 feet or
so, brings an unreasonable condition
that it be done by the time school
opens.

In a community that is full of lead-
ers talking of co-operation among
governments, this is an open slap in
the face.

We're tempted to suggest that the
Township Board, in the interest of the.
people in the Township, ask that the
school board guarantee the new ele-
mentary school in Lake Pointe will be
done by Sept. 1, 1966.
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After a year and a half of mumbled explanations
and muttered apologies, 1 am changing the miserable
name of this column.

In a week or two, Mike Ross will be leaving for
college in Florida. When he goes, The Plymouth Mail
will discontinue his "PHS Viewpoint" column which,
over the past year, has attracted a large following.

Mike has had his trials.

An outspoken young man w ho said what he
thought, he has been routed out oi bed in the wee
hours by adult retards who have cursed him, be
rated him or simply contented themselves by
breathing heavily into the phone.

He has gotten poison pen letters.
But Mike went ahead and wrote what he darned

pleased anyway He had complete editorial freedom
and I, for one, think the experiment paid off

At 66, Louis Stein, Canton Town-
ship's about-to-retire supervisor, can
count many successful years in town-
ship politics. This year, his thirteenth,
began his seventh term.

Long terms in office aren't unusual
for Michigan townships, but unlike
many of his peers, Stein apparently
had no desire to create a dynasty, or
feather his own nest.

He instead recommended logical
programs, and received support for
them in true progressive fashion. He
appeared content to administrate.

He was not an old political
smoothy; rather an open-faced ex-
railroad contractor and road builder
who knew what it meant for an area to
develop.

He had watched it happen in Gar-
den City, then in Nankin Township,
when he was building roads in the
Twenties.

Canton, and thus The Plymouth
Community, has lost a leader of un-
usual candor, honesty and fairness.

Stein viewed the approaching build-
ing boom in Canton philosophibally.
"It's going to come. And we're ready
for it."

That apparently was Stein's moti-
vation... getting Canton ready for

the builders and developers from De-
troit. He went to the people for the
Charter Township, and for several
sewer and water programs, and re-
ceived their support.

Canton's plans weren't without op-
position; right now the planning com-
mission is embroiled in the 701 Master
Plan after several weeks of contro-

versial public hearings.

But Stein, as Canton's leader,
always appeared unruffled, and confi-
dent of Canton's ultimate progress.

The nature of the man might be re-
vealed in a report we received a few
weeks back that he and Canton's trea-

surer, Phil Dingledey, (Stein's possi-
ble successor), were out -in the hot sun
helping lay water lines.

Both Stein and Dingledey have pub-
lically stated their willingness to talk
over mutual problems... problems
long unsolved in the history of The
Plymouth Community.

Stein's simple dignity and integrity
will be missed in local government
when he steps down at the end of this
month. But at 66 he's earned his rest,
and, a vote of thanks from people of
the area, and Canton residents in par-
ticular.
