* In Redford Township, a “moment of truth”
for the residents of the community’s two school
districts is at hand.

Within a matter of days, the State Bo.u'd
of Education will rule whether or not to permit
voters to decide for themselves, by secret ballot,
the issue of affiliation with the Schoolcraft
Community College District.

If the Board decides affirmatively, it will
be a long-deserved reward for the dedicated
educators in Redford Union and South Redford
who have long fought for community college
opportunities for young people.

An affirmative uecmon will alsq be a slap
in the face for the right-wing extremists ands
anti-school elements whose falsified campalgns
led to the defeat of college affiliation twice
before.
< The growing secondary enrollment

in Redford 'l'ownshnp schools demands that

adequate provision. be made for community
college opportunities now. In Redford Union,

for example, the new semester will find 250

new students in the district’s junior and

senior high schools.

Schooleraft College—less than five miles
from the Township—offers that opportunity. Its
completed facilities and its proximity to the
community make it an ideal addition to the
educational and cultural opportunities for Red-
ford youngsters.

Representatives of Livonia, Garden City,
Clarenceville, Plymouth and Northville are will-
ing to welcome the two Redford districts as
members of the District.

But, The Observer learns with some regret,
there is a move, of some sort, afoot to prevent
the people of Redford Township from voting
on this issue,

" The Wayne County Intermediate School Dis-
trict has proposed its own Community College
for school districts unaffiliated currently with
a Community College district.

Apparently, there are some members of
the State Board of Education who view the cur-

rent move in Redford solely as a counter-move
against involvement in the larger Wayne County
District.

It is true, of course, that this consideration
played some role in the current efforts on behalf

choolcraft.

gL Faced with a choice between the two
districts, the natural inclination in Redford,
of course, is to associate with a College which
is already in existence and whose closeness
makes it well suited to give bigher educa-
tional opportumtles to more of our youth.

But there is another reason why public
opinion is turning away from the kind of atmos-
phere . which defeated Redford’s previous at-
tempts to af@iate with Schoolcraft College.

It is a growing, and an honest, awareness
of the harmful effect which the anti-school
coalition of right-wing extremists, crackpots
and hate groups have had on this community
in the past.

This new awareness is felt not only in the
move for affiliation with Schoolcraft College, but
in the vigor with which the community defended
those teachers who came under attack last
Sprmg for their efforts to integrate the teach-
ing staff in our schools. It was felt when South
Redford voters recently gave an overwhelming
defeat to a rightist-backed slate of School Board
candidates.

Today’s broad public support for §choo1-
craft College: affiliation is ‘another step in the
same direction. Redford Township is proving
itself a responsible community, no longer intim-
idated by the extremists and their tabloid piper,
who led the college issue down to defeat twice
before.

The State Board of Education needs to

cogmze and to understand this change. By
granting Redford Township voters the right
to an election on the Schoolcraft College issue,
the Board will not only open the door to
increased opportunities for Redford’s young
people; it will also give Redf Township
the opportunity to continue on its new path of
responsibility. DAVE ELSILA.

Canned

Every week, like clockwork, a batch of neatly
printed material labeled “Industrial News Re-
view,” mailed from Portland, Oregon, arrives
at The Observer’s news desk.

Like our colleagues across the country who
receive this unsolicited material, The Observer’s
editors give it a cursory examination and, almost
invariably, toss it into the waste-basket.

The “Industrial News Review” is an ex-
ample of *“‘canned opinion” and, with its con-
temporaries, it is becoming an increasingly
bothersome, sometimes dangerous, manifestation
of the decline of American journalism.

Inside these weekly packets are “made-to-
order” editorials, short “fillers™ for use in
newspapers, feature articles on a variety of
topics, For the harried editor of a country
weekly rushing to meet his deadline, they
may provide much needed “copy.”

Invariably, the articles are slanted, of
course. Usually they plug big business, hit fed-
eral electrical programs, attack labor, or take
some other such tack.

And, all this while they are masquerading as
independent purveyors of independent opinion.

Now, such practices have drawn the fire
of several members of Congress, including
Michigan’s own Sen. Patrick McNamara. An
article in the July issue of The Progressive, re-
printed in part below, details Mr. McNamara's
and others’ concerns:

Can you write to your local union news-
paper, stating objections, and have the letter
published?

A citizen can place issues before his fellow
citizens by petition and referendum.

Can you get a matter placed before your
_general membership by the same means?

These are some of the major privileges a
citizen enjoys in a democracy.

If you are entitled to the same in your union
please write and let me know. And if you do
have these privileges, I think workers will wans
to join your union without being forced to do
50, :

No one in this country is forced to go to
church, to join a service or social club and yet
millions do. Why?: Because they want to.

The payments
are made to the Industrial News Review of Port-
land, Oregon,» the U.S. Press Association of
McLean, Virginia, and similar conveyors of
“canned opinion.” Among the clients of such
“press services” are the American Medical As-
sociation, the American Petroleum Institute,
the Association of American Railroads, the bank-
ing and oil industries, the private utilities, and
numerous other corporate interests.

“Senators Pat McNamara of Michigan and
Lee Metcalf of Montana recently called the
attention of the Senate to the frequency with
which prepackaged opinion turns up in the
weeklies and some daily papers. The Michigan
Senator pointed out that as part of its campaign
to block Medicare, the AMA sent members of
Congress a booklet containing reprints of news-
paper editorials opposing the health program.
This sampling, the AMA contended, proved that
the public is hostile to Medicare—a fmdmg
xncxdenmlly, disproved by the public opinion
polls.”

The reprints, of course, were much the
same. What the AMA passed off as “independent
thinking” was actually ground out at some cen-
tral point and sent to the unsuspecting papers.

Independent thinking made American
journalism great. “Canned opinion” is a mark

Elms Can Be Saved

The headline “Farmington
Losing War to Save Elms” in
your issue of Aug. 18 certain-
ly takes a negative attitude re-
garding a very positive prob-
lem,

The truth of the matter is
that the City of Farmington,
(and we hope to include soon
the Township and other nearby
areas) has just begun an active
and serious campaign to win in
its fight against the Dutch Elm
Disease.

This fight can be won and is
being won at various communi-
nities all over America where-
ver mutual cooperation exists.

Local newspapers can contri-
bute immensely in obtaining
this cooperation.

In the city of Washlnzton
D.C., there stands, on the
Capitol grounds, a graceful
and stately elm almost 140
years old, known as the
Adams elm. It was planted in
1826 when John Quincy
Adams was president. Careful
watch is maintained by Capi-
tol authorities on some 2,000
trees, 120 species in all. Many
of these trees are elms.

Four years ago the residential
streets of Sterling, Ill., were
lined with row upon row of
huge old elms, disease infected,
dying and dead. Residents were
disturbed at the community
apathy which allowed such a
situation to come about. A seri-
ous campaign was initiated, in-
fected trees were removed and
burned and 3 strict samitation

“program was followed there-

after. Today there is little evi-
dence of infection amongst the
beautiful and healthy elms that
remain.

The city of St. Paul, Minn,,
as noted in an editorial in the
Dispatch of Aug. 14, has been
aroused by the fact that about
50 dead elms have been found
this year and that twd more
cases of infection were noted
this summer. A strict sanita-
tion program authorizes the city
to remove the infected trees at
a fee billed to the property
owner.

A city the size of St. Paul
becomes aroused when only two
more cases of infected elms ap-
pear!

Have we been sleeping at the
switch? It seems that we are
vears behind in becoming
aroused. There is no longer
time for apathy. There must be
an aggressive attack; not next
vear, nor the year after, but
now.

* illegitimate children are born

to teen-age girls,

d. Thirty-seven per cent of
the serious crimes solved dur-
ing the past year involved
youth under 18.

What can one person do—
such as yourself and myself?
We can first do some self-an-
alysis to make sure we are
properly fulfilling dus respon-
sibility in regard to ourselves
and our families. Next, we can
pose the question and request
the necessary action to achieve
the fundamental objectives of
education throughout our edu-
cational system.

FREE to commit acts of van-
dalism so long as it is not done
within his own home or the
parents do not have to pay for
his vandalism; FREE to skip
school and have his mother lie
for him; FREE to cheat in
school, if he can get away with
it; FREE to have sexual rela-
tions at anf early age because
he knows a girl’s parents won’t
clobber him but try to hide it,
if she gets in trouble.

FREE to downgrade teachers
when he doesn’t study and get
the parents on hi$ side; FREE
to let some junky hook him on
narcotics because his smart,
parents don’t bother to know his
friends or where he spends his
time; FREE to tell his parents
how late he will stay out at
night.

FREE to drink alcoholic bev-
erages when he is under age be-
cause parents and older friends
get the liquor for him: FREE to
riot at college levels because in
his early school years the do
gooders .(they should have been
called the corrupters) said “Do
not inhibit the child.”

Los Angeles should ‘teach us
that we are dealing with social
disease -at an advanced stage.
The gloomy statistics on family
breakdown, over<rowding,
crime, illiteracy and unemploy-
ment have been building up in
plain view over the:years, and
it is to our shame that it takes
something like the Los Angeles
riots to give the statistics flesh-
and-blood reality. .

Evaluating the present mach-
inery for dealing with urban
problems is difficult since it is
still relatively new and untest-
ed, and since the problems for

. which the machinery is set up

are already nearly out of hand.
Generally speakmg, the basic
machinery — schools, training
programs, welfare and other
governmental agencies, private
and voluntary groups — does
exist; what we need now is the
knowledge, understanding, fin-
ancial muscle, and most of all,
the personal commitment and
involvement to make the mach-
inery work.

If the machinery is to move
effectively, we need a mas-
sive improvement in the pub-
lic’s understanding of the de-
moralizing conditions facing
the nation’s slum dwellers.
With this understanding must
come & sense of emergency
which will energize not only
government agencies but busi-
nesses, churches, unions,

. neighborhood groups, civil
richts organizations, into fac-
/ing up to.the dreary, urgent
'task of overcoming centuries
of prejudice; discrimination,
and disadvantage.

Since the explosive summer
of 1963, legal barriers to egual
rights have tumbled at a record
rate, and legal safeguards of
equal opportunity have been
built up.

, But’' legal victories do not eli-

minate prejudice and they have
a hollow ring for Negro masses
who are illequipped to meet
the demands and tresses of an
urbanized society, and the fight
for equal opportunity is enter-
ing a new and more difficult
phase, a phase whose success
depends upon three things:

First, citizens gripped by a
determination to provide every
American with full opportunity
to overcome past inadequacies
and achieve human dignity.

Second, equal determination
on the part of those provided
such opportunity to convert it
into equal human dignity by ac-
cepting the duty of equal res-
ponsibility and the conduect that
earns respect and destroys pre-
Judice,

And third, determination on
the part of all of us to restore
profound respect for law and
those who enforce it.

Those of us fully familiar
with the priceless advantages
of being American have the
greatest responsibility. On our
part, there must be a compelling
commitment to end injustice
and attack the roots of social
and economic disorder, includ-
ing the hopelessness of life in
the slums,

Such a commitment would im-
part hope to the millions of
Negroes already boxed into
crowded, inadequate housing.
Such a commitment would pro-
vide the education, training and

" economic opportunity indispens-

able to responsible parenthood
and wholesome family life.
Such a commitment would re-
sult in urgent attention to the
children and youth who are
growing up without hope and -
without motivation, direction
or responsibility. -

State Representative Marvin
R. Stempien, D., of Livonia,
committee chairman, has an-
nounced that the hearing is set
for 1 p.m. in' the auditorium of
the Macomb County Public
Health Department, 43531 Eli-
zabeth Road, just west of M-97
and about two miles from down-
town Mt. Clemens.

“If the present trend of ju-
dicial decisions on apportion-
ment continues, the districts
from which county supervisors
are elected. will have to be -of
approximately equal popula-
tion,” Representative Stempien
said. “This will require action
by the Legislature in designing
boards on a mandatory basis

. a step not to be confused
with county home rule. Pro-
posals are being discussed de-
signed to produce a new system
which would abandon city and
township representation, as
such, on'our county boards.”

Representative Stempien said
it is because county govern-
ments appear to be destined for
their first overhaul in their
long history that he is urging
all interested citizens to ' give
his committee the benefit of
their considered opinions.

“The need for reapportion-
ment of county boards rests
on the June, 1964, ruling of

-the Supreme Court of the
United States that malappor-
tionment of state legislatures
is' a denial of equal protec-
tion of the laws under the
14th Amendment,” Repre-
sentative Stempien continued.

“Congressional and legisla-
tive districts in Michigan have
been reapportioned and -the
challenge of malapportionment
of county boards im Michigan
came in September, 1964, in
which Circuit Judge Fred N.

“Art Israel” was organ-
ized by the Museum of Mod-
ern Art, New York, under the
joint auspices of the Amer-
ican-Israel Cultural Founda-
tion, Inc., and the Internat-.
jonal Council of the Museum
of Modern Art. William C.
Seitz, curator of the Depart-
ment of Painting and Sculp-
ture Exhibitions at the Mu-
seum of Modern Art, made

. the selections.

Some 85 works of art were
chosen by Mr. Seitz, who viewed
the work of more than 700 Is-
raell artists in central locations-
New York, Paris, London and
Israel.

Seitz points out two recur-
rent themes which prevade Is-
raeli art: “The tragic, and inten-
sely felt identification with
Jewish tradition and its recent
trials; and the lyrical, the ex-
pression of a lighthearted love
of country, which takes its form

A campaign to send mu-
sical instruments to Fin-
land is being launched
throughout the metropoli-
tan Detroit area with the
help of a Redford Town-
ship man.

Harold Von Bergen, 18478
Wakenden, one of the directors
of the Scandinavian Symphony
Society, announced plans this
week for ‘the special drive,

which will tie in with observ-
ance of Sibelius Day on Dec. 8.

Goal of the drive is ‘“to ob-
tain instruments, new or used,
of reasonable tonal quality
and/or monetary contributions
to be used for sundry expenses
or purchase of new instru-
ments.”’

The instruments will be dis-
tributed by the Chief Inspector
of Musical Education in Finland
and his committee.

ANN ARBOR—At the elemen-
tary level of art education we
hope to accomplish three things,
says Robert Iglehart, chairman
of The University of Michigan
art department.

“First, we want to contrib-
nte to the child’s creative
growth, to his own realization
of his powers to imagine, to
make, and to judge; then we
hope to develop confidence im
his ability to add something to
his environment which will
increase its pleasure and
meaning; finally, we hope to
so stretch his sensibility of
vision that he will take greater
delight in the visible world
and in works of art.”

Iglebart’s evaluation was de-
livered at a New York Univer-
sity seminar convened by Presi-
dent Johnson's Committee on
Scientists and Engineers, and by
the Office of Health, Education
and Welfare.

Iglehart belleves the elemen-
tary art program is entirely a
problem in genmeral education,
and should be of value to all,

“Unfortunately, in many
systems, particularly in rural
areas, the art program pro-
ceeds from workbook to work-
book, and the student colors
the apple red—or, heaven help
him, green. There is an ex-
tensive manufacture of tulips
in the spring and a‘ serious
over-production of turkeys at
Thanksgiving. There remain
also many teachers who feel
that art has a refining infla-
ence and may elevate the soul
as well as assist in the choice
of draperies, neckties, and
conversation.”

Iglehart points out that during
the elementary years almost
every child in every school
spends part of his time with
paint, clay and crayons. “No
advisor worries about college
admission. No mother trembles
about the future, and no father
despairs. His happiness is seen
as more important than his
economic career. But a high
school child—especially a boy—
who is drawn toward art may
be an object of family concern."”

Housewives who wish to pro-
tect their families (and especial-

ly children) from the harmful |
effects of poisonous plants will |

find the helpful advice of one
of the nation’s leading botanical
authorities in “Deadly Harvest:
A Guide to Common Poisonous
Plants,” by John M. Kingsbury.

According to Professor
Kingsbury, many of the plants
and plant products often found

in and around the home have |
caused serious fllness and even |

death to thousands who have
eaten or nibbled at them.

Among the most common
dangers, he cites poinsettia,
the bulbs of star-of-Bethle-
hem and narcissus, daphne
berries, wild spurges, the
leaves and underground rhi-
zomes of wild and cultivated
irises, and the seeds or pods
of wisteria which have creat-
ed wserious gastro-intestinal
disturbances in children who
have ingested them.

Beetle Is
Ob; ect of
Long War

A pesky little hitchhiker with
the appetite of a starved billy-
goat has been the objective in
a thirty-year guerrilla war car-
ried on by the Michigan Depart-
ment of Agriculture’s Plant In-
dustry Division. _

The battle is being waged
against the Japanese beetle,
first found in Michigan in 1932.

The Japanese beetle feeds
voraciously on ‘almost any-
thing that grows, and causes
more than $10 million in crop
damage each year in the
United States.

In Michigan, though, Jap
beetle damage is scattered and
hard to find, mainly due to the
Department of Agriculture's un. |
relenting war. |

“Right now, we have more

than 20,000 Japanese beetle
traps spotted,” said C. A. “Cy”
Boyer, veteran department
pl industry chief. j
~*But the traps don’t control
the beetle, they only indicate
possible trouble spots. Trapping
studies guide our: fall control
programs.”

Boyer calls the Jap beetle: a
hitchhiker because of its habit
of clinging to anything and
dropping off anywhere.

Coast to coast freight
trains, for example, may un-
knowingly carry beetles
which drop off at random and
start new infestations. Sea-
way cargo arriving from for-
eign ports may carry beetles,
even in such unlikely places
as coils of barbed wire.

By late August, results- from
the 1965 trapping program will
be tabulated and the Plant In-
dustry Division will formulate
plans for beetle control.

Generally this is accom-
plished through careful applica-
tion of a chemical pesticide
called dieldrin.

Expert growers agree red
clay pots are the best containers
for geraniums. They should be
kept a little on the dry side, in
full sunlight, and can't be

harmed by overwatering if they |-

are in red clay pots. The excess
water simply leaches through
the porous walls of the pots.

Zonal geraniums, 'so called
because the leaves are divided
into distinctly different colored
zones radiating out from the
stem, are the most popular
types. Buf ivy-leaf geraniums,
whose leaves resemble ivy, are
rapidly gaining favor too.

The fancy-leaved geraniums
are grown for foliage color
rather than their flowers, The
green leaves are  variegated
with white; or leaves in shades
of brown, bronze, gold, brick
or really fancy tri-colored
combinations.

Zonal geraniums are available
as mumatures, only inches
tall, too. But their flowers are
disproportionately large, with a
cluster sometimes covering a |
whole plant.

Water Is
Important

To All Roses

Michigan gardeners who plant
roses around the home and in
the garden for their big beau-
tiful flowers and shiny green
leaves should adopt a weeklyg
watering plan, ‘advise Michigan |
State University horticulture |
specialists. ?

If a plant lacks sufficient |
water for the full expansion of |
the cells making up the tissues, |
flowers will be small, leaves
little, and the entire plant will
appear stunted.

Weak, spindly growth in
roses is a good indicator that

the plant is ill; and a cheap,
refreshing drink of water
may be just the cure needed. |

A good watering “rule of |
thumb” is that roses should be |
watered thoroughly once a week |
unless one or more inches of |
rain have fallen within that
period. Place several small fruit
cans in the vicinity of your(
rose beds before turning on the
sprinkler.

When one inch of water has |
accumulated in the cans,
enough water has been applied.

Rose foliage that is wet at
night invites mildew and black-
spot. Make sure watering s
done early enough in the day |
so the leaves have sufficient '
time to dry by nightfall, ‘

To Preserve

Gladiolas

Gladiola growers should’ be
warned that gladiolas must be
cut if the, plant is to produce
healthy bulbs for next season’s
planting.

Too often local gardeners for-
get their cutting duties and let
gladiolas wither on the stem.
A droopy gladiola with its petals
turning brown is a disgrace and
goes little to beautify your gar-

en.

When the first blossom ap-
pears on the gladiola stalk,® get
that knife out of the "kitchen
drawer and cut the gladiola im-
mediately. Be careful to leave
at least four leaves when you
cut since the gladiola bulb
keeps developing to produce
additional corms (small bulbs)
for next season.

Put your gladiola in deep,
rather large vases. They love
lots ‘'of moisture after being cut.
Chgnge the water every day.
This is imperative. As you
change the water, remember
the stem must be cut fresh
-each day also.

Following these few simple
rules, you'll find that your gla-
diolas will last longer than they
did outside. And most import-
antly they will be a beautiful
sight to behold instead of an
undignified straggly sight clut-
tering up your otherwise order-
ly garden.

Ideally, the garden nook
should be a retreat — comp]ete-
ly. private in relation to neigh-
bors and secluded from the
house, according to Chandler
Fairbank, member of the Amer-
ican Society of Landscape Arch-
itects, If seclusion from the
house is not possible or prac-
tical, careful designing ec¢an
make the nook feel detached
and garden-like.

“Most people will want
some sort of structure for
their garden room,” commen-
ted Landscape Architect
Fairbank, “and, practically

speaking, a structure is most .

successful since it can be
‘built to provide the necessi-
ties of privacy and shade
while giving form to the gar.
den room. \
“Generally, however, the

' more simple the structure, the

better. A too-cute gazebo can
overpower an average yard, and
something labeled ‘gay and
colorful’ can appear gaudy.

“Best by far for use and ap-
pearance is a straightforward
arbor design that is easily built,
low in cost and simple to main-
tain. The arbar has the added
advantage of blending into the
garden, thus preserving the de-
sired feeling of tranquility,
Fairbank said. ~

The arborstyle gardem

room has four essential ele.
ments: an assembly of posts
and beams that form the
arbor, a “floor,” walls where
needed to give privacy or act
as a windbreak, and a sun
canopy.

If there are good shade trees
in the yard, they can serve as
the sun canopy. If not, a trellis
top will do the trick, and hand-
somely. ;

Fairbank suggested that,
when a solid wall is needed to
preserve privacy, a storage
shed can be used for
the dual purpose of housing

|

|

barbecue equipment, and the
like. Its shed-style roof can be
designed to work into the arbor
roof.

If only minimum screening is
needed, a more open installa.
tion of spaced boards or slats
can be used as the privacy wall.

For the floor, Fairbanks rec-
ommended a simple deck of
threg;foot wood squares ar-
ranged in a checkerboard.
These can be laid level with the
lawn on a base of sand and
gravel. Such a floor is easy and
inexpensive to build, but avoids
the problem. of damp grass in
the evening.: 4 -

To keep maintenance at a
minimum while insuring top
appearance and long life,

Fairbank said that outdoor-

quality woods should be speci.

fied for the garden room.

These would include Douglas

fir, western red cedar, in-

cense cedar and white fir.

Wood that comes in direct
contact with the ground should
be pressure treated—the on-
ground checkerboard deck, for
example. The arbor, trellis roof,
and screen wall needn’t be
treated, except posts, although
a liberal application of water
repellent-preservative could be

| applied as a precaution.

The material is simply brush-
ed on and may be pigmented. If
pigmented, it will act as a stain :
to add color. Clear water repel-
lent is used when it’s desirable
to let the wood weather natur-
ally.

Disinfect Tools
Used in Garden
Gardeners Told

Garden experts agree its im-
portant to disinfect flower-pots
and garden tools. Heres an
easy, effective method for home
gardeners: .

After scrubbing off the dirt,
soak them for five minutes in
a solution of one ounce house-
hold bleach to one gallon water,
then rinse with clear water.

Metal tools should be oiled
before storing.
