Here’'s a rundown on Jenk-
in's motions, which came aft-
er a lengthy review of Board
plans for 1966 and 1967:

“There is still no multi-
purpose room," Jenkins said,
“I'm concerned with stage
building; we don't have the
use of the schools, and we
suffer in increased costs.
This is a decrease; I'd like to
see us keep pace with plan-
ning.”’

Gerald Fischer, board
president, said, “"Well, our
obligation . . . “'moral obli-
gation is to set millage at
26.95.”

“Our moral obligation is to
provide educational facilities.
We need to be educational-
minded more than finance-
minded,"”" Jenkins replied.

At this point Jenkins moved
a one-mill tax boost to “pro-
vide for complete and total
educational service.”’ The mo-
tion died, with no second.

THEN JENKINS moved to
transfer one mill from oper-

THE CLASS will be very
practical and business like.
Students will be required to
work under strict supervi-
sion, with work orders and
formal schedules.

Kohut said his class will
stress fundamental auto
maintenance, both theory and
practice.

“We'll spend a Jot of time
on electronics. Most me-
chanics are very weak in
instruments. It doesn't take
much to pick up a rachet and
take off a few nuts and
bolits.™

Kohut brings several
years experience as a pow-
er plant mechanic for Easi-
ern Airlines to his job. He
has attended General Mo-

fors fraining cenier in en-
gine tune-up, and the Delco-

A nearby institution is seeking
volunteers for their operations.

Plymouth State Home, a hospital
for mentally retarded children, will
radically expand its facilities in the
next six months. Presently about 300
volunteers serve at the hospital but
900 will be needed in six to eight
months.

These people must come from this
area if the hospital is to do an effect-
ive job.

If you expect to spend time social-
izing and arranging parties, don't
apply. A volunteer is trained in the
general mental retardation picture,
in the staff and buildings at the Home
and in hospital procedures. They are
expected to be neat, on time, in uni-
form, professional and pleasant . . .
in short, it's a job — with no pay, at
least in dollars.

In addition to normal require-

ments, others are added to the volun-

teer job — supreme patience and un-

derstanding. The mentally retarded
child needs the same kind of firm and
friendly treatment any child needs.

There are, however, special con-
siderations. Mental retardation is not

an illness or a disease, but an impair-

ment of the learning process. Thus,
work with a child of slow intellect
takes a person long on patience.

‘Those seeking the kinds of rewards
offered can expect to work in patient
care, or therapy areas.

Nothing is sadder than a child that
can never live a full life, and nothing
can be more rewarding than giving of
yourself to help such a person.

Flymouth Pilgrim

America’s preoccupation with sophisticated
nuances of public relations becomes agonizingly
apparent when/ one opens the mail in a newspaper
office. J

There are ‘news releases,” good and bad, from
every conceivable occupational segment — all more
or less competenlly aimed at improving that wispy,
intangible wraith-like thing called_‘‘image.”

They come from such diverse groups as religious
institutions and the distilled spirits industry, ‘'doctors,
lawyers and dentists and labor organizations.

From booze to baptism, professional image polish-
ing to pipe wrenches, they all seek one thing:

Free publicity.

It is particularly enlightening to observe a
given group's reaction when, for one reason or
another, they have received what may be con-
strued as “bad press.”

Here is a current case in point.

For those of you who have been on group tours of
Siberia during the past week or two, let us say — for
the sake of background — that Wayne County Sheriff
Peter L. Buback has been having his share of minor
problems.

If the sheriff himself has suffered no loss of pres-
tige, the atmosphere surrounding the department as
a whole has been doing a bit less than coming up
roses, and sunshine and flowers and stuff like that.

It has almost been“downright messy.

Now, given a nasty s}hntion, what better way
to shine up the ol' image than with overtones of
things sacred? The recipe follows:

Take a happy priest in a grim jail room. Add
transparent paper, ‘‘stained glass’’ windows, carpet-
ing and an altar. Mix well with sermons, hymns,
masses and The Salvation Army. When well done,
frost with the sheriff and his wife.

Presto! The ecumenical glitter and eclesiastical
dazzle of the resulting press release may well knock
your eyes out.

“Fr. Paul J. Hickey,” the release begins, ‘‘is a
very happy man with his ‘new’ chapel in the Wayne
County Jail.

““Each Sunday for years the priest . . . performed
the ritual in a grim room at the jail.”

In contrast, however, to the former grimness
of the jail's old facilities, the news story paints
this angelic picture:

** . . . The chapel has been completely renovated.
Transparent paper ‘stained glass’ windows were
pasted on the panes. Interested groups . . . donated
carpeting and an imposing altar. The room,” the
release concludes triumphantly, ‘“‘now looks church-
like."”

Not only that, the whole darned jail must seem
church-like, since the news story points out:

““The inmates hear sermons and religious songs
seven days and seven nights a week, mostly from
jail corridors. The Salvation Army is among the
many groups offering spiritual programs.”

And the whole thing is wrapped up in a poignant
final paragraph which includes A burst of eloquence
from the sheriff himself.

“Sheriff Peter L.. Buback and his wife found three
old fruit crates being used for an altar in the Chapel
of the Wayne County Jail when Mr. Buback first be-
came sheriff. Mr. and Mrs. Buback and their friends
have been working for several months to create this
new chapel. ‘A handsome chapel, complete with pews,
now offers an appealing and church-like place for
County Jail prisoners to worship and attend Mass,’
said the Sheriff.”

I'm overwhelmed.

How refreshing it is to learn that the depart-
ment is vitally concerned with the spiritual wel-
fare of prisoners, if not staff members.

And how pleasant to learn that the orange crates
have given way to more appropriate spiritual fur-
niture.

Fix-up activities in the Wayne County Sheriff's
Department apparently extend well beyond the tem-
poral realm of traffic violations.

Shall we pray?

ating to the building and site
sinking fund; that is, transfer
tax power from the operation
of the schools to the building
fund millages.

Mrs. Esther Hulsing asked
if the Board could afford it.
Fischer replied: ‘‘Not in my
view. It's dangerous in view
of the requirements for next
year. 1 would prefer to stick
with the basic plan.”

‘“That doesn’t give us a
multi-purpose room,” Jenk-
ins said.

“Nope,” Fischer replied.

Melvin Blunk, Superintend-
ent in charge of school busi-
ness, felt the shuffle would
mean the Board couldn’t live
within its present budget.
Jenkins continued his push
for funds for the multi-pur-
pose room:

“It’s not where the $100,000
goes as far as I'm concerned,
four classrooms could go. You
just don't build a house with-
out a kitchen.” Continuing,

“THE AREA is fast-grow-
ing and I don't think it should
be penalized because it's fast-
growing.”

Mrs. Hulsing noted that oth-
er schools had gone through
it in Plymouth,

“I don't like it either. I'm
not happy we're not building
a complete building,” she
said,

“There are means available
to us,” Jenkins replied.
“There is no opportunity for
us on elementary school No.
7 in time for fall, 1966, beyond
tonight. I'm sorry about this;
there are ways open to us,
then all of a sudden we should
get so concerned about
plans.”’

*l don’t know what you
mean about all of a sud-
den,” Fischer said. "“I've
been on the school board
for five years, and we've
been planning all along. The
community school district
can go down hill real fast
if we don't have the confi-
dence of the people. I'm in-
terested in keeping that con-
fidence."’

Fischer then said he was
open to board action; Robert
Soth commented: “I'm happy
with the way it's presented
here, Gerry.”

“l see no reason to jockey
figures,”” was Carl Schult-
heiss's comment. At this point
Jenkins moved a .9 mill shuf-

fle from operating to the
operating to the building and
site fund. His motion died for
a lack of a second.

‘“Is the president allowed
to make a motion?" Fischer
asked, indicating some dis-
pleasure. He was told ‘“‘no”
by Russell Isbister.

‘“What do you want me to
move, Gerry?’, Soth asked.

The Board acted upon the
26.95 millage, agreed to move
building funds alloted to boil-
er rehabilitation to operating,
and agreed to re-open the stu-
dy of finances after bids on
the present projects are in,
and enrollments are determ-
ined.

The Board discussed ways
of raising funds for the

multi-purpose room, includ-
ing a .25 shuffle of millage,
and installment payment on
sckool sites.

The Board reviewed tax
limitations open to them,
which ranged from a .35 de-
crease to a raise up to 31.5
mills.

Kohut has spent several
weeks gathering equipment
for the new shop which will
also include a section for
sophomores and juniors,
called power mechanics.

Kohut indi-
cated he needed old motors,
starters, generators, lawn
mowers — anything to work
with in his class.

The beginning class in auto
mechanics will involve fun-
amentals and reading specifi-
cations; the more advance
class will work with live en-
gines a great deal.

Kohut's business-like ap-
proach will make the class
valuable, but not too easy
for the student. Kohut indi-
cates he has no intention of
making the course a loaf-
time class.

Other additions to the shop
included new weling facilities
for Keith Baughman's weld-
ing classes, an electronics
room where several thous-
ands of dollars have been
spent for new equipment, and
two new drawing rooms. The
machine and wood shops re-
main in the High School an-
nex.
