Adult groans of “too much
frayel” have been removed
i, from little league football this
fall in Garden City, Nankin, Li-
i vonia and Farmington.

These communities have
splintered off from the All
American Football Leaguers to
operate as a nine-member Wes-
tern Suburban Junior Football
League for the 9-to-12-year-old

They smile en-
couragingly and say, *“‘Luckily
you don’t have to worry about
the language, because everyone
in Europe speaks English now."

In the
very expensive restaurants,
yes. In the elegant littie shops
that cater to rich travellers,
always. In the great hotels on
tourist row, certainly. But not
where I went most of the time.

When you are out on your
own, you can be hard-pressed
to get directions, or the time of
day, or any other necessary aid
from the man on the street, or
from the people in the neighbor-

. hood markets and cafes. No cab

driver ever understood a word
I said.

So you find yourself hoist on
the second prong of the hoax,
which goes thus: ‘“‘People in
other countries just love it when
you ftry to speak their lan-
guage.”

Taddonio introduced the matter
of “contiguity” of munieipal
and school district boundaries,
a subject Livonia’s Mayor Har-
vey Moelke has supported in no
uncertain terms.
A study meeting was con-
ducted last night (Tuesday) by
the Livonia Board which invited
citizens to attend and express
their feelings on the desirability
of consolidating with Nankin
Mills.

on a tuition basis,

As tourism and recreation
continues to boom in Michigan,
there has been an increased in-
terest in Lansing for conserva-
tion matters. In the recent ses-
sion, the Legislature passed a
humber of bipartisan measures
in this area.

Here's a rundown on some of
the significant conservation
bills passed so far this year:

® Authorized state and local
government participation in fed-
eral matching programs for out-
door recreational facilitie s,
which could bring in nearly $3
million annually,

® Increased the budget of

Livonia and the south section

the State Conservation De-
partment by more than $6 mil-

lion—bringing its budget to a

record-high of over $26 mil.

lion for the 196566 fiscal
year.

® Approved a bill giving the
State Conservation Department
authority to regulate and ‘con-
trol dredging, filling, and dock
and pier construction on inland
lakes and streams.

® Reduced the fishing li.
cense fee for persons over 65
from $2 to 50c.

@ Designated the Petoskey
stone as Michigan’s official
stone and the trout (any spe-
cies) as the state fish,

® Changed, for the bene-
fit of weekend hunters, the
regular deer season opener
to the Saturday nearest No-
vember 15 in the. Upper Pe-
ninsula, and to the third
Saturday in November in the
Lower Peninsula, which
would fall on November 20
this year,

® Repealed Michigan's an-
cient bounty system on red
foxes and bobeats. The bill ap-
plying to coyote bounties, how-
ever, failed to win legislative
approval. The bounty system

has operated for years—with-
out any appreciable decline in

‘the number of these predator

animals and thus seemed an
unnecessary expense to the tax-
“payers.
® Approved limited hunt-
ing of quail and wild turkey
~wild turkey on a 400-per-
mit basis and quail for a short

November 5.10 season.

® Provided for the licensing
and regulation of water well
drillers.

® Authorized a highway
through the Porcupine Moun.
tains State Park if federal

funds become available for a

highway along the south shore

of Lake Superior. The Gov-
ernor wisely vetoed this bill
last week.

® Prohibited the shooting or
molesting of timber wolves.

® Stiffened the water anti-

pollution bill, providing fines
up to $500 a day for the dis-
charge of pollutants into lakes
and streams, and prohibiting
cities, villages or townships
from dumping raw sewage
into state waters. The polic-
ing agency will continue to be
the Water Resources Commis-
sion,

‘® Created a nine-member air
pollution control commission,
with watered-down authority.
Operating within the State
Health Department, it is au-
thorized to adopt rules for con-
trolling or prohibiting air pollu-
tion, except in the case of motor
vehicle exhaust fumes.

In my opinion, this Legisla-
ture has scored rather well in
the field of conservation. A
continuing bipartisan policy of
preservation of our natural re-
sources and creation and bet-
terment of recreational faeili-
ties will be of great benefit to
our state.

Livonia Schools
Need Librarians

The Livonia school system,
which has a fortunate record of
attracting new teachers at times
when many other school dis-
tricts are reporting shortages,
is finding it difficult to fill all
of its authorized slots for
school librarians.

Mrs, Viola K. Fitch, head of
the Department of Instruction-
al Materials Services, reports
that two of her authorized ele-
mentary school librarians, are
unfilled as the 1965-66 school
year begins.

Mrs. Fitch said that only ele-
mentary schools with enroll-
ments of 900 or above could
hope to start the year with a
full-time librarian.

“It is an unfortunate situation
and this shortage places a heav-
ier burden on all librarians in
| the system,” Mrs. Fitch said.

| ated flow of books, magazines,
recordings, and films to our
schools gives us better and more
materials than we -have ever

Two Yes' Votes for Progress

Nobody in Livonia quarrels with the fact
that our police department is in bad financial
shape—or that the salaries of the three chief
executives of this city are woefully below what
other communities pay their top administrators.

With a “Yes” vote on the two special
ballot propositions next Tuesday, -Livonians
can ftranslate these serious concerns into
action.

Regular readers of this newspaper do not
need to be told of the tremendous loss of man-
power which has sapped the police department
in the past months. Week after week, headlines
in The Observer have told of resignations, now
totaling more than 17 men, from the force.

Low salaries have been the chief cause of
these resignations—and low salaries have pre-
vented the recruitment of men to fill the vacan-
cies.

Livonia just does not have adequate police
protection today. And without the financial
relief which the one-mill ballot issue will pro-
vide, the number of law enforcement officers
will continue to decline, while the population
of the city zooms upward bringing a cor-
responding increase in traffic and crime.
(Last week, the police department noted a
10 per cent hike in traffic accidents this year.)

Livonia ultimately needs, or course, complete
and drastic revision of its city charter. The
five-mill tax limitation written into the charter

in 1950, when it was thought that revenue from
the race course would rise each year, no longer
meets the needs of a growing community. Race
course returns to the city have been frozen
at $500,000. Our annual expenditures are more
than $4 million.

Last week’'s news that we again face deficit
financing in next year's city budget makes this
need even more pressing.

But charter revision takes time. It might
mean a year, or two, before adequate financial
support for the police department would be
forthcoming.

Our need is now. And 2 “yes"” vote Tuesday
will guarantee that the manpower shortage
in Livonia’s police department will be cor-
rected now—not two years hence,

Considerable controversy has developed over
the second proposal to boost officials’ salaries,
and to give the Council the right to raise or
lower these salaries above a certain minimum.

What Livonia pays its public officials —
starting with $6,200 for the Treasurer and go-
ing up to only $8,400 for the mayor—is not
enough to attract many competent candidates

at election time.

The raises are necessary. And the fact that
the Council could not raise or lower salaries of
a city official while that official holds office is,
we think, an adequate safeguard agalnst using
this power as a political lever. ,

Our nation needs, wrote Governor Romney
in last week's Observer, citizens who are
“gripped by a determination to provide every
American with full opportunity to overcome
past inadequacies and achieve human dignity.”

Their efforts are encouraging to us, and
should be encouraged by many more of our
citizens. As the fall season of organizational ae-
tivity gets into swing around the suburbs. we'd
hope that our residents take another look at
Governor Romney’s firm call to action and that
they consider membership in a Human Rela-
tions group as one way to apply his advice close

The
turn left from Delaware onto
Florida provides a “8§” type
trial course to be negotiated by
the most daring of the speedy
drivers, We don't know if tro-
phies are awarded but some day
the prize may be a tragedy
from which some one will not
recover,

Of course, activity of this
sort is not limited to daylight

.hours which may be a blessing

since innocent children are not
playing outside when the
“screamers” perform at night.
But it is a nerve wracking ex-
perience to be awakened almost
at any hour of the night by a
wild auto careening through the
“obstacle course.”

Now, what can be done about
the problem? We don't know,
but we have some suggestions.

1—That a “SLOW-SCHOOL”
sign be erected on the curve.
We seriously doubt that this
would prove to be any solu-
tion since very little regard
is made to the “Stop” signs
in the area. ’

2—That a “SLOW — CHIL.
DREN PLAY HERE” sign be
erected with the hopes that at
least some of the “irresponsi-
bles” might be conscience-
stricken and take heed.

3—That, at least during
school hours, a “SCHOOL
CROSSING” sign be stationed
in the middle of the Dela-
ware and Florida intersee.

INDIAN RIVER—Michigan’s great florth woods is
a fine place to take a step back and view objectively the
world around you.

While. in this corner of God’s own country, I made
a new friend. His name is Charlie Crawford. He is the
type of person you wish you could keep close, and when-
ever in life’s decisions you waver between principle and
expediency you could call on him to bolster your cour-
age.

He was well acquainted with the late Supervisor of
Plymouth Township, Roy Lindsay.

Tax Reform Now!

By GOV. GEORGE ROMNEY

I am happy to report that the state's surplus stood at $135.-
500,000 at the end of the 1964-65 fiscal year June 30—S7,500,000
more than was expected.

This is good news. The State Controller informs us that
most of the added surplus is a result of administrative eff iciency
and improved management of state government, which has been
a major goal of my administration.

In addition, our Michigan economic growth continues to run
well ahead of the rate of national economic improvements, and
revenue collections continue to set new records., This, too, is
good news,

But ‘these facts still do not change Michigan’s basic financial
picture. They should not lead us to believe that we are adequately
prepared to meet our growing future needs.

First, there is no certainty that Michigan’s economic growth
will continue at a record pace for three more vears. As a matter

of fact, the slippage in August tax collection improvement from 2

auto sales should remind us that economists generally expect a
slackening in the rate of automotive expansion.

Second, Michigan's tax structure is unjust and needs im-

provement without regard to the need for added revenue.

Third, population and the resulting rise in the cost of educa-
tion, health and other state services has exceeded the rise in
revenues from our present tax structure—despite the unparalleled
rates of economic and revenue increase.

Fourth, implementing fundamenta] tax reform on an orderly,
efficient basis requires more than a year after such a legislative
program is enacted. To be certain that we avoid an unmanage-
able financial crisis, we must do our financial planning on a
two-year basis until we have an improved tax structure.

The latest improvements in our revenue and surplus figures
do not change our basic financial situation. We still need
tax reform, and we must have fiscal integrity—we must pay for
what we spend.

In the absence of tax action, we will run a very tight ship °
of state through 1966 and 1967, making whatever reduction in -
the level of public services may be required to live within *
available revenues and surplus, if the funds available make this -

course of action mecessary. It is essential that the Legislature
take needed tax action before we exhaust our surplus.

In view of our recent progress in the effort toward ultimate -

legislative action on 2 bi-partisan tax reform program, the latest
revenue and surplus figures for last year take on a special mean.
ing. There is no question that the continuing improvement in
our state’s fiscal picture wil]l make it even more of a miracle if
we achieve tax act?on, including reform—but I still believe in
miracles, /

However, I for one do not believe that the improvement
indicated is reason for shortchanging our state by being short.
sighted in our approach to our basic needs in education, mental
‘health, water pollution, youth programs, law enforcement,
‘park and recreation, ete.

I will continue to work with the special tax committees of

the Legislature in developing a bi-partisan program of tax ac-
tion to meet Michigan's needs.
