Its target, this time, is the Board's decision
to cut school bus service to conform to state
limitations of 1.4 miles. i

Its leaders are, for the most part. citizens
who have evidenced little prior interest in the
public schools, and some of its followers include
political groups anxious for a few votes.

It stands in sharp contrast to another
group of parents who are also dissatisfied
with School Board cuts, but who are involved

in a constructive and creative activity to
overcome their dissatisfaction. These are ' 1

the parents, clustered around the Junior
Athletic Association, who are collecting
$10,000 in donations to restore the school

district's junior high and reserve athletic
programs, cut when the School Board fixed
its 1965-66 budget.

Both groups are an outgrowth of last spring's
millage defeat in South Redford. Put them

' side by side, and you have a classic example
of the opposite waysin which citizens can
react to a Crisis. t

Because of the mNlage loss. the Board of Education found itself with $161.000 less to
spend this year than last. To balance the

budget, the Board voted to provide bus trans-
portation for students who lived 146 miles or
more from school. This is the distance for

which the state of Michigan will reimburse
the school district, and it is the same distance
standard in school districts throughout the
state. The Board eliminated junior high and
reserve sports, cut the teaching supplies budget

The news of the death of Sylvester J.
Pheney, on Tuesday, Sept. 23, brought to mind
a date earlier this year - March 24 - when

Judge Pheney proved himself a considerable
man under difficult conditions.

It was on that date that he heard the case

of the state versus Russell Roberts. a resident

of Farmington and a self-confessed Nazi-on
charges of criminal libel.

Roberts had induced a young man to dis-
tribute leaflets virulently attacking the Negro
race.

The case had attracted considerable atten-

tion and representatives of the daily press and
television were on hand. as well as a self-

styled truth squad from American Nazi Head-
quarters in Arlington, Va.

It was a mixed-up morality play-with at-
torney Allen Ingle, and the American Civil
Liberties Union trying to keep the Nazi out
of jail.

They argued that the laws of libel were
not intended to protect entire races of whole
groups of people: that to do so would be a
danterous precedent against freedom of ex-
pression.

The Judge showed no emotion during the

Getting acquainted with strangers gives a person
an opportunity to become reacquainted with himself and
with what he or she believes. This is true for people
in all professions - including journalism. Being a new-
comer to a community gives a journalist an opportunity
to re-evaluate what his paper stands for... and against.

To further explain: the publisher of "The Observer
of Garden City" was called to discuss the apparent
harrassment of the Garden City School Board by our
Editor in that city.

It was an amiable discussion. The Board members

who were present proved that the school district is in
capable - indeed above average - hands. They are
conscientious, articulate and dedicated. What more can
you ask of a public official?

The details aren't important. The results are. The
aim of the school board of any community is to promote
the best for the kids of the school district. An important
factor is keeping the teachers of the district top grade,
in the right atmosphere, and of good morals; also to
communicate with the parents of the district so there
is understanding, and thus support for important deci-
sions involving policy and bond issues.

The Garden City School Board and The Observer
agree on these points.

The role of the newspaper in a comunity is to be
its conscience, to reflect the activity of the govern-
mental bodies - and to keep the public informed. A
community with confidence in its community news-
paper knows it has elected honest officials-otherwise
its newspaper would let it know. Because a good news-
paper digs out the facts. Its reporters dig out the facts
because they ask questions - a good newspaper asks
all kinds of questions and keeps informed.

A good newspaper rocks the boat.
The issue in Garden City was over the newspaper's

right to know teachers' salaries and administrative
salaries.

As far as this newspaper is concerned we think
we and the public have a right to know this.

We do agree teachers' personnel files and students'
files must be kept the concern of the individual and his
superiors - we do agree to "executive sessions" where
the press, thus the public, is excluded, when morals
charges are involved - when teachers' files are being
discussed relative to selecting a choice for advancement
or for discussing purchase of land. We do, however,
frown on "executive sessions" for general discussions,
particularly of budget, change of policy, school programs
or books.

The Garden City School Board agreed to give careful
study to its policy and issue a statement. The matter
of asking question of the interest that The Observer has
displayed, just hadn't come up before.

Communications enter into the picture.
Superintendent O'Leary has devoted all of his life

to the Garden City School District. He has done a mag-
nificent job that only a dedicated man can do. He has
carried his schools through 25 years of building, growing
and keeping pace with the students. He isn't apathetic
either. No one denies the job he has done. He has been
a fighting superintendent and has the reputation for
getting the job done. Unfortunately he has a short fuse
and to disagree with him makes you wrong. His
Board knows this - and so does Dr. O'Leary, really.
With his record, when a newspaper is dedicated to
keeping the public informed, it will only increase the
respect of the community, reduce his enemies, and gain
even more support.

Enemies of education are enemies of this news-
paper. A cloak of secrecy over school activities does not
assuage enemies of a school system - it only encourages
them and gives them an issue. Those who only want the
right to know will in turn, support. We have seen it
happen.

FACTS
Operating Cost Is More Than
Just Fuel Cost

Perhaps operating cost should really be thought
of as cost of ownership. In this broader context,
there are a numberof buildingconstruction, build-
ing equipment, annual repair and maintenance
and annual labor costs which are affected by
choice of heating systems.

Among the building construction and equipment
costs which are altered or eliminated, according
to choice of heating system, are these:

Building Electric Fuel Fired
item Required Heat System

Boiler room No Yes
Smokestack No Yes
Fuel storage No Usually
Steam or hot water piping No Yes
Pipe trenches No Yes
Boiler and controls No Yes
Boiler water pump(s) No Yes
Boiler water treating system No Yes

To keep this set of comparisons absolutely fair,
the insulation of an electrically heated school
must be better than the applications which are
now acceptable in most school buildings.

Itwould pay to have topnotch insulation in EVERY
school-payoff in heatingeconomyand in student-
teacher comfort, both winter and summer. But
since it is not yet in widespread demand in all
school plants, this may be an item of increased
cost in an electrically heated building. The addi-
tional cost, however, when related to total con-
struction cost, is insignificant.

Expansion Costs
In a constantly growing area like southeast Michi-
gan, new school buildings invariably are increased
in size-very often, more than once in their ca-
reers. Always a major item of cost when class-
rooms or other facilities are added is complete
replacement of a too-small boiler or addition of
boiler units.

 Even when a foresighted school administration-
-anticipating building enlargement-installs an
over<apacity boiler to begin with, school funds
are tied up in the too big boiler and its auxiliary
equipment. This non-productive use of money
may be a burden for several years.

School building expansion, when the heating sys:
tem's electric, is never a problem or an undue
expense. All that's required is electrical distribu-
tion from the transformer to the newly added

school plant-a normal cost of expansion which
would apply regardless of type of heating system.

Annually Recurring Costs
There is another class of ownership costs which
needsconsideration when comparingelectric heat
to other types of heating systems for a school.
These are the various expenses which recur, most
of them on an annual basis.

Electric Fuel Fired
Typical Recurrent Costs Heat System

Boiler maintenance No Yes
Boiler inspection fee No Yes
Boiler insurance No Yes
Boiler attendant(s)-labor No Yes
Ash disposal No Usual[y

Another recurrent cost which is sizable enough to
help make the difference in heating systems is
the amount of interest paid on the money which
is borrowed to build a school.

An electrically heated school will be less costly to
design and build because you are not buying a
boiler with all its auxiliary equipment. No money
goes for a boiler room, smokestack or a steam or
hot water distribution system. So it follows-a less
costly school, less money to borrow, less interest
to pay on the borrowed money.

Electric Heat-Low Cost Comfort
For Children And Teachers
The Superintendent of Schools of a school district
in northern Ohio recently prepared a two-year
comparative analysis* of heating operational costs
for four of the schools under his supervision. It
was a painstaking and detailed comparison, tale
ing into account these major factors: fuel cost,
heating labor cost, auxiliary fuel, auxiliary power,
ash disposal, heating system maintenance.

Two of the schools have coal-fired boilers, one has
a gas-fired boiler and one is completely heated
electrically. Quoting from the report, ". . . the cost
(for heating the electrically heated school) during
the 1962-63 school year was 5¢ per square foot
less than at the other three buildings ... For the

1963-64 year, the savings was 12.9¢ per square
foot"

In subsequentyears, the savings should be closer
to the 12.9¢ per square foot figure than to the 5¢
figure. This is a conclusion drawn from the follow-
ing facts.

In 1962-63, the electrically heated school was a
new structure. Some of the heating cost for it went
to drying out concrete, masonry and plaster. This
is an extraordinary expense not to be repeated.
Also, in February 1964, the utility servingthe elec-
trically heated school reduced its rate for electric
power from 1.6¢ to 1.5¢ per kilowatthour.
And, finally, by 1963-64, the staff at the electri-
cally heated school were better able to control
electric power consumption.

One condition which helped establish the greater
per-square-foot savings in 1963-64 may not al-
ways hold true. The weather during the '63-'64
heating season was slightly warmer than it was
in '62-'63.

Electrically Heated Schools
In Southeast Michigan
1958 was the first year of record for electrically
heated schools in the area which Detroit Edison
serves.- In that year, there were 26 classrooms
completely heated in this modern way. Now, in
early 1965, there are 12 total electric schools
having 220 classrooms in the area.

In number of electrically heated classrooms, this
is more than an eight-fold increase in seven years.
Several more school and college buildings which
will be al!-electric, including heating, are now
under constructioh within the area.

More For The Money
These are the features of electric heat which ap-
pealed most to the school administrators who
wrote the analysis quoted above. Only slightly
edited for brevity, this is essentially the language
of that objective report.

Safety-Electric heat is highly automated. A mini-
mum of human attention and judgment is all
that's required in its operation. By so reducing
the human element, a maximum of safety is
achieved. Nor is electric heat complicated by
auxiliary or satellite systems of any kind.

Simplicity-The absence of complex mechanisms
makes it easier for building custodians to concen-
trate on their prime function-keeping a building
and its equipment clean. Boiler room attendants
are not a requirement

Dependability-Electric heat reduces the possi-
bility of building freeze-ups; eliminates boiler
breakdowns during unattended hours.

When there's a boiler failure, the whole school
must close down. If an electric heating unit fails,
only the one room involved need be closed.

Flexibility-Electric heating equipment can be
used just in the room or rooms where heat is re-
quired, completely independent of and without
affecting any other part of the. heating system.
On a cool but sunny autumn day, for example, the
heat may be on in rooms on the shady side of a
school, off in rooms on the sunny side of the
building.

Unscheduled, off-hours use of a school-room-
even with the briefest advance notice-creates no
heating problem. Electric heat reacts quickly and,
again, there can be selective, one-room-only use.

Cleanliness-Since there is no combustion, elec-
tric heat does not create smoke, soot or ashes to
add to cleaning chores.

Efficiency-With electric heat, there are no long,
laborious heating up or cooling down cycles. The
equipment is ready to furnish heat at the moment
of need and there is no wasteful heat carryover
when the equipment js shut down.

Warm weather benefits-With more efficient and
effective building insulation, a school will be cooler
and more comfortable in warm weather-a de-
cided advantage to students and teachers.
Air conditioning is also simplified and made
more economical since the electrical wiring in-
stalled for the heating system can also energize
air conditioners.

Through the taxes it pays, Detroit Edison is one
of the largest supporters of schools in the state.

Use Shortening Can

Stepping into a steaming bath
is comforting. But when you buy
an undersized, 'economy' model
water heater and it goes to
pieces, you end up in another
kind of hot water.

Every homeowner should con-
sider five factors before buying
a water heater.

First, consider capacity.
The uodersize water heater,
pushed beyond capacity,
wears out rapidly. Inside sur-
faces corrode because they
are over-exposed to dissolved
oxygen.

To determine the proper ca-
pacity water beater for your
home, consider the number of
bathrooms, water - using appli-
ances, and people. Then consult
a reliable plumbing contractor.
He will be able to calculate the
proper water heater to fill your
needs.

Next, consider using two water
heaters. It is sometimes advis-
able to install one water heater
to serve bathrooms at one end
of the house and another to
serve the kitchen-utility-laundry
room on the other end.

For safety's sake, make sure 
the heater you purchase has
temperature and pressure relief
valves. These valves automati-
cally reduce both pressure and
temperature to keep them from
exceeding safe limits.

Care of the water heater is
a must. For example, draining
a few quarts of water from

the tank periodically removes
heat·reducing sediment. This
will help the heater work
better, last longer.
Remember, too, that the flame

should be whitish blue. Any
other color indicates the need
for adjustment.

A noisy flame also needs ad-
justment. And soot in the burn-
er compartment indicates low
efficiency and the need for pro-
fessional help.

Finally, have the water heater
installed by a competent plumb-
ing contractor who will start it
properly and keep it that way.

Freshen Woodwork
Want to freshen up tired

woodwork? Try a color treat-
ment. Thin flat paint in the
desired color to wiping consis-
tency and apply with a cheese-
cloth pad to give a glazed effect.
Then finish with a coat of clear
plastic varnish in a "hand rub-
bed" finish to give a soft sheen
to the wood.

Fencing - With only a few
simple skills and some muscle
for post hole digging required,
fence-building is a favorite pro-
ject of do-it-yourselfers. There
is a wide choice of materials
available, such as mineral fiber
flat sheets. In many cases, en-
tire fence sections can be bought
ready for erection.

Verdict: Don't be fenced in by
doubt; go ahead and try it

Topsy-Turvy
An interesting and colorful

overhead trellis can be made

from mineral fiber shingles ap-
plied to a redwood frame with
the pre-finished color turned
down. Since mineral fiber will
not deteriorate or crack from
exposure to the sun, the unfin-
ished exterior 'will last without
painting or sunproofing.

Adjustable louvers are in-
stalled with a dowel or a pin
through top and bottom edge
and extending into the rails.
Length of the louver is one inch
less than the space between top
and bottom rails to permit lift-
ing and turning the louver by
hand.

Paper and Paneling
Wallpaper and solid board

wall paneling make a good team
for Early American interiors.
Boards, however, should be ver-
tical grain and knot-free to
combine most effectively with
patterned paper.
