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AAA survey shows need for more policemen

cording to the report. “Over
37 mer cent of all accident
drivers came from the eight-
year group from 16 through
24. This is extremely high
when compared with the age
groups from 25 through 34
and 25 through 44, which con-
tributed 129 and 17.2 per
cents respectively."’

Drivers 16 to 19 years old
accounted for 22 per cent of
all accidents last year. This
is the highest percentage for
any one group. Drivers 45 to
54, 55 to 64 and 65 to 74 all
had ‘lower percentages with
14.7, 8.7 and 4.6 respectively.

Statistics also reveal that
66.4 per cent of last year's
accidents were caused by
motorists from the Plymouth-
Northville area. ]

“Two out of every three
accident drivers came from
Plymouth or its immediate
environs — emphasizing the
need for concenirating on

local drivers,”” the report
states.
In addition, the 120-page

report contains a study of the
city's street engineering prob-
lems and steps to physically
improve major streetss

Mayor James Houk re-
ceived a bound copy of the
survey from Robert Cain,
Auto Club's Plymouth divi-
sion manager, at the Thurs-
day meeting.

The officer is carefully
trained by Art also. For in-
stance, if an officer moves
the wrong way around the
suspect . . . in such a way
the dog can’'t see his offi-
cer . . Art corrects the
patrolman.

It takes months and
months of training,"” Art
said.

The dogs are beautiful to
watch in action. They are
perhaps one of the highest
and finest trained animals
in the world.

““And they are more
valuable than a bullet.”
Art said. ““They can
keep a suspect alive.’

Ferguson said he will
use the dog*to voluunteer
in manhunts in the area.

Art note that he current-
ly was training about 40
dogs. He rejects over 80
per cent of the German
Shepherds that come his
way. The dog's average
weight run between 85 lbs.

A two-
man team of traffic research
specialists headed by Charles
E. Gordon, traffic research
supervisor, spent three weeks
on the public service project.
The Detroit traffic engin-
eering firm of Gibson and As-
sociates was employed as
consultants on the survey.

THIS IS THE third time
Auto Club has aided Plym-
outh with its traffic problems.
Surveys were made in 1942
and 1953. In 1953, the Club
pointed to ‘‘insufficient num-
ber of police personnel, lead-

ing to inadequate law en-
forcement.” At that time 1t
was recommended that the

city increase its 10-man police
force to 14 persons. There
were 112 accidents in 1951 and
82 in 1952 as compared with
290 in 1964.

“Currently, the Plymouth
Police Department is manned
by 'a force of 12 officers. This
total includes the director of
public safety who serves as
chief, an assistant chief, two
lieutenants and eight patrol-
men . . ."' the report says.

Auto Club’s survey com-
ments on the current short-
age of law enforcement offi-
cials: ‘‘There is some ques-
tion as to whether the depart-
ment can provide adequate
law enforcement for this com-
munity with its present man-
power."’

In 1953 Plymouth had 7,000
r e sidents. Population has
grown to 9,500 today and is
projected at 11,000 by 1970.

“Many Michigan com-
munities similar in size and
location obtain good en-
forcement with police de-
partment strength of be-
tween 1.5 and 1.7 officers
per thousand population,”
adds the report. "“Using this

standard, Plymouth would
( require a police department
of 14 to 16 officers.”

Auto Club recommended
that two officers be added
immediately and two more

within the next two years.

However, the report points
out that even with its limited
staff, “the Plymouth Police
Department is to be compli-
mented on the manner In
which accident records are
preparcd and maintained.”

Auto Club points out that
time of day, day of week and
weather conditions are also
significant factors connected
with most accidents.

TIME OF DAY

Over 200 of the accidents
took place during daylight
hours. Peak accident hour in
the city was between 2 and
Jd p.m.

The most dangerous hours
each day are between noon
and 8 p.m.

The
report shows that 85.9 per

cent of the accident total oc
curred on clear or cloudy
days and 64.9 per cent of the
accidents occurred when
pavements were dry.

When it was raining or
when pavements were wet,
27.9 per cent of the accidents
happened, Only 7.2 per cent
of them occurred when
streets were snow covered.

According to Auto Club
safety officials, this indi-
cates carelessness is a ma-
jor factor in the Plymouth
accident rate. Drivers are
extra careful in poor weath-
er but become reckless un-
der ideal conditions.
