As such,
its resources should be utilized
whenever feasible and whenever
such utilization holds promise
of more effective learming and
attainment of the objectives of
the school.

“School field trips are ex-
cursions into the community
under school sponsorship and
supervision. As such, by defi-
nition the term includes only
such activities of specific
classes or groups of students
for whom the experience is
specially planned by a spe-
cific teacher or teachers; this
is in distinction from trips
or activities in the commun-
ity which constitute a regu-
lar, generally recognized and
accepted part of the school
program. Field trips holding
promise of contributing sig-
nificantly to the instructional
program of the schools are to
be encouraged.”

Under the extended regula-
tions it will be easier for teach-
ers and principals to arrange
school trips to educational
points in Wayne, Oakland, Ma-
comb and Washtenaw counties
and to Lansing and East Lan-
sing.

Under the regulations the
students are generally limited
to one bus trip per homeroom
each year, although exceptions
to these rules are possible as
long as the total number of
trips for the school as a whole
are not excessive.

“In setting up these purpose-
ful visits to community points

we always have the safety and |

welfare of the pupils in mind,”

“‘Have you guessed the riddle yet?’ the
Hatter said, turning to Alice again.

The above is, of course, a bit of dialogue
from the Mad Tea Party in the children’s clas-
sic, “Alice’'s Adventures in Wonderland.”

The current situation in South Redford is
terribly similar:

In that beleagured school district mistrust
and hard feelings are rampant. This year in
the light of three millage defeats within two
years the Board of Education was forced to
cut $161,000 worth of education and services
from the program in order to balance the
budget.

Members of the South Redford Board of
Education and its staff are individuals of honor.
They are trying their best to provide the best
possible educational opportunity for the chil-
dren of the District.

The citizens who formed a study group to
reexamine the District’s program to discover if
the cuts could be restored are honest and
sincere,

Transportation was what started all the
real furor in the District because of the safety
factor. The Board of Education and the South
Redford staff agree with the parents that
there is a definite safety problem involved,
but feel that their hands are tied because of
finances.

In spite of this, however, the Board has been
accused of blackmail and heartlessness.

The citizens' proposal for the Board to re-
store the program immediately and they in turn
will go out and work tooth and nail for the
millage goes to the Board table tonight. The
citizens say that Board action before a millage
election is necessary to restore community con-
fidence and support of the schools,

The Board, in turn, feels that this is the
citizens' own form of blackmail. It is not ex-
pected to comply with the citizens’ request.

Both groups are nelther completely right
nor wrong.

Thus the insoluble riddle.

On the one hand is a group of individpals
trving to achieve a compromise to a community's
problem and on the other is the Board of Educa-
tion faced with not enough money to run the
schools.

The Board's determination to hold the line
stems from this dilemma of finances rather

than the feeling of blacKmail.

However, the fact that such a feeling ex-
ists on both sides is an indication of the
deterioration of an “esprit d’corps” in South
Redford.

The big question, of course, is what is going
to happen when the Board tells the citizens
‘no’ tonight.

Hopefully the beginnings of a “boot strap”
type of operation in the community which has
been generated over the past few weeks will
continue and the in-fighting will stop.

However, given the two sides—parents who
are seriously concerned about the safety of their
children and the lack of educational opportu-
nity in the District and a Board which honestly
believes that no other course is open to it—it
could very well turn into the insoluble riddle.

If the community falls once again into its
common mistrust and factionalism it will be
the only one to suffer. However, the damage
could be irreparable in terms of the training
and consequent ability of the District’s children.

Hopefully the riddle will prove to be solve-
able and South Redford can roll up its sleeves
and turn in once again to a job that needs doing
—providing education for children and an atmos-
phere in which educational opportunity can
nurture and flourish.

GOé Needs John Birch
Like Another Trunk

The most fantastic and insidious thing about
the Birch Society is that it does not hurt its
ostensible enemy, the Communists, in the slight-
est. It does not even pay much attention to
liberals. Its most bitter venom is directed against
responsible and respected American conserva-
tives.

Clearly, as Rep. Gerald R. Ford of Michigan
has said, “There is no place for it in the Re-
publican party.”

They were rivals for they both spoke to the
hizhest ideals of their countrymen, Hence they
were dependent on the same countrymen’s
support.

And together they inspired a generation of gifted
men to public life,

It was Adlai Stevenson who made young
Americans aware of the hungers and aspirations
of distant lands.

Safety Is Concern

1 have just read a letter
written you from an “‘Interested
Citizen” and I feel just as com-
pelled as this housewife to an-
swer her letter.

My children also attend pa-
rochial school as she stated
Mr. Giordano's children do.
Where his children attend
school, I do not know, but of
our situation, I know.

Apparently this mother can
send her children off with no
worry of their safe arrival and
return. But I am one parent
of 278 children who must cross
Telegraph Road at Elmira to
attend St. Hilary School.

When she said Mr. Giordano
“expected the School Board to
bus his children free” this be-
comes hard for me to under-
stand. I have heard of rumors
that we parents who send our
children to parochial school do
not pay the same school taxes
as those using the public
schools. This kind of statement
is so ridiculous I was sure any-
one with half a brain could see
that. Also the *“‘free transpor-
tation.,” the township provided
our parochial school children
last year, was paid for by the
bill Governor Romney signed—
providing $40 per parochial
school student — paid to the
community serving this trans-
portation besides our school
taxes.

The Township has given us a
policeman to stop traffic but
twice he has had to run onto
the island—what if he had chil-
dren coming across then? This
location has been a good spot
for tickets, too. There is no
traffic light but we do have a
hill with a blind spot which ob-
structs the view of oncoming
children. We also have to cope
with a cutoff from Plymouth
Road where drivers try to beat
the Plymouth light. One of the
policemen told me there are so
many dangers to contend with
when crossing these children,
the only solution is a pedestrian
overpass. I have talked to the
Michigan State Road Commis-
sion, and they have made an
investigation. Apparently they
see the need for an overpass
but the community must bear
, the expenses.

I am curious to know what
| the School Board would do if
these 278 children were re-
moved from their present
i school and put into public
| school, which we have every
right to do. Perhaps half-day

| sessions!

I have not heard one parent
'complain about our children
walking. It's the crossing that
worries us. We would be happy
if a bus picked them up at
Telegraph, drove them across
|the street and dropped them off
on the other side. Walking
won't kill them. I wish we
could be that sure about the
crossing.

It's refreshing to know some
parents have problems like for-
eign language, art, music, li-
brary, etc., when we worry
' about whether or not our chil-
dren make it across Telegraph.

The decision was handed down this week from the
State Board of Education—a body of eight elected
officials — to deny South Redford and Redford Union
School District citizens a chance to vote on joining School-

_Instead, they decided to consolidate the Redfords
with the entire rest of Wayne County, not now affiliated

School District, into a new

five-campus district which will be spread out over the
 entire county. The election

is slated for March 1. Com-

munities may not approve this vote individually as they
did when they voted to join (or not to join) Schoolcraft
College. It is by simple majority of the whole lump mass.
We agree it is better that the two Redfords be

part of this community college district rather than
none at all, but there is no denying the disappointment
of The Observer Newspapers with the fact it could
not be a part of Schooleraft College. The Redfords
carried the banner for the original Schooleraft College
plan seven years ago and they are geographically and

psychologically part of it.

The decision of the State Board may have been based
on facts. But we can only listen to rumors, assume, and
presume, because the decision came in a closed, unan-
nounced meeting — something The Observer abhors for
a governing body because it DOES lead to misunder-

standing and rumors.

The item was not on the agenda of the unannounced
meeting. Superintendents and spokesmen from both
Redfords, as well as from Schoolcraft College, asked to
speak on the question. They were not only denied; they

were ignored.

On the basis that the public has a right to know;
and again, because we feel it our duty to inform, we

share here with you what

we have heard from many

who asked that their names be withheld because they

were told “not to tell”:

® Petition was denied Redfords because eventu-
ally Wayne County Community College wishes to
swallow up Schooleraft College, too.

® There were political involvements. The eight-
man Board is all Democratic and they felt they owed

Suburban schools are current-
ly celebrating natiomal school
lunch week as proclaimed by
President Lyndon Johnson and
Governor George Romney.
Mrs. Ella Plichta, in charge
of school foods in Farmington,
revealed that the number of
meals served per week had
risen to 24,000.

“Parents are growing more
and more interested in the
food their children get,” Mrs.
Plichta said. “They under.
stand its valne in a child’s
growth and development.”

In Redford Union some 15,500
youngsters enjoy the two basic
lunches served each week.
Mrs. Clara Sweet, Redford
Union dietician, expressed satis-
faction with the basic foods
available through the surplus
food program.

In Livonia, dietician Geral-
dine Tobin disclosed that con-
sumption of Type A school
lunches had climbed to a rec-
ord high of 42,500 servings
per week.

“Livonia kitchens are in fact
a food laboratory where one-
third of the child’s nutritional
requirements are prepared,”
Mrs. Tobin said. “But what is
almost as important, the school
lunchrooms try to develop good
food bhabits and the social
graces.

Eating with others in a super-
vised group encourages stu-
dents to try foods that are new
and unfamiliar to them, Mrs.
Tobin believes.

Minimum food requirements
are determined by the United
States Department of Agricul-
ture. These are known as a Type
A lunch and must include the
following: % pint whole milk, 2
ounces serving of protein, %
cup vegetable and/or fruit, 2
teaspoons butter, and 1 slice
enriched bread.

In Michigan more than two
thousand public schools are par-
ticipating in the federally re-
imbursed food program.

der J. Kloster noted that the
program’s continuing growth
and increasing popularity in
the State by citing compara-

tive figures for the past two
years which show an 11.4 pre-
cent increase in the number
of lunches served, The na.
tional average increase was
6.7 percent.

“Qver 7.6 million more lunches
were served last year to Michi-
gan public school youth than in
the previous year,” Kloster
pointed out, comparing 74,353,-
856 lunches served in 1964-65
with the 66,727,056 served in
1963-64.

Commenting on the contribu-
tion of the programs to the
State’s economy, Kloster em-
phasized that nearly 80 percent
of the foods used are purchased
locally from Michigan farmers,
dairymen, and food industries.

Hot Meals for Thousands of Kids
—Suburbia Marks School Lunch Week

Established by a national act
in 1946, the lunch program has
grown in Michigan from 1,197
public schools participating in
that year to an estimated 2,300
public and nonpublic schools
participating this year. “These
schools will be serving around
550,000 lunches each day,” the
State Superintendent added.

“Actual American origin of
of the school lunch program
dates back over 100 years when
a few schools served to poverty-
stricken children. Between 1905
and 1915, a number of large
cities, in addition to the pioneer-
ing New York and rural regions
in Minnesota, introduced ‘pen-
ny_':i lunch programs,” Kloster
saida.

The cold nights will harden
the crowns and stems.

The exchange is from a scene of Arthur Kopit's
play, “Oh, Dad. Poor Dad. Mama's Hung You in the
Closet and I'm Feelin' So Sad.” which kicked off this
vear's theatrical season at the University of Detroit last

weekend.

Madame Rosepettle is filled
with fond hopes of the audi-
ence understanding the play,
Mayvbe I'm dense, but T didn't.
In the same scene Commo-

dore Roseabove tells
Rosepettle, **'That doesn't make
sense.' to which she replies,
"It makes perfect sense to me."

Quite frankly I'm happy that
the play makes sense to some-
one, It simply left me cold, The
play doesnt even make the
grade of stupidity—it's neuter.

The play, billed as U of D's
“first expedition into the
darkly colorful netherland of
Absurd Theater,” deals with
the domineering mother that
seems to be so common in
American society,

It's theatre of the absurd. but
not the way out inanity of some
dramatie works. It is an almost
revolutionary choice for U of D.
In the past U of D's choices have
been the fairly standard tried
and true classies.

Such a departure in schedul
int ix a welcome chuanue, hut
moderation in all things, please.

One actress has said that
Kopit either loved women so
much when he created the role
that he thought nothing impos-
sible or he hated them. I think
he despises women.

There is no one—repeat no
one — in existence such as
Madame Rosepettle, Kopit
paints a starkly evil charac-
ter—all black with no white
matter. People aren’t all black
with no white matter. People
aren't all black or all white,
They are a mixture of good
and bad.

Alice Broder, who appears as
the Madame. struggles valiant-
ly with the part. Unfortunately
her performance is spotty., She
has her moments, but overall
she is not up o par.

Miss Broder is a polished and
talented actress and her current
portraval is a disappointment. I
don’t know if this 1s due to the
diffictlties inherent in the role

Madame *

or what, but T do know that she |

was disappointing.

Christopher Buryta who ap-
pears as the timid, dominated
son, Jonathan, turned in the
best performance of the four
main characters,
