Earl Merriman, a city real-
dentand staff member of the

C. L. Finlan & Sons Insurance

Agency, told The Plymouth

Mail the purpose of the group
would be to reduce vandal-

ism.

He has approached Superin-
tendent of Public Safety Ken-
neth Fisher about the matter

and Fisher commented on the

prop.,sal Monday..
''It has some merit/' Fisher

said, "but it's one of those
things you have to approach
with caution. There should be

some ground rules."

ONE THING that is needed,

Fisher pointed out, is citizens
who are willing to sign com-

plaints when they witness an
act of vandalism. There are

more than enough persons, he
noted, who are simply calling
police.

But signed complaints are
needed.

Fisher expressed agreement
with some of the suggestions
made by Merriman.

"I'm glad to see that people
wouldn't get involved in citi-
zens' arrest s," he said.

"That's a touchy area."
Fisher said he had a tentative

meeting set up with Merri-

Merriman was particularly
emphatic about avoidance of
citizens' arrest activittes.

"In no case," he maia, "wl,1

a patrol carry arms or try tu
make arrests. We should only
be observers." Merritnan said

He said if the patrol were
formed about 40 volunteers

would be needed.

the city and about four to six

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Boo-boo takes driver's lieenses out of €it.
Of all the decisions which have

emanated from the creaking machin-
ery of state government in recent
years, one of the most abysmally ill-
conceived stands out as a serious dis-

service to residents of The Plymouth
Community.

Back in the good old days, not so
long ago, local residents could apply
for or renew their driver's licenses at

two community locations.

c They could go to the Plymouth City
Hall from 8 a.m. to 8 p.m. five days a
week, or go to the Plymouth Township
Hall any Wednesday.

But all that has changed, thanks to
the state governmental bureauracy.
Now, according to orders laid down
by Secretary of State James Hare's

office, Plymouth Community resi-
dents have an unusual choice.

(1) They can get licenses one day
a week at the Plymouth Township
Hall from Wayne County Sheriff's
officers.

(2) Or they can go somewhere
else and like it.

Originally, Hare's office decreed
that no licenses would be issued after
July 1 by police departments that had
been handling less than 10,000 licenses
annually.

Then, after the scope of this ad-
ministrative boo-boo had become ap-
parent, Lansing thoughtfully extended
the time in which Plymouth Police
could continue to issue licenses to
September 1.

Since then, local residents have

...

been going here and there for li-
censes.

Many of them have been going to
Northville, which for some strange
reason or another was selected as one
of those departments that could con-
tinue to issue licenses.

Northville Police Chief Eugene
King told The Plymouth Mail his de-
partment's licensing workload has in-
creased tremendously.

"It' s creating a hardship," he com-
mented, "and we're contemplating
the addition of help which we don't
want to do." So far, King said, adver-
tisements for clerks to help with the
increase have produced nothing.

The only other alternative, he said.
is to curtail the Northville Depart-
ment's 8 a.m. to 8 p.m. schedule or
put things on an appointment basis.

Last month, the chief noted, Plym-
outh applicants outnumbered North-
ville area residents by three to one.

All of which stands as some kind

of monument to governmental muddle
at the state level.

They'd be on a
waiting list."

Nor would we have the dental serv-
ice for indigent patients, one of the
few in the state, or money for the 10-
cal YMCA, or a senior citizens allot-
ment.

It has been the theory of the PCF
t}ift money must be kept available to
resolve recognized needs of The Ply-
mouth Community; this cannot be
done if the Plymouth Community
Fund becomes part of the United
Foundation.

One recipient of PCF funds most
assuredly would not get funds if the
United Foundation were involved -
the Plymouth Symphony. Frank Pal-
mer puts it this way.

"The $2,000 given to the Symphony
is money that keeps them together."
The money is given to them at the
point when their budget runs low, just
before their membership drive in the
spring.

"I determine it as a binding in-
gredient that keeps them in our com-
munity."

There are strong sentiments in the
community regarding its inclusion in
the Plymouth Community Fund
drive, both pro and con.

We favor its inclusion, particularly
because it is such a small investment
for such a big asset. The Plymouth
Symphony is an important part of the
cultural life of Plymouth, and is one
of the really tangible so-called 'uni-
que' things about Plymouth. The Sym-
phony ranks with the Fall Festival
and the Community Fund itself in im-
portance for Plymouth, and becomes
much more significant than the grey
paint, white colonial columns and
early American atmosphere in mal(-
ing Plymouth truly different.

While the latle, #art of the value
of the Symphony's free concerts can-
not be measured in dollars, it can
however be measured in people made
happy by fine music.

Because of this, the Symphony, and
the entire Plymouth Community Fund
deserve the support of the Pl*nouth
Community, this month, during the
annual drive.

There is a time in the life of a newsman in small-

town community journalism when he yearns for the
big time - the chance to cover a race riot, or a big
election, write an in depth feature on Viet Nam, or
cover a major speech of an international figure.

I guess my big break came last Friday when I
went to Livonia Franklin High School to hear Vice
President Hubert H. Humphrey dedicate Livonia's new
high school, the Adlai Stevenson High School on Sfx
Mile Road.

Humphrey was late, about two hours, and it
gave me a chance to soak up some of the big-time
atmosphere in the press rooms. Tables, chairs,
typewriters, telephones were all on hand, along
with various and sundry press people.

I felt very green.
I wasn't the only one that thought it was the big

time. One woman exclaimed as she handed me coffee,
"Oh, you must be on radio, I can tell by your voice."

I explained I worked for the Plymouth Mail.
"Oh," she said, and turned to a man in a rather

neat work uniform.

"Gee," she said, "you must be a television camer-
man or something."

"No lady," he said. "I'm a janitor."
***

Time dragged on and it was announce that
Humphrey's plane had just left Buffalo, New York.
At this point, the WXYZ-radio and TV newsmen
decided to play cards. I had read a pre-release of
Humphrey's speech three times, so I had nothing
to do but listen. Joe Weaver, of WBJK TV-2 was
talking to the Queen for United Nations Day:

"Watch out." said one WXYZ man. ."Don't touch

him. He's a star." Then the WXYZ boys turned to their
cards.

"What' asked one.s wild?"
