Vandalism

“hits new high

The wave o f window-
smashing vandalism hit new
peaks this weekend with at
least 28 complaints reaching
City of Plymouth police.

Vandals had been smashing
car windows out on varjous
streets in the City for the past
four weeks, ‘at night, at the
rate of about ten a week. Po-
lice stil have no clues as to
who is doing the damage.

Then, last Friday during
the Plymouth High School
football game, the destruc-
tion hit & new high.

Assistant police chief Loren
Johnson called all nine of
Plymouth's officers off of
game duty, and put them on
the streets in cars looking for
the culprits.

Patrolman William Fletch-
er reported to the Mail late
Friday night that the dam-
age was the worst he had
seen in many years.

‘“We've been chasing them
all night,” Fletcher said.
‘“And we never quite catch
up with them.”

THE VANDALISM has
been confined to cars parked
along streets; side and rear
windows have been smashed
on scores of cars in the last
few weeks.

Insurance company reports
confirm the damage has been
extensive.

Recently, an insurance exe-
cutive, Earl Merriman, pro-
posed a Citizens Block Patrol
to curb vandalism. He urged
the formation of the group to
sign complaints against van-
dals ,and, when alerted by
police, tak e up stations in
neighborhoods and watch for
violations.

Chief Johnson outlined the
problem Mcnday:

“We had 28 over the
weekend but I’'m sure there
were more that weren't re-
ported.” When asked if he
suspectied feenage vandals,
he said:

“Sure I suspect teenage
vandals. Whoever’s doing it
has got something wrong with
their head. I'm going to throw
the book at them when we
catch them. I don’t give a
damn who it is.”

Johnson said the weekend
had been free of normal Hal-
loween vandalism.

HE URGED all City resi-
dents to park their cars off
of the streets at night when-
ever possible.

Police state they have no
concrete suspect or clues in
the case.

Paintings reveal

1000-year old

The area from Enugu, Ni-
geria, northward to Jos close-
ly resembles the American
Southwest. As in America one
of the most enjoyable ways of
seeing the country is by
train. !

We boarded the train in
Enugu at 8 one evening. 24
hours later we arrived in
Jos, a distance of 370 miles.
Drawn by a picturesque
steam engine the irain had
such unusual luxuries as
sleeping berths, a dining
car, and showers. We made
full advantage of these
features.

A few miles outside of En-
ugu the rolling hills are re-
placed by flat grasslands.
Good farmland is plentiful in
this area.

As the train progressed
further north the grasslands
gradually gave way to pla-
teau. Huge boulders became
more numerous with each
mile. Herds of cattle could
also be seen everywhere. To

protect their crops from the
wandering cattle the people
had enfenced their fields with
cacti.

TALL, SLENDER men of
the Fulani tribe watched
their cattle like a shepherd
protecting his sheep. They
are known throughout West
Africa for their cattle. The
faces of these men were cov-
ered with some of the molt
delicate and artistic tribal
scars 1 have seen. Many of
them also styled their hair in
short braids.

The men could be seen at
every train station in addi-
tion to the fields. With them
were their wives Several of
the women had their hair in
long braids covered with gold
rings.

Jos is beautifully situated
at the center of the Bau-
chi Plateau. At an eleva-
tion of 6.800 feet the climade
was ideal; the scenery was
superb.

The city has 40,000 inhabi-
tants and is the base from
which three different mis-
sionary groups carry on their
work.

There are many attrac-
tions in Jos and nearby
towns. I particularly enjoyed
the Jos museum zoo. The
museum has an excellent
collection of pottery attrac-
tively displayed in buildings
of native style architecture
and an open courtyard.

The museum is also one of
the best centers in West Af-
rica for training museum
personnel.

The groups are limited to
about 14 children, with an
equal number of boys and
girls in each group.

The Junior Great Books
program started in 1961 in the
Detroit area as a pilot group
sponsored by the adult Great
Books Foundation which got
its start in Chicago in 1947.

Essentially, the Junior
Great Books program is for
pleasure and enrichment. It is
a useful addition to the stu-
dent's normal - studies. The
child should enjoy reading to
get the most out of the dis-
cussions. The leader s are
quick to point out that this is
not a remedial reading pro-
gram.

The purpose of the program
is to give the children an in-
centive to read the great
books of the past 2,000 years.
In short, a child should not be
forced to join the program.

Meeting for 1%2 hours every
three weeks, the children
have a set of 12 books which
they discuss during the year.
Fifth graders read works
such as ‘‘Aesop’s Fables,”
“Pied Piper of Hamelin,"

“‘Selections in Science,” “A
Christmas Carol,” and
‘“Treasure Island,”” among

others.

By the time they get to the
ninth grade the children are
reading Homer’'s “‘Odyssey,”
Aristotle's ‘‘Rhetoric,"’ Swift's
‘“‘Gulliver’'s Travels,” Tho-
reau's "“Walden'' and others.

The leader’'s tuition free
training course will begin the
week of Jan. 10. Trainees
learn the Socratic technique
of guiding discmi?ns, based
on asking questions, not giv-
ing answers. The trainee is
expected to help organize and
co-lead a Junior Great Books
discussion group.

for each twenty-four hours
or part thereof that the ve-
hicle remains in the City's
custody.”

City Commissioners voiced
concern over the number of
people the new law might af-
fect.

The new ordinance will aid
City DPW workers cleaning

the streets of snow and deb- -

ris.

The City Manager will han-
dle all special hardship
cases. Commissioner James
McKeon commented on the
new ordinance:

“Overall, I think this is an
ordinance that should be re-
quired. But we should be a-
ware of the problem created
in the older areas, the room-
ing house and apartment
areas."

DRAUGELIS said the new
law did not require a public
hearing. The Commission di-
rected police chief Kenneth
Fisher to issue warning tic-
kets on first violations.

In other action, the City
Commission approved a lease
for gas storage rights deep
under City land for Consum-
ers Power Co. The company
will make an initial payment
to the City of some $17,000.
An annual rent will also be
paid on a per-acre basis.

The lease means consider-
able money for the City, was
studied closely, and then
recommended by Draugelis.
