supervision and services, includ-
ing resources for research, ex-
perimentation and evaluation of
programs and practices de-
signed to improve education
and disseminate the findings to
the local boards.

In addition the state should
render interpretations of federal
legislation to the local boards
and its recommendations for
new state legislation.

The Conference called for
the Federal Government to
indicate national concerns
about education through in-
volvement of state educa.
tional authorities, to inform
the state departments of its
findings, and to provide
financial assistance, on a gen-
eral aid basis so far as possi.

The business was incorpor-
ated with Milner as the first
president and Crowley as vice
president and treasurer.

Fashions were changing in
1908. Henry Ford introduced
his famous Model T that year,
and Henry Farman, an ambit-
ious Frenchman, made the first
heavier-than-air flight, taking
his plane 20 feet off the ground
at 31 miles an hour. Later that
same year, the Wright Brothers
flew successfully at Kill Devil
Hill in North Carolina.

The Crowley,
Company department store was
quite impressive in 1908, oc-
cupying half the block where
the main building now stands.
It was six stories high.

J. J. Crowley and W. L. Mil-
ner were aggressive leaders,
and the store grew rapidly and
prospered. In 1917 the entire
block now occupied by the main
building was acquired, and
Crowley’s became the largest
store in Michigan.

Five hundred area Demo-
crats heard Detroit Mayor
Jerome Cavanagh laud the
“good sense of the voters”
in his first post-election
political talk before Friday
night at the annual congres-
sional dinner of the 19th
District Democratic Party.

Cavanagh joined honored
guest U.S. Congressman Billie
S. Farnum and other political
figures in a rousing appearance
before the $20-a-couple political
feast which found most of the
audience in high spirits over
the general liberal-Democratic
sweep in last Tuesday’'s voting.

Referring to the defeat of
rightist Thomas Poindexter in
Detroit, and liberal election vic-
tories in other parts of the
country, Cavanagh noted:

“Sometimes we forget vot-
ers’ good sense because of
the results of lightly voted
off.-year elections. In these
elections we sometimes end
up with winners who are pol-
itical caricatures with a small,
but militant, base of support.

“In lightly-voted elections we
sometimes tell ourselves large
political lies—kidding ourselves

pol_itical caricatures reflect the
mainstream of the electorate,

“That is why I say last
Tuesday’s election is a breath
of political fresh air, clear-
ing our heads, setting us back
on the right path again.”

Cavanagh, who kept up his
tradition of making his first |
post-election victory speech in
Livonia, keyed his talk to prob-
lems faced by urban areas.

He added:

“Cities today are the point of
focus of four great revolutions
that are changing this entire
nation. Each of these four
alone has a staggering effect.
Yet we are faced with all four
and they are testing heavily the
structure and traditional oper-
ating patterns of cities across
the nation.

“There is the civil rights
revolution which has awakened
a broad range of new prob-
lems, bringing with it re-
newed interest in community
organization,

“The population explosion is
having an equally dramatic ef-
fect, deluging us with the prob-
lems of too small schools, the
need for millions of new jobs
and all the attendant problems.

“The third of these great
revolutions is in science and
technology bringing wvast
changes in the way men earn
their living and the amount
of skills needed to gain a job
in our rapidly changing
world.

“The fourth great revolution
is the urbanization of this na-
tion—the change from the rural
nation to the nation of great
cities where seven out of ten
Americans now find themselves
living in an urban setting.

“All of these problems are
having deep impact on the way
we live, the way we work, the
way we educate our children—
on the whole social and cultural
fabric of this nation.

The Detroit mayor was pre-
ceded at the speaker’s podium
by Farnum, who thanked voters
for their support. “To have
served in Congress,” he said,
“that has had the opportunity
to fulfill its campaign promises
of helping to create a really
Great Society, has been a rich
and meaningful experience. I
can hardly express this oppor-
tunity, and to my colleagues in
Congress for pushing forth so
much beneficial legislation.”

The County
Road Commission faces the
same problems that we in
our local government face
—the need for additional
funds to carry out an ade-
quate program to meet the
needs of the area.

When one talks in terms of
millions of dollars, it is some-
times difficult to understand
why a few hundred thousand
cannot be sent by the county
to solve our needs. However,
it takes millions of dollars for
major road improvement.
Farmington 1is budgeted for
$3,732,000, Livonia’'s share is
$1,244,000. Two lanes on Merri-
man are budgeted for $2,030.-
000, Livonia’s share is $676,667.
Having the opportunity to look
at the total picture, as the Road
Commission must do, can only
bring the realization that we
have fared very well.

City Council members, our
staff and I met with the Road
Commission last week in an
endeavor to secure cooperation
and approval for the boulevard
treatment of Farmington Road.
All but one councilman present
were staunchly in favor of
boulevard treatment to beautify
Farmington Road north of
Schooleraft, which is predomi-
nately residential in character
and will be the main avenue
leading to our civic center.

It undoubtedly will mean Li-
vonia’s paying for the addi-
tional expense that may be
necessary for this beautifica-
tion project. All but the re-
calcitrant councilman were will-
{ing to accept this responsibility
and even the possibility of a
minor delay in order to achieve
ithis long-range objective.

Last year, according to |

Conservation Department fig-
ures, 564,000 deer licenses
were issued — but with doe |
permit requests up 60,000 |
this year, the total is expect- |
ed to be a record-breaking |
600,000 deer licenses issued.
! The 1964 State hunting acci- |
dent toll took a turn in the
wrong direction as 16 sportsmen |
were killed and another 264
wounded during the deer and
small game season,

The total of 280 shooting mis- |
haps was a 41 per cent increase |
over the 1963 season, and 13 per |
cent above the state’'s 10 year |
average. Roberts stressed that |
a close look at hunting acci- |
dents bears out the fact that |
the biggest threats to sportsmen |
are their own weapons and their ‘
hunting partners.

For example, Roberts said, |
one of every four gun victims
wounded himself — and fox'1
every three hunters wounded,
one was in the range of 10 |
yards or less from the gun that |
did the damage. The distance |
from gun to victim was 100|
yards or less in 77 per cent of |
all accidents.

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Freedom Not Sometime Thin

(Written by Acting Governor William G. Mil-
liken while Governor Romney is in Japan)

Legislators and private citizens have ex-
pressed to me their anger and concern about
students who are attacking U.S. policy in Viet-
nam or even offering aid to the Viet Cong.

Heads of colleges and universities will deal
with these students in an appropriate manner
and investigations are underway to determine
where they may be violating state or federal
laws, particularly in burning draft cards in of-
fering help to those we are fighting,

I deplore the actions of this fringe mi.
nority. They reflect unfairly on the 80,000
draft-age men on Michigan college campuses.
They are clearly out of step with the vast
body of state and national opinion,

Nevertheless, we must not forget the vital

difference between honest protest against our
nation’s policies and disloyal assistance to our
nation’s enemies. It is precisely when our anger

. and disgust are most intense that we must

guard most against the suppression of legiti-
mate dissent in the name of patriotism.

We must remember that since adoption of
our U.S. Constitution, freedom of speech has
been, and is. a gift from each individual to
each individual. In the words of Thomas Jei-
ferson, “Error of opinion may be tolerated
where reason is left free to combat it.”

It is difficult to grant freedom to immature
individuals who remember their rights and for-
get their responsibilities. Yet, by its very
nature, freedom must be complete and indi-
visible. Each person has it, or no person has
it. -

Fton Schools Need More Mills

The Farmington Public School District has
called a special election this Monday, Nov.
15. Three proposals will be decided upon.
Proposition I is a $6,100,000 bond issue. Prop-
osition II asks renewal of 3 mills of operating
tax which expires in 1966. Proposition II calls
for 4 additional mills between now and 1970 to
meet rising costs. None of these proposals call
for an increase in tax rate.

The Observer lends its strongest support
to all three issues. Each is a must if the
school system is to keep pace with progress.
Without any one of the three, it will falter.

The real issue is not a question of a “yes”
or “no” vote. We believe the vast majority of
the voters favor all three proposals.

The problem—which could spell disaster—
is voter apathy. There are approximately 22000
people eligible to vote Monday. At best the
school administration hopes for a 15 percent
turnout, This expected vote reflects the atti-
tudes for only a small percent of the people
that the election outcome will affect.

Statistics show that generally a fourth to a
third of the people who vote in such an elec-
ton will automatically pull the “no’ lever.
These same people will vote rain or shine and
their vote would be negative regardless of the
1ssue,

If the large block of people favoring the
proposals don’t close their apathy and exercise
their legal right to vote Monday, the school
system could suffer a staggering defeat as
the result of this negative faction.

It is up to each voter to go to the polls.
The privilege to vote shouldn't be left up to
the other fellow. Voting is the only way we
can be sure that the majority of people favor-
Ing an issue come out on top.

The issues, once understood, clearly show
their necessity.

The $6,100,000 bond issue—biggest the dis-
trict has ever sought—will be used to build
new schools, acquire sites and add to existing
building. The 1963 bond issue is nearly ex-

hausted. Between now and 1970, the district
anticipates about 1,000 more students each
year with a total of 17,300 by 1970. These chil-
dren will require 31 new teachers each year.
Without additional facilities which this bond
issue could provide, half day sessions might
have to be comsidered.

The renewal of 3 mills for a 10-year period
will not raise taxes, but merely extend the
present levy until 1976. This millage produces
$360,000 a year of the annual budget of
$6,305,497. It is a vital part of this year's cost
of $470 per child for education. It also pays
for improved salary schedules adopted last
spring. Without these three mills, the school
district would be stepping backwards.

Thirdly, it is estimated that 4 additional
milis will be needed between mow and 1870 to
meet the annual rise in operating costs. These
4 mills can be gained without raising the pres-
ent total tax rate of 32.50 mills. The plan calls
for an exchange of 4 mills from the present
debt retirement levy to the operating levy.
It is like taking money from one budget enve-
lope and putting it in another. School finance
experts say this is sound planning. School dis-
tricts are no different than businesses regard-
ing rising costs. More money is needed to pay
for the higher bills and additional students and
staff,

The Board of Education has spent several
months trying to solve the problem of school
finance in this district. With the help of bond-
ing experts they have come up with a plan
that won't cost the taxpayers more money.
For this the Board should be commended.

Now it is our duty as citizens to vote "ves”
on all three special school election proposi-
tions. Don't neglect the right to vote and allow
a small number of people—such as 15 percent
—rule. The majority of this 15 percent might
not reflect the feelings of the other 85 percent
who chose to stay home and assume the issues
would pass, -

Queries Vietnam War
Editor:

Thanks to the Observer ed-
itor, Bill Gail, for his commend-
able editorial regarding Viet-
nam war demonstrations.

Deep concern regarding U.S.
policy in Vitnam has been ex-
pressed repeatedly by many
responsible citizens. During the
past year large ads opposing
U.S. policy have appeared in
the New York Times sponsored
by the following groups: 2700
ministers, priests, and rabbis;
public school teachers; college
professors; artists and writers;
and businessmen, Leading
newspapers such as the New
York Times, the Washington
Post, and the Detroit Free Press
have expressed serious reser-
vations regarding U.S. involve-
ment.

It should. be emphasized that
it is possible to raise wvalid,
responsible disagreements with
US. policy on moral, legal,
democratic as well as realistic
grounds. It has been challenged
on all these counts by well in-
formed individuals, some of
whom are specialists in political
science. It have even been chal-
lenged by responsible persons
who have spent time in Viet-
nam.

There are insistent moral
objections regarding the gen-
ocidal nature of a war which
is so inhumane that a legacy
of hate will be created
against Americans and the
West for generations. Inci-
dents have been reported in
the NEW YORK TIMES and
elsewhere of whole villages
being wiped out because a
few “Vietcong” have been
cited in the area. Often this
involves napalm bombing and
burning of women and chil-
dren.

Finally, in spite of all of the
publicity given to our willing-
ness to negotiate, serious ques-
tions can, and are being raised
regarding the honesty of our
negotiating position. The U.S.
negotiating position has never
declared an acceptance of ne-
gotiations with all concerned
parties including the Vietcong.

It has never declared a willing.
ness to accept a coalition gov-
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ernment of all concerned
parties. It has never declared
support for the U.N. or other
international machinery to sup-
ervise a cease fire, provide for
the establishment of a new gov-
ernment in South Vietnam, and
protect the rights of minority
groups and the neutrality of
it has not emphasized support
North and South Vietnam. Also
for the principles of the 1954
Geneva Accords — the eventual
withdrawal of all foreign mili-
tary forces, a prohibition
against military alliances, the
peaceful reunificaton of Viet-
nam, and self-determination of
tthe Vietnamese people,

| These questions and objec-
tions and others must be heard
land given more than token at-
|tention by the administration
and public. As yet our nation
is not a totalitarian society, but
the first requirement to make
it such is a population that
abets the silencing of dissent
and follows in a mindless and
soundless manner government
policies that are reigning ex-
treme cruelty and destruction
on the Vietnamese people.

Congress has never declared
war in Vietnam ang the issues
involved have never been de-
bated in Congress although
some Congressmen have called
for such a debate.

In the absence of a nation-
al airing of the real issues
involved by Congress as well
as the nation’s news media, it
has been imperative that stu-
dents, teachers, ministers,
artists, writers, and business-
men keep alive the right of
dissent and open discussion
in ads, teach-ins, rallies, semi-
nars, conferences, and dem-
onstrations,

The soul as well as the
physical survival of our nation
may well depend upon such dis-
sent.
