. .closed: A sewer line, a soil

" test boring, a lifting of a-cer-
tain weight restriction and a
confirmation of proper zon-
ing.

City tables parking ban,

high-rise ordinances

Two ordinances — one that
would ban over-night parking
on City streets, and another
that would permit high-rise
buildings — were moved an-
other step along the way
Monday night by the City
Commission.

At the regular meeting of
Plymouth’s city fathers, it
was agreed to send the PR-2
high-rise apartment ordi-
nance back to the City plan-
ning commission and profes-
sional planners Velican and
Leman for study on two
items:’

(1) Land density require-
ments.

(2) Off-street parking.

Cemmissioner George
Lawtion made the motion to
send the matter back, and
it was approved unanim-
ously, with Commissioner
Arch Vallier absent.

The ordinance actually has
two parts. One, a general
part, weuld permit high-rise
buildings in the City under a
special PR-2 (professional
residential district). The
other would grant the speci-

fic rezoning for high-rise to
luxury apartment developer
Patrick Finlan.

He proposes to build a five-
story apartment development
along S. Main St. near Food
Fair Store. It met with some
opposition at a public hearing
Monday, Nov. 8 with home-
owners objecting mainly to
the high-rise feature, and not
the apartments themselves.

THE MATTER was tabled
until last Monday, when it
was removed from the table,
and placed in the hands of the
planners. One of the snags is
that the new ordinance pro-
vides for 1500 square feet of
land per unit, and Finlan will
need 1300 square feet per
unit.

On the parking ordinance,
which would ban parking on
City streets between 2 a.m.
and 6 a.m., the Commission
passed it through its second
reading, but then, instead of
declaring it an emergency
and reading it a third and fin-
al time, passed it over to City
Manager Richard Blodgett

They are lo-
cated on Penniman avenue at
the eastern end of Kellogg
Park.

Wilcox submitted a multi-
lith reproduction of the letter
to The Plymouth Mail Mon-
day morning. He said he was
giving the letter to people he
thought would have interest
in it.

“SINCE the propertiies in-
clude his home and busi-
ness,’”’ the letter reads, “*Mr.
Wilcox does not wish to sell
and the city has indicated its
intention to take his property
away from him through the
legal process of eminent do-
main."

{4) He seems to feel that
other sites a r e available
at less cost and without a
legal battle which he says
he will wa ge if the city
goes ahead with its plans.
In an interview at The Ply-

mouth Mail, Wilcox said he
had been notified of the city's
intention in August just be-
fore he left for a European
trip.

Since
we cannot expand outward it seems
only reasonable that we expand up-
ward if we care to grow and progress

at all. High rise buildings are the only
practical method of achieving this
end.

One man testified that he objected
to a five-story building because the
tenants could look down and see what
he was eating for breakfast. All it
takes is a little geometry to show that
a person could see more of the man’s
breakfast from a second floor level,
than from a fifth floor.

Next, let's look at Plymouth’s
“traditional’’” atmosphere.

It is only in the past twenty or
thirty years that the City of Plymouth
has made it a point to stress a colon-
ial architectural theme.

By no mean stretch of the imag-
ination could the houses in the affect-

Rather, they are genuine George
Babbitt, midwestern Early Ugly
bungalow. Forty years ago they may
have looked comparatively good.
Now they do nothing for the ap-
pearance of South Main. Almost any-
thing would be an improvement —
anything, that is, except some of the
things that could be constructed there
under present zoning.

Like a gas station, for instance.

Or a greasy spoon drive-in.

Or a garish, neon lit, high vol-
ume, low margin business.

But what about a reduction in
space per living unit? That was pro-
posed too.

Sure it was. The high cost of pro-
perty dictates a reduction in the land
space per unit. But let’s look at it this
way. If you build 40 units and put
them on two floors of 20 units each,
you're going to take up a heck of a
lot more land than if you build 40
units on five floors of eight units each.

They bear repeating here. Govern-

(2) The welfare of surrounding

residents. They deserve to be

heard, but not necessarily to dic-
tate,

(3) Probably most important. The

welfare of the community as a

whole.

In summation, we see no impera-
tive reasons for denying the rezoning

request, Nor do we see any st
arguments against reducing requir
land area per unit to some extent for
high rise buildings. After all, the city
itself expects to maintain only about
1,000 square feet per unit in its pro-
posed senior citizen housing project.

Neither can we swallow argu-
ments that Plymouth should be made
as sleepy and backward as a turn-of-
the-century village.

But we do see developments of
this type as a potentially profitable
tax producer for the community with-
out the attendant burden en the school
system that three and four and five
bedroom homes tend to bring.

That in itself is a strong argu-
ment as far as over all community
welfare is concerned.

Wilcox said, he contacted
Mayor James C. Houk.

‘““He was very formal and
very short and didn’t seem to

Wilcox said. He noted that
appraisers have been hired
and he has shown them the
properties and opened his
books to them.

He said he has engaged
two Detroit law firms to rep-
resent him in the matter.

CONTACTED by The Mail,
Mayor Houk said he had told
Wilcox that the appraisal
would be based on reality,
not dreams. And Housing
Commission chairman Ken-
neth Fisher corroborated this
viewpoint.

“The appraisers consider
everything,” he said. ‘“They
don’'t appraise just from the
standpoint of what's there
now. They appraise based on
future use.”’ Fisher noted that
the appraisal ‘must be based
on fact and stand up in court.

‘“They can't just come up
with a figure out of the air,”
he commented.

Fisher admitted that Wil
cox had not been notified un-
til August that his property
was under consideration, but
he said this was in keeping
with Federal regulations.
Mayor Houk and City
Manager Richard Blodgett
agreed.

“After all,” said Blodgett,
“‘until we could get Federal
approval of the proposed site,
there was no sense in con-
tacting him and getting him
all hot and bothered.

“We let him know ahead of
what most communities
would have,”” Mayor Houk re-
marked. And he pointed out
that nothing is definite yet.
Both he and Fisher agreed
that the appraisal might be
too high and the Federal
Government would suggest

looking for a less expensive
site.

Houk noted that the housing
commission had to settle on
three proposed sites, get con-
currence from the planning
and city commissions and
then seek Federal approval of
one of the sites.

He emphasized what he felt
was a local obligation to pro-
vide for senior citizen hous-
ing, pointing out that sur-
rounding communities have
already done so.

Both the city manager and
Fisher questioned Wilcox's
claim of long-range develop-
ment plans for the site.

“Has he ever made an
attempt to change the high
rise limitation?”’ Blodgett
asked. “As far as I know,
he’s never made his dreams
known fo the planning com-
mission."”

Questioned - on this point,
Wilcox said he didn't feel the
time was right.

“I'm going to let someone
else make the attempt,” he
said. But he noted that he
would make it at the “‘appro-
priate time."”

One of the properties in
question has been a Plymouth
landmark since the turn of
the century. Built by the
Markham family who founded
the firm that preceded the
Daisy Air Rifle Co., the
house was acquired by Wil-
cox's father, George, in Oc-
tober of 1911.

Fisher noted that the senior
citizens project has been un-
der consideration for a year
and a half. Over 100 favor-
able responses were returned
about a year ago when the
city queried area oldsters
about the project.

Mayor Houk pointed out
that the city is receiving calls
regularly from senior citizens
who want to see the project
started.

The Federal Government
has authorized a total grant
for constmiction of the units,
a grant in lieu of taxes on the
property and a promise to
subsidize the project if rents
do not support it completely,
Fisher said.

“I've never heard of a
high school play where
these weren't
smoothed out a bit for a
high school audience.”

Isbister also commented on
the cancellation, and gave
Bentley his ‘“‘unqualified sup-
port” for the action.

Kontos said he feels the ad-
ministration waited rather a
long time to determine the
plays unfit.

“l had a meeting earlier in
the week with Mr. Bentley.
That meeting was a farce;
it was loaded; it was funny.
The parents who saw the
play Friday merely re-inforc-
ed what had already been de-
cided,” Kontos asserted.

Albee is considered one of
the modern dramatic giants,
gaining wide fame with his
“Who's Afraid of Virginia
Wolfe," the bitter story of a
marriage that™is tearing two
individuals apart. His most

recent effort has been the re-
writing of a work by Carson
McCullers, which he is call-
ing the “Ballad of the Sad
Cafe.”” “Tiny Alice,” Albee's
attack on the clergy, is still
being produced after a first-
year success last winter.

ALBEE. according to his
critics, has a great fear of
changes being made in  his
work. The plays sent to Kon-
tos were granted on the basis
that the script would not be
changed in any way.

Both plays are surrealistic
in nature, and incorporate
some of the same characters.
Albee himself has often com-
mented on the matter of cen-
sorship.
