Tells Which

Lines k re

City Omned

Plymouth Dept. Public Works

The cutting in of the new
reservoir brought a number of

complaints to the Department
of broken water service lines.

These breaks were expected be-

cause of old galvanized pipe in
many sections of the city which

gave away because of rust and
corrosion.

The water pressure in the
north end of the cjty is about
12 pounds more than before the

reservoir was opened and now
has a 40 pound average. Inthe
south end it is between 65 and

70 pounds or about 12 to 15
pounds more than previously.

I would like to take this oP-
portunity to explain the differ-
ence between water mains and

water service lines.

A water main is six inches

to 16 inches in diameter in

the City and is what we call

the distribution main. It im

generaly located in the
street.

When a tap is made from the
main, it is either a 44 or one-

inch water line to the proper·ty
line of the home-this is known

as a service line.

Years ago. the City per-

mitted the use of galvanized

4 Inch pipe to be ·used. Af-
ter year·s of servide. these

galvanized pipes are now

breaking and have to be re-

placed. The City also has a

few of these between the
main aud the property line

which are gradually being
replieed with copper.

There was a time when the

City used lead lines between
the main and the property lines
and these are still holding up
under use.

Most municipalities do ex-

actly what the City of Plym-
outh does when service lines

break on private property. Onee
a tap is instaHed, the respon-
sibility of the City ends at the

'The Transportation Equip-
ment division of Evans Products
continues to grow," said Vice
President and Division Manager
James Conway Monday as he
announced a S3 million addition,
the third for the Plymouth plant
in less than two years.

Work is already underway on
the newest expansion which will
increase the size of the railroad-

car building plant to 300.000 sq.
feet and the overall plant to
more than 800,000 square feet.

Thus in the short time of
two years. Evans has boosted
the Plymouth Township tax
base by nnore than S6 million
and hiked the school tax base

by the same amouAL This
without all of the fanfare that
came in recent months with
the announcement of the loca-
ation of several small indus-
tries in the community.

It was in 1964 that Evans' car-
building plant covered 57,000
square feet and the two expan-
sions, including the newest,
have boosted that to more than
300,000.

Matter of fact, it was only a
few months ago that Conway
made a similar announcement
of a Sl.5 million expansion.
Workers had barely started
building cars there until the
latest improvement was an-
nounced.

Conway said the latest addi.
tion includes S2.5 million in
building construction with the
balance in machinery and
equipment. He also told of
plans for an addition to the
present research facilities
with a proposed 10,000 square
foot building to be added.
The Evans Vice President

said the new addition. when
completed. will enable the plant
to equip 150 freight cars at one
time. The additional facilities

rvill increase the capacity from
the present five to 10 new
freight cars daily.

Conway indicated the new ad-
dition will probably boost Evans'
payroll to more than 1,200 work-
ers-the highest level in recent
years.

"We can't say the expan-
sion will add 200 emnloyes."
he quickly added. "We can
use almost that many skilled
workers right now but unfor-
tunately they aren't avail-
able. Tbere are men avail.

able for jobs but very few
for the skilled positions we
are trying to fill."
It was slightly more than two

years ago that Evans moved the
truck heater division from the
Plymouth plant and sold the
bicycle division to an outstate
firm. This required the shifting
of almost 200 men but at that
time Evans' officials stated thev

Mary Hospital with serious in-
juries but was released three
days later. Franklin died within
hours after his admission to the
hospital.

The car was going west on
Schoolcraft when it apparently
went off the right shoulder for
some 190 feet where it su'erved
across both lanes, roared across
the island another 82 feet where
it hit a mound of dirt.

It flipped in the air, according
to the reports, sailing about 30
feet and then slid another 34
feeet before the front end dug
into the ditch.

Franklin was thrown from
the car,when it hit the ditch
and his body spun 110 feet
across the eastbound lanes
and onto the south shoulder.
He was believed dead when
police arrived.
Pollum also was thrown from

the car into the ditch and when
it landed on its top it fell across
him from the waist down.

MENT ... was to me the most
interesting workshop session at
the Wlst National Conference on
Government. The Metro-govern-
ment of Toronto, Dade County,
Florida. and Nashville, Tennes-
see were discussed in depth.

An of the panelists agreed
that metropolitan government
could not work effectively un.
less the chief executive was
elected on a non-partisan ballot.
They attributed the lack of suc-
cess of Dade County (Miali)
government to its manager
form of government which has
resulted in an unstable condi-
tion with ineffective political
power and a void created by the
absence of the checks and bal-

ances derived from a strong
executive-legislative type of
governrnent.

It was aIso the considered
opinion of our experts that me-
tropoLitan government was best
suited for the smaller metro-

politan areas such as Nashville
and. that areas such as Detroit

and Chicago could not effective-
ly serve their citizens through
metro-government.

'*American County Govern-
ment" magazine. in their No-
vember issue. questioned the
new form of constitutional

metropolis by reapportioning
county boards of supervisors.
It was predicted that this su-
per-government would soon
usurp the local cities' jurisdic-
tion in. first, planning. tara-
tion, and finally the full po·
lice powers.
Hartford. Connecticut's ap-

proach to metropolitan govern-
ment had an entirely different
motive according to a spokes-
man from their area. There the
movement was sponsored by
the NAACP. Their announced

policy was to have two Negro
students in every classroom in
the entire Hartford metropoli-
tan area. They hope to accom-
plish this by first creating a
metropolitan government which
would then be responsible for
administering and carrying out
all public school policies in the
area. Their avowed purpose
was to require the busing of
students from one neighborhood
to another to achieve integra-
Uon.

Here in Michigan is a bm
pending before the legislature
which would require all coun-
ties to be reapportioned and
which would provide for the
election of county supervisors.
Presently every city and town-
ship has direct membership on
the board. Councilmen MeNa-

-mara and Dooley and I serve
Livonia in this capacity and
provide a direct link between
our county government and
your city government.

Wants General Town MeetingThe First Amendment to the United States
Constitution is unequivocally clebr. Every Amer-
ican, even if he stands alone. has the right to
protest his government's policies, both foreign
and domestic.

During the history of our nation, there have
been short periods of time when the right of
dissent has been seriously challenged. The most
flagrant challenge in recent years came in the
1950's when the late Seantor Joseph McCarthy
carried on his personal vendetta against any
and all persons who disagreed with him. This
threat to free speech was met and conquered.

It now appears that another serious threat
to freedom of expression and dissent is im-
minent. With notable exceptions, pronounce-
ments from the press, radio and television
commentators. elected officials. government
spokesmen and writers to editors reflect grow-
ing concern with. and in many cases undemo-
erotic objections to. the opinions of a minority
of Americans who disagree with our nation's
policy in Vietnam.

The Vietnam dissenters are in the minority.
Of this, there can be no doubt. Many of them
are using tactics which may be iII-advised. Cer-
tainly. burning draft cards and lying on rail-
road tracts in front of troop trains add nothing
to the debate over U. S. policy in Vietnam.
There may come a time when such actions
are necessary, but only when more reasonable
alternatives have been eliminated.

While many persons consider such actions
irresponsible and detrimental to rational de-
bate. it must be recognized that it is equally
irrational to condemn as unAmerican and
traitorous these persons who have offered
reasonable. constructive and intelligent criti.
cism of U. S. foreign policy.

The case of Vietnam is not an open and shut
one. Those who claim an easy solution to this
complex problem have not seriously considered
the many alternatives of dealing with aggres-
sion and suppression in a nuclear age.

Men posing as experts bombard the public
with their bargain-basement solutions. One case
in point. A political scientist at Michigan State
University recently signed a letter along with
nineteen other professors and other men from
around the nation in which they defended U. S.
policy in Vietnam. This letter was sent to edi-
ton throughout the nation. They called them-
selves '*Scholars and Specialists" who have "de-
voted much of their adult lives to study and
work in South and East Asian affairs." The
headline over their letter in one Michigan

Human judgment is always subject to error.
Those persons who disagree with United States
foreign policy must be given a forum to express
their views. If such forums are available to

minority opinions, then persons expressing
themselves need not resort to burning draft
cards and blocking troop trains.

"Never let it be said that we denied to
Americans the same guarantees of freedom

and democracy for which Americans have
died in Vietnam."

The tide of McCarthyism must not be per-
mitted to once again engulf the American peo-
pie. A hole appears to be in the dike and it
is time we collectively stuck our finger in it

It is probably no longer accurate to say that
the Society is a tightly knit. secret organization.
When Robert Welch brought the first disciples
of Birch together in Belmont, Mass.. it was set
up as an organization patterned closely after
the communists--the better to fight them with.
It would be small, secret, and ruthless.

But times have changed for the Birchers.
They have gone respectable. Particularly in
southern Californ ia, they are no longer small or
secret. And they have come into the political
market place to look for more support.

But not all of the similarities between birch-
ism and communism have disappeared.

For instance both share the same real
enemy-democracy. The Birchers call it mob
rule; at the same time the communists are
calling for a dictatorship of the proletariate.

Birchers love to tell of the many ex-commu-
nists in their ranks. Here, inadvertantly, they
are conceding the psychological similarities be-
tween themselves and the communists. Both
subscribe to the "conspiratorial theory" of his-
tory. To the Communists, every event can be
explained by the automatically pernicious be-
havior of businessmen. And the Birchers see all
bad things as having been caused by secret
Communist agents.

The most dangerous communist of all? Of
course: Dwight David Eisenhower.

Are Aspens
There's an Upper Peninsula

landowners who has four care-
fully replanted trees on his
property, thanks to the alert eye
of Norman Remington, bean-
aba, plant specialist with the
Michigan Department of Agri-
culture.

The stolen trees were being
illegally hauled home in the
trunk of a car stopped by Rem-
ington for routine inspection.
The over-eager digger said he
had lifted the four "little

birches" where he'd found them

in the woods. Remington re-
minded him of the violations
involved: Trees stolen from

private property. No insect and
disease inspection. No nursery
license.

Rather than press charges,
Remington convinced the man
of the error of his ways. It
was suggested that he replant
them in the freshly dug holes,
under Remington's super-
vision. The ill-informed birch-

lover was eager to comply.
Especially. noted Remington,
when he found that his "little

biches" weren't birches at all,
but aspens.
Remington, a trained forester,

works with the Michigan De-
partment of Agriculture's plant
industry division. Such tree
checks are mainly to insure that
plant diseases are not spread.

However, as in this case, out-
right stealing is often prevented.

An injunction suit against

WERB, Inc., and the Gar-
den City Broadcasting Co.,
32500 Park Lane, Garden
City, was filed in the U.S.
District Court in Cleveland
by Secretary of Labor W.
Willard Wirtz under the
Fair Labor Standards Act.

Milbon Maltz and Robert
Wright, individually and as
officers of the two corporations,
were also cited in the injunc-
tive action.

The complaint alleges that
the defendants failed to pay
many employees the required
overtime pay since October
10, 1963, and also failed to
maintain adequate and accu-
rate records of hours worked
and wages paid employees
A judgment is being sought

to permanently enjoin and re-
strain the defendants from
future violations of the law,
including the restraint of any
withholding of payment of over-
ime compensation found by the
Jourt to be due employees.

Legal action followed an in-

J.S. Labor Department's Wage-
iour and Public Contracts Divi-

;ions, under the supervision of
Prank C. Modetz.
