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Evans spends
$3 million to
expand plant

Evans Products this week
announced a $3 million expan-
gion program, close upon the
heels of a $1.5 million pro-
gram revealed earlier this
summer.

The expansion is in the car-
building plant.

James J. Conway, vice
president and transporta-
tion equipment division

' manager, said the latest
addition includes $2,500.000
in building construction
with the balance in machin-

ery and equipment. .

Conway noted that the addi-
tion would be completed in
the spring and that it would
add considerably to the pro-
duction and product capabil-
ities of the car-building facil-
ity.

Capacity of the plant will
increase from the present
five cars a day to ten new
freight cars a day.

EVANS car building plant,
‘voriginally built in September,
1964, covers 57,000 square
feet. Conway said that the ad-
dition announced a few
months ago plus the new $3
million expansion program
will increase the size of the
facility to approximately 300,-
000 square feet, including ad-
ditional crane ways.

Evans orders for freight
cars have been rapidly in-
creasing, and totaled $21.-
600,000 by this fall.

Sam Hudson, director of
advertising and public rela-

tions for the company, com-
mented on the announce-
ment:

‘““When we first announced
the car building operation,
we were building specialty
freight cars. When we recent-
ly took an order for 500 box
cars, that tocok us more out of
the specialty line into all
kinds of cars. It means fur-
ther involvement by Evans in
the whole business of freight
cars,’” Hudson said.

HUDSON said he could not
guess how much new employ-
ment it would mean. He did
ncte that even now they were
short of skilled labor, partic-
ularly welders.

Besides freight cars, Evars
makes rail and truck damage
prevention equipment at its

‘Plymouth plant.

And through its recent ac-
quisition of the Chicago-based
United States Railway Com-
pany, the division manufac-
tures, upgrades and leases
freight cars at Blue Island,

Iilinois. &

Evans manufactures
freight car brake beams
and box car doors through
another recent purchase,
the Chicago Railway Equip-
ment Co.

Last week, Evans Products
announced the purchase of a
pre-cut home company—Capp
Homes, for $9.5 million in
cash and common stock.

Two years of work by the
Plymouth Township planning
commission go up for public
review Saturday, when the
701 master plan is scheduled
for a six-hour public hearing.

The hearing has been set
for 10 a.m. until 3 p.m. Sat-
urday, Dec. 4, at the Town-
ship Hall at 42350 Ann Ax-
bor Rd.

The 701 plan is the federally
aided comprehensive develop-
ment and land use plan made
possible by the Urban Re-
newal Administration of the
Housing and Home Finance
Agency, under the Urban
Planning Assistance Program
authorized by Section 701 of
the Housing Act of 1954, as
amended, administered by the
Michigan Department of Eco-
nomic expansion.

Maps and copies of the plan
have been available at the
Township Hall for the past 15
days. Supervisor John Mec-

[Ewen reported that response

to the plan has been good,
and that several people have
been in to go over it, particu-
larly last Saturday.

THE KEY FEATURE of
the plan, as the planners and
their consultant, W. C. John-
son see it, is the neighborhood
unit development plan.

The plan calls for creation
of neighborhood units within
the natural boundaries form-
ed by major highway ar-
teries. Each unit would be
served by a shopping area
and an elementary school.

The total effect of the

plan is the end to strip com-
e

.

mercial development along
major thoroughfares.
Appropriate zoning has
been provided to assure the
commercial de t will
be limited to key r's on
high-traffic roads.
Another feature is the reten-
tion of the Central Business
District of the City of Plym-
outh as the core of the entire
area. Planners at earlier
meetings pointed to this as a
co-operative gesture toward
the City by the Township.
. Planners are quick to point
out that the new plans will
not hold up forever, nor solve
all the Township's problems
now, or in the future.

THE PLAN, some 150 bound
pages, contains complete
maps of new land use pat-
terns (zoning), wutility, free-
way routes, major highways,
traffic volumes, and locations
of schools, fire halls, civic
and municipal areas.

Comprehensive tables out-
lining capital improvements
are also included.

One sometimes wonders about Thanksgiving.

This venerable holiday, established by proclama-
tion of President Lincoln in 1863, has come to faintly
resemble, in thought and purpose, the original Pilgrim
celebration.

Many editorial tears have been shed and many

After we returned home I
also found a bit of it in my left coat pocket where it had
inexplicably landed during the dinner.

While stabbing at a particularly reluctant piece of
dressing-coated lettuce, I propelled it out of the salad
bowl and on its oily way down my left trouser leg.

And when I went out to the car to retrieve Mama's
purse, someone left a morsel of turkey stuffing on my
chair and I sat in it.

I am now the only man in the Plymouth Com-
munity with a het, spiced tie, a buttered lapel, a
gravied sleeve, a succotash-coated pocket, an oiled
leg and a stuffed seat.

It doesn’t look so hot, but people tell me it smells
pretty good.

I hope I can save enough to get everything cleaned
for Christmas.

Bake in greas-
ed loaf pan, 8x5x3 inch, in
moderate oven (325 degrees)
about 1 hour.
