One of the infrequently noted attri-
butes of local government is the gen-
erally consistent ability of the men
who hold office to place the welfare
of the community abdve individual
selfishness.

This takes foresight, perception
and - in some cases - a fair degree
of courage and thick skin.

There are few ques¢ions which af-
feet the local citizenry'that aren't go-
ing to raise somebody's hackles; and
more often than not the individual
will come storming in to a meeting of
the local governing group to weep
and wail and api>ly public pressure.

Naturally, he yhas this right.
And quite obviously elected offi-

cials should listen to the citizens that
elected them. B u t sometimes the
taxpayer's point is ill taken and his
objections should be dismissed.

Two local cases involve the deci-
sion of city commissioners to hold
within their budget and not allocate
funds for sidewalk snow clearance
and to eliminate parking on streets
between the hours of 2 and 6 a.m.

Citizen reaction to the snow re-
moval question is pretty well illus-
trated by a call this newspaper re-
ceived about a week ago.

"Say," the caller began, "I see

where the city isn't going to have the
sidewalks swept this winter. Don't
you think you should write an editor-
ial?"

No, we pointed out, the commis-
sion is trying to follow a sensible fis-
cal policy and they simply haven't got
the money. The caller, obviously dis-
gruntled, hung up.

Monday evening was more of the
same on the parking question. One
man, a Sheridan St. resident whose
garage is accessible from the rear,
pointed out that he wasn't about to try
to negotiate the alley in snowy or
muddy weather.

Later he admitted that he was
' 'lazy" and didn't want to bother with
the garage since he left for work each
morning at 6 a.m.

Commissioners, fortunately, look-
ed at both questions from a wider
viewpoint. They were and, to their
credit, are generally able to circum-
vent the petulant cries of the irate
few for the well being of the quiet
whole.

Though overworked and under-
paid, they manage to keep their sense
of perspective.

And for that they deserve more
credit than they are normally given.

Examining physicians are now required to report

injuries suffered by any child under 17 when it looks
like a parent or guardian inflicted them

According to a news release i.sued by the o[-
fice of Attorney General Frank J. Kelley, reporting
will be dane under Michigan'. new "battered i
child" law.

If you recall, the battered child syndrome received :
a splash of publicity a year or two back in national '
magazines. The articles detailed cases of parents
bringing children in for treatment with the excuse,
"He fell down the stairs," when the extent and severity
of injuries belied the explanation.

The new law releases the doctor from secrecy,
makes it possible to establish the nature and cause of
adult-inflicted injuries to children, to prosecute the
adults responsible, and to remove the child from the
custody of the adults who inflicted the injuries.

While I doubt if it's possible to legislate humane .,
treatment, nevertheless this law is one of those little 0
heralded actions of state lawmakers that should win ;
them plaudits. 1
