Dr. Donald E. Friedrichs,
chairman pro-tem of the Liv-
onia YMCA committee, says the
statement of intent as proposed
by the committee includes six
parts: :

“The Livonia YMCA will be
an association of members
banded together for the pur-
pose of self-development and
Christian service. It will wel-
come all who wish to partici-
pate, regardless of cultural
heritage, creed, or economic
level.

“The Livonia YMCA pro-
gram will be created to aug-

“The Livonia YMCA staff
and a YMCA {facility will be-
come resources to deal more
adequately with people “where
they are.” The degree to which

proportionately the amount of
financial and Lay Leadership
commitment given by our com-
ymunity.
