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DEATH STILLS YULE JOY IN 3 HOMES

Tiny Grt Teenager. Father Of Seven Crush Victims
Christmas Day will be a jolly,

happy occasion in most homes
in the area and in the United
States, but it will be a somber,
sad affair in three residences as
a result of tragic deaths during
the past week.

Dear in highway and indust-
rial accidents are:

Randi Redilla, 4. of 157
Leona. Redford Township.

Ronnie Robinson. 16.
9211 Elmhurst. Plymouth.

Jack Loallen. 34, of Cincin-
nati, an employee of Evans
Products Co.

Randi. riding with her moth-
er, brother and sister, was
killed when the car collided
with one operated by Richard
Walters, 18, of 14009 Monica,
Detroit.

Ronni was dead on arrival at
Botsford Osteopathic Hospital.
in Farmington when a car in
which he was a passenger
flipped during an 80-mile-an-
hour chase with Northville Po-
lice. on Eight Mile Road near
Novi.

Luallen. father of seven chil-
dren in Cincinnati, died from in-
juries suffered when a hydrau-
lic jack slipped while he was
working on his job as a car
straightener at the Evans Plant
in Plymouth Saturday morning.
He was pronounced dead on ar-
rival at Mt. Carmel Mercy Hos-
pital.

Livonia Police are still in-
vestigating the death of four·
year-old Randi. Witnesses
told investigating officers that
Mrs. Redilla pulled out of the
parking lot exit at the Clover-
lanes Bowling Lanes, on
Schooleraft Road near Middle.
belt. in front of the oncoming
traffic.

Young Walters was the front
car in a string of traffic and
witnesses told police. accordin::
to the reports, that he was un-
able to avoid a broadside col-
lision. The impact threw all
three youngsters and the moth-
er to the pavement. but Randi
was pinned under the front end
of the Walters car. The mother
and children were rushed to St.
Marys I lospital where Randi
was pronounced dead on arriv-
al.

Mrs. Redilla suffered a
broken leg and other internal
injuries and is still confined
to the hospital. but the others,
Tommy, 2, and Linda, 3, were

, released later.
The police reports show that

the two cars collided in the
north lane of the westbound
strip of the divided highway.
skidded over the south lane and
came to a halt in the island.
Tbe Redilla car suffered con-
sidered damage on the side and
front and the Walters car was
battered in the front.

Ronnie was one of three
Plymouth youths involved in the
fatal chase.

The initial group of questions answered below were raised
by staff members. The Observer will, where necessary, get the
answers to your questions from the bect informed educational,
legal, civic, or legislative authority. If you don't ask, you may
never know!

Q. How many children are now attending district schools and
what is the word on future growth?

A. This year 30,600 children from Kindergarten through high
school are enrolled. In 1958-9 the enrollment was 12,594. In 1968-9
school officials are planning buildings to take care of an antici-
pated 38.650 pupils.

Q. Why are junior high school children housed in the new
Adlai Stevenson High School7

A. There are several good reasons. The Oliver Wendell
Holmes Junior High will not be finished until late next year. By
the time they vacate their Stevenson space to move into their
own school. which is being built less than two miles west of
Stevenson, tenth graders graduating from junior highs along
with new students who have become residents of Livonia, will
move into the rooms vacated by the Holmes students.

Q. What part of the $15,000,000 approved for schools in the
last election was spent for library books in new schools and for
existing school libraries which were below par?

A. School officials tell tls that $700,000, of the $15.000.000, as
pledged was allocated to purchase library books and equipment.
Livonia school libraries, despite the growing need for more
printed and other instructional materials, are gradually being
upgraded toward standards set by national library groups.

Fantastic Fireball

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(One of Paul Chandler's finest Facts
and Opinions columns first appeared
in The Observer at Christmas time in
1957. Entitled "Two Stars Over Bethle-
hem?", the column won a National
Editorial Association award and many
plaudits. In this hour of strife and con-
fusion The Observer staff thought it
might be worthwhile to rerun.)

...

By PAUL CHANDLER
Christmas in 1957 is coming to the

world with a Soviet-made sputnik
flashing in the sky over Bethlehem.

It is a dangerous time for America.
The glittering globe of magnesium

was thrust into the sky by men - and,
as it so happens, by a particular nation
of men who discount the existence of
God and who scoff at the first Star in
the East.

They may have read, but they do
not believe:

"row when Jesus was born in
Bethlehem of Judea in the days of
Herod the king, behoId wise men
from the East came to Jerusalem,
saying, '*Where is he who has been
born King of the Jews? For we
have seen his star in the East, and
have come to worship him...

"Then Herod summoned the wise
men secretly and ascertained from
them what time the star appeared,
and he sent them to Bethlehem. say-
ing, 'Go and search diligently for the
child, and when you have found him
bring me word, that 1 too may come
and worship him.' When they had
heard the king they went their way:
and 10, the star which they had seen
in the East went before them, 'til it
came to rest over the place where the
child was. When they saw the star
they rejoiced exceedingIy with great
joy; and going into the house they
saw the child with Mary his mother,
and they fell down and worshipped
him!"

Russia, on this anniversary of the
birth of Jesus, worships another light
in the sky.

The threat to the rest o f the world,
and specifically to America, is that
many peoples are becoming so en
tranced by a metallic ball that they too
no longer see the Star in the East.

There is a conflict in the skies and
in the hearts of men.

The Christmas hope of this news-
paper, then, is that our readers spend
quiet time during the holy season
thinking inwardly about the meaning
of the birth of Christ: and from that
introspection. to come to a personal
evaluation of the relative value of
the competing gleams in the heavens.

*

Franklv. the writer of this column
has a rather cheerless view of the fu-
ture of the country and the neoDle.
We have no real plan: little basic Dur-
pose to our personal or national lives.

A word often used to describe pur-
pose is "ideals." Amerira thinks it haq
some. but an honest Critic knows that
what few ideals there are todav are
fragile and always subject to change
without notice.

We admire two-cars-per-familv, buc-
caneer quarterbacks. violence in the
arenas. electrical apl:liances. discor-
dant music, and disorderlv paintings.

We boast constantlv about "free-
dom" and "leisure" and "dignity of

the individual" and "abundance" and
discover that every year more mil-
lions of dollars and nnore oceans of
tears must be spent to reconstruct
individuals who coul(in't cope with
the "freedom" and the new leisure
time.

We acquire goods - better living
standards - with a sensation of a ris-
ing ache in the breast. At the same
time we proclaim to the rest of the
world that this *'higher standard of
living" makes us superior, we wonder
in secret why it brings so little satis-
faction to our personal selves; why
it does not satisfy our hungers but in-
stead stirs new and greater anxieties.

And. to gain these selfetyled mate-
rial "comforts" we, as a people, stand
ready to make virtually any compro-
mise with our much-publicized ideals.
This is an age of expediency. It is
enough to get the promotion; capture
the election; sun)ass the neighbor; win
the game - the method by which the
goal is achieved is whatever it happens
to take to handle the particular situa-
tion. The end justifies the means.

Discipline is fast disappearing from
morals, art, homes, science, schools,
politics and health.

We are "free" but there is little
self-restraint in use of the freedom.

We are a scared, easily-shifted so-
ciety of materialists and sensualists.

So what about sputnik, the second
star?

We don't mean to dwell on it ex-
cessively, because it is part of our
thinking at this Christmas time that
sputnik has been given too much wrong
emphasis already. But it provides a
case in point to illustrate our pessi-
mism.

Sputnik is the latest triumph of
mundane science. It is a notable accom-
plishment by the brains and hands of
men. It is a threat to our national de-
fense.

In terms of the billions of unex-
iplored miles of the eternity of the
'universe it is nothing. The light it
sends from the sky is no light at all,
beside that of a star. Sputnik simply
is close at hand. and looks bright-
as do most earthly inventions. It is
an illusion of perspective.

When sputnik was in the air, Amer-
ica was shocked. Why weren't we there
first? Who's to blame? What do we do
now?

Our schools were picked out quick-
ly. So were the government and "scien-
tists" in general. These were scape-
goats immediately available.

But instead. we the people, are
individually to blame.

Schools, politicians, or any other
institution does no Aore in a free so-
ciety than to act in the image of the
people. They are created by the citizens
and can be changed by the citizens.

The public never told the schools
that there should be intensive, "crash"
emphasis on scientific research. The
public was neither willing to worship
scientists, nor to give them medals, nor
pay them big incentive salaries. If
anything. scientists have been regarded
as somewhat of an "odd" segment of
society.

Instead 9f scientists, we have
chosen IateIv to worship and Day
left halfbacks. chestv stage ladies,
certain politicians, disc jockeys, gui-

tar-players and the odd hypnotle ..

evangelist. We also enjoy an oeca-
sional infatuation with military lead-
ers.

Nor was it made known to the gov- ..
ernment officials that we were willing
to pay, even sacrifice, for "crash" scien-
tific research. We have been pretty ..

darn weII satisfied that our country
was the smartest in all history and "
would prevail somehow over all, no
matter what, in science or anything ..
else.

The lesson in sputnik is one of hu-
..mility. There are people today in this

world more dedicated than we are -
dedicated to something. In Russia's ..

case it is scientific research.
To what are we Americans dedl-

cated - really dedicated - today?
Sputnik by itself is a passing thing,

soon to be overshadowed by other in-
ventions.

..Far more significant in terms of :
American survival is the complacency
and expedient philosophy of our people. ..

Most great civilizations have gone
under at just the wrong time when
the people-and the leaders-were
wallowing, without discipline, with-
out purpose, without belief; pursu- :

..

ing material goods and sensual ex-
periences; laughing off mistakes:
covering weakness with a skin of
sophistication.

I recommend a thorough study of
the history of Athens. The Greeks at
their zenith placed great value on al-
most the same things as Americans-
the rights of individuals, personal free-
dom, national pride.

But the Athenians lost their person-
al self-discipline, which is the only
possible hope of unpoliced people to ..

succeed, and near the end of Athens,
Isocrates noted:

..Once, he said, Athenian citizens
were "men schooled when young to
be industrious and frugal... accus- ..

tomed in their early days never to re-
gard public office as a chance for pri-
vate gain," who "considered poverty
among their fellow citizens as their

..

own disgrace" and "measured their
well-being not by being able to outdo
each other, but by the soberness of
their daily life and the absence of want
among the whole people, the only ..
standards which are not vulgar."

But now, Isocrates noted dismally,
"young men no longer trained to
hardihood are wasting their youth
in soft living"; "lawlessness is looked ··
upon as liberty, license as happiness.
The state has become a means to
satisfy selfish desire."

Where do we Americans go, if the
shoe fits? ..

On this anniversary of the birth of
Jesus, we quietly recommend a turn ··
with disciplined, uncompromising be-
lief to morality and an absolute faith
in a set of values.

We urge that none allow sputnik
to outshine the Star of Bethlehem in ..

their appreciation of what is important
in this universe.

We plead for a retreat from com-
pIacency, expediency and unquestion-

..

ing conformity.
"Joseph, son of David, do not

fear to take Mary your wife ...
". . . she will bear a son and you

shall call his name Jesus, for he will ..
