While a student he served as editorial director of

Government Council. He was elected to Phi Beta
Kappa.

Power continued at the University for an·extra-
year as a graduate student in history before going
to Fairbanks, Alaska, where he served as city editor
of the Daily News-Miner. From 1962 to 1964 he was
a Marshall Scholar at University College in Oxford,
England and received a degree in philosophy, poIi-
ties and economics. During the same period he
served as a foreign correspondent for the Chicago
Daily News.

In the fall of 1964 Power served as campaign 
aide to Neil Staebler during the latter's attempt to m
win the Michigan governorship. For the last year, 
Power has been administrative assistant to Con- 
gressman Paul H. Todd, Jr. of Kalamazoo.

Power is the son of Eugene B. Power of Ann i
Arbor, University of Michigan regent. Roth are 
deseendants of Arthur Power, who founded Farm- i
ington, Mich. in 1824. , :

enough for their scholars? We think so. But,
one member of the Board of Education doesn't

agree.

After a review of the high schools' policy
for honoring high scholarship. Board Trustee
Herbert Neal took objection. Other Board
member<. seemingly contest with the existing
policy, asked him to prepare a list of sugges.
tions for more honors. He did and they were
presented in detail at the next meeting. No
action was taken and the matter was tabled
pending further study.

So it should be. No action is required. The
two high school principals indicated that par-
ents and students alike were satisfied with the
system of honorinx scholastic achievement.

Days have changed since it was "square"
or "out of it'' to be a "brian." Today. high
school students. particularly those in Farming-
ton. seem to be aware of the importance of
education.

This is a serious era. We shoul€in't have
to spend important time thinking of ways
to put high school scholars ott a pedestal.
High school graduation is far from the end
of an educational venture. The men are sep·
arated from the boys at a much higher level.
Today, a college education has become al-
most a necessity for success.

We don't need to prod our youngsters so
that they know the benefits of achievement.
Statistics offer the proof.

More than 74 per cent of Farmington
Public School graduates go on to higher edu-
cation. Therefore, someone must be ade-
quately impressing on these youngsters the
advantages of knowledge.

Our advise is to leave the honors system
alone. It is both adequate and rewarding. And.
it seems that there have been no complaints
except from one Board member.

This brings us to thoughts of education in
Farmington becoming big business.

Two prime examples are this business of
scholarship and the recent discussions over
the teachers' decision to take on a Tax Shel-
tered Annuities policy.

Seems to us that with no complaints on
hand and an up-to-(late review of the policy
before the Board, the scholarship honor pro-
gram is an administrative responsibility. Yet,
valuable time at two Board meetings was
taken up by one member while others re-
mained silent. As a Board member, it is Mr.
Neal's duty to question, but possibly he
could focus his attention and efforts on more
knotty problems.

Secondly, after considerable study, a teach-
ers' committee selected Equitable Life Insur-
ance Society as carrier for their voluntary re.
tirement policy. They then came to the Board
and asked approval to begin solicitations and
requested that the business office be allowed
to deduct voluntary contributions from teach-
ers' paycheeks.

Board President Leland Clifford saw fit to
enter into a lengthy debate and asked the
committee to present a complete written run-
down on how the carrier was selected over the
10 which were considered.

These are only two examples of Board in-
volvement in matters they can't be tending to if
they are going to run an efficient, large school
system. Both Mr. Neal and Mr. Clifford should
be commended for their concern. Being a Board
member isn't easy. It takes more time and
effort than any citizen could imagine. But both
of these men and in fact, the entire Board of
Education, must learn to delegate authority-
to such capable people as the Farmington
school administration-and leave their time
for more weighty problems.

As a result we have plans for growth and expansion
to match the vital communities which we serve.

It is a thrilling thought to me - and a fine monu-
ment to Paul Chandler - for the future plans Philip
Power has for the papers. And thus it takes the edge off
any hesitant feelings I may have in relinquishing the
challenge and responsibility of publishing the paper.

When Philip Power comes to this area as a working
publisher this spring I look forward to a new and
dynamic era for our communities. I think he will bring
a fresh viewpoint to government and new leadership to
our areas, and that he will be stimulating and exciting.

Close observers will surely see the similarity be-
tween Philip Power and Paul Chandler. I do.

It is my wish for the New Year that my friends
in the community will give the same loyalty and
interest to the new publisher as 1 have enjoyed and
that my enemies will be just as wary.

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Observer Readers'Speak Up' on Issues of •he Day
Editor:

Are you a quiet citizen? Do
you take fire protection for
granted? Well its time the quiet
citizens of this city start to
worry. We lost a fire station
almost two years ago at 5
Mile and Farmington that has
not yet been replaced. (I live
in this unprotected part of Li-
vonia and I know how long it
would take the Fire Dept. to
respond to a run in this vicini-
ty.) It only stands to reason
that if we had a station at 5
Mile and Farmington in 1964
we still need this station today,
not to mention the new stations
for better protection that should
be necessary for a city of this
size. The people have two less
fire engines at their disposal
and I don't think the people
realize the many experienced
firefighters that have left their
positions for decent wages in
order to get ahead instead of
existing from pay to pay.

Has your Mayor helped the
people of this city concerning
fire protection? Watch your fire
insurance, citizens. The quiet in
you might rise to a boil, and
you have no one to blame but
yourselves. You did vote in the
last election, didn't you?

The Mayor of this city and
Public Safety Director, Mr.
Labo, have done nothing to try
to improve the above conditions
in the fire department. They
have. however. tried to harass
the fire department by their
consolidation program which
the council has temporarily put
a stop to. There is also a dis-
parity pay between police and
fire departments. A fireman's
top pay is $200 lower than a
policeman's starting pay.
Equality in firemen and police-
men wages has just recenUy
changed. Does the mayor feel
the policemen deserve an in-
crease in pay? Could this be
the result of the friendship be-
tween a candidate for Mayor
and a police department in the
previous election.

The firemen of this city have
tried for you as well as for
themselves to better their de-
partment. They want more men
and equipment and new stations

for your protection. All this
won't make it easier for fire-

men; it will be for the proteo
tion of you the citizens of Li-
vonia. Help your community
and the lire department Call
your Mayor, Mr. Moelke and
demand the answers you de-
serve as a tax payer of Livonia.

The New Year brings good news to area bowles
with the announcement that the top prize in the fourth
annual Observer Newspaper-Merri-Bowl Lanes mixed
doubles bowling tournament has been boosted to a
guarantee of $2,500 from the $1,500 of a year ago.

That was the announcement by Tournament Di-
rector Mac Goldman who stated the first three prizes
for the 1966 tourney will be $2,500, $1,250 and $750-
all guaranteed.

"This tournament has grown so fast in the past
three years that we decided to boost the top three
prizes and guarantee each," said Goldman, "We antici-
pate an entry of close to 2,000 this year and expect
bowlers from as far west as Lansing and Kalamazoo,
north to Saginaw and Bay City and south to Toledo
and surrounding areas."

Top Prize In A
Goldman plans to have entry blanks available in

another week and has set Feb. 5 as the opening date
with the closing slated for May 29.

*'Merri-Bowl Lanes will guarantee each of the
top three prizes," Goldman said. "The remainder of
the prize list will be broken down as in the past with
all of the prize fee returned to competing bowlers."

The entry fee is $10 per couple of which $5 goes
into the prize fund, $3.30 for bowling and $1.70 for
tournament expenses.

"We paid 192 monies a year ago," said Goldman.
"We expect to do even better this time since we antici-
pate the total entry win be almost double that of 1965.
We have made one important change in the rules this
year - no bowler will be allowed to compete more
than once.

In something like 48 hours, the tune of Auld
Lang Syne will send the year of 1965 into history.

Some will welcome '65's departure... others will
wish it could live on forever.

It's been a year, like all others, with its ups and
downs. There have been high moments for us in sports
. . . and some low ones.

This was the year when the chronicler of this
effort saw his own No. 1 son stage perhaps the
greatest comeback of all - after being a school
dropout twice. making the most of it the next time
he tried so that comes the month of June, gradua-
tion bells will toll.

But this also w'as the year when at 3 a.m. on a
Tuesday morning in late September, the phone
sounded. It was Sportswriter Jerry Green of the
Detroit News on the other end.

"Have you heard?" a broken-voiced Green asked.
"Heard, what?" we countered.
After a few seconds pause, Green spelled out the

shocking news: Don Wattrick, the Pistons' executive
manager and our immediate boss, had been stricken
with a fatal heart attack an hour or so earlier and was
dead on arrival at the hospital.

This seemed unbelieveable. Just before we had
retired before midnight. we had talked with Wattrick
and he had said: "We've got some things to do tomor-
row."

He never got to them ...

Sports. nor the world. of course stops for any
man as all of us so vividly recall two years back when
a bullet snuffed out John Fitzgerald Kennedy in Dallas.

As they say on Broadway: "The Show Must Go On."
It did.

More people saw sports events in Michigan ...
in the United States than ever before.

There w as the end of the monopoly of the New
York Yankees ... the closing of a fabulous career
for Casev Stengel... the brilliance of Sandy Koufax,
especially on that night you picked up the broad-
cast when he was pitching a no-bitter.

The -tragedy' which befell the Baltimore Colts
in losing both their quarterbacks... the departure
from our local sports scene of a gent named Al Roscoe
who did so much to promote baseball and other
activities for teenagers...

There were the difficulties encountered by Jack
Nicholas and Arnie Palmer in golf ... the raps
directed at Harry Gilmer and Milt Plum of the Lions
. . . the perfect seasons enjoyed by Bentley and NoMh
Farmington in football . . . the reversal owner Fred
Zollner of the Pistons suffered when the men he had
helped most turned him down on his first bid to land
Michigan's Cazzie Russell for 1966-67.

You remember sitting in Yankee Stadium and
seeing Mickey Mantle and Roger Maris unable to leave
the bench... and watching Al Kaline hobble through
his paces at Tiger Stadium.

The hockey world went mad the night that
Gor(lie Howe scored No. 600 of his career. It took
awhile coming. but where in the world will you find
a greater athlete than genial Gordie?

Horse racing flourished like never before. At the
Detroit Race Course with its new clubhouse and other
facilities records were set both in wagering and in
crowds. It was the same way when the trotters held
their season at Middlebelt and Schoolcraft.

an estimated 2,100 deaths -
will be the fourth worst in 33
years of record keeping while
the projected injury and acci.
dent totals will hit new annual
highs of 157,000 and 318,000
respectively.

These projections on traffic
statistics are included in the

annual roundup of Michigan
State Police activities reported
by Col. Frederick E. Davids, di-
rector.

The year's combined casual-
ties - deaths and injuries -
will be the highest on record
for the state.

The deaths. one per cent
fewer than 2,120 in 1964,
could surpass that toll, how-
ever, when all reports are in.

Injuries in the state rose for
the seventh consecutive year
and were 8.6 per cent more than
144.623 in 1964. Accidents in.
creased for a fourth year in a
row and were 11.8 per cent
more than 284.446 last year.

Other exposure factors also
showed new annual highs: 40.1
billions of estimated mileage,
4.066,826 registered motor ve-
hicles and 4,600.000 licensed
drivers, each increased about
five per cent over the previous
year.

"Although this is a voluntary
inspection by the home owner,
most residents have welcomed
the firemen and many fire haz-
ards have been pointed out and
corrected. Every hazard that is
corrected can be viewed as a
posible fire prevented. Your
Fire Department has under-
taken this program as a ser-
vice to the community in the
hopes that you as a resid,
will not suffer the results d
tragic fire.
