C&O B&O Receive Praise

‘I'he United States Post Of-
fice Department has commend
ed the affiliated Chesapeake &
Ohio and Baltimore & Ohio
Railroads for their handling of
Christmas mail.

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Livonia Police Chief Warns Drivers to Prepare for Winter

wnue it’s still early in the
cold season, yet it’s late enough
for local drivers to have ex-
perienced several bouts with
winter driving problems, and
Livonia Police Chief James Jor-
dan suggests that now is a good

time for drivers to review rec-

ommended measures for han-

- dlifig, seasonal driving difﬁcul-

_ties. *

“This information does not
originate with me,” the chief
“The source is the
Committee on Winter Driving
Hazards of the National Safety
Council. And it is recommended
by the International Association
of Chiefs of Police that we help
make safe winter driving infor-
mation known in the interest
of traffic control and accident’
prevention.”

Accident prevention is not
an insurmountable problem in
rough winter weather, the
chief maintains. The secret
is to protect ome’s ability to
see and to stop.

. To cope with winter darkness
and bad weather, drivers must
get a head start on safety by
keeping car lights in good order
and windshield clearing equip-
ment — wipers and defrosters
—operating properly, Chief Jor-
dan reasserted. And since see-
ing is a matter of looking, driv-
ers should be doubly alert when
natural visibility deteriorates.

The “stopping” part of the
formula suggests the need for
good, equalized brakes. In
winter, of course, there fis

- that other detenmmng factor

— traction. Stoppi g -traction
drops dangero on icy
‘streets. This is when unpre-
pared drivers can “lose their
grip” the chief warns.

“Fortunately, we in Livonia
aren't the only ones thinking
about this problem,” Chief Jor-
dan said. “Winter driving re-
search, conducted annually un-
der auspices of the National
Safety.Council, has already giv.
en us much of the information
on which a safe winter driving
record can he built.”

Clear Four Schools in Four Minutes
-in Livonia’s First Emergency Drill

School and community
officials are seeing to it that .
any possible disaster in Li-
vonia, be it high winds, fire,
or blizzard, will be handled
- with alacrity as far as its
schools are concerned.

Last month, teachers, stu-
dents, first aid specialists, civil
defense administrators and
many other community leaders
and parents participated in a
successful simulated emergency
drill which made it possible for
children to .evacuate four
schools in four minutes each
and to reach the safety of as-
signed homes within 12 minutes.

Students in Rosedale, Cleve-
land, Garfield and Jackson
schools filed out of classes and
headed for homes or pre-ar-
ranged destinations after a long
ringing of an emergency bell
at precisely 2:4% in ,the after-
noon. ,

Bicycle riders at all schools
led the evacuation so that they
would be under way seconds
before other students so that”
those on wheels would not run
into walkers.

George Calkins, safety coor-
dinator for the Livonia school
district expressed satisfaction
with the smoothness of the op-
peration and the manner in
which many community agen-
cies cooperated in the exercise.

“All concerned city agen.
cies, the American Red Cross,
auxiliary police, civil air pa-
trol cadets, professional peo-

Ple, and our school custedians

and teachers worked together

in effortless harmony,” Cal-
kins said. “It bodes well for

. future, more extensive, evac-
uation tests.”

Calkins pointed out that in
case of actual emergency, such
as a tornado alert, teachers and
custodians would have to fill
all the roles handled in the
simulated alert by non-school
personnel.

Robert Davis, deputy direc-
tor of Livonia civil defense, said

that the program has practi-
cal importance because most
of the city’s structures are not
strong enough to withstand
severe weather. It is necessary
to disperse children as quickly
as possible, he said.

Students who normally ride
a bus to the schools were as-
signed in groups to special
homes in the area. These homes
were assigned after the stu-
dents’ parents designated them
on: questionnaires sent home
several weeks ago.

In the spring, additional
tests will be made in desig-
nated senior high and junior
high schools. Calkins said that °
after -the results of the De-
cember alert and evacuation
had been studied, an unan-

nounced drill would be given
in the four test schools.

According to Rosedale prin-
cipal Donna Baker, teachers had
prepared the students for the
drill by explaining the many
ways in which disaster could
hit the suburbs and why such
evacuation was a needed part
of community preparedness.

“If the program is carried

out on a regular basis, Davis
said, such alerts will be
scheduled once or twice a
year in schools and some pub-
lic places.” |

Davis also commented on the
many ways in which school,
municipal, and -agency people
worked in harmony to achieve
a successful trial evacuation for
a possible future disaster alert.

 Missionaries S peak I
Livonia About Vietnam

Many Americans are acting
the same about Vietnam as the
onlookers in New York who
did nothing when a woman was
stabbed to death in full view of
the public. This is the feeling
of two missionaries just re-
turned from two years in Sai-

. gon.

They are Mr. and Mrs. Mau-
rice C. Hall, missionaries with
the Church of Christ, who are
here to speak at a special meet-
ing to be held at the Church
of Christ, 15431 Merriman Rd.,
Livonia; Jan. 9 at 10:50 am.; 4
p.m., and 7:00 p.m.

The liberties of Vietnam are
being stripped away with a
Communist dagger,” Hall said,
“and America has, in many
cases, assumed an’ I don’t want
to get involved’ attitude.”

“The United States has just
cause,” Hall said, “and is com-
mitted to that cause. It's very
regrettable that Americans dem-
onstrate against this country's
efforts to, bring freedom to
other peoples.” .

“The war might have been
won a few years ago had Am-
erican people not presented a
solid ‘front, it could be 20 years
before the war is decided one
way or other.

“Pseudo intellections and even
U.S. Senators have staged dem-
‘onstrations  and made demands
that' the United States with-
draw from its positions in Viet-
nam. These demonstrations and
demands tend only to encour-
age Viet Cong fighting in the
belief the United States. will ac-
tually withdraw.

‘““The Vietnamese are still in
doubt about America’s policy
and therefore are afraid to act
on their own,” Mr. and Mrs.
Hall said. :

“The demonstrations here
against U.S. involvement in
Vietnam make headlines in
the Vietnameses newspapers
The Vietnamese government
and ite people are friendly
to the small number of Am-
erican civilians still in the
area,” Mrs. Hall said, “how-
ever, they are bewildered
about America’s stand in Viet-
nam.

“The Viet Cong terrorizes the
people by killing any who are
caught acting against them)”
Hall said. \ ,

“I was told of one ‘village
-where the children were lined
up and gunpned down because
the Viet Cong learned that
some of the villagers had re-
vealed a V.C. position,” he said.
“In Vietnam you mever know

where the enemy is. We lock
our bedroom dgors at night and.
prop -chairs au‘;:ut them. There’
is a gun under/our bed.”

“Hatracks in officers and en-
listed messhalls are filled with
guns, removed at the entrance
of the eating places. Military
men coming into Saigon are
required to have an armed
guard in each vehicle, Even for
church, they bring weapons and
leave them in the office.

“We wouldn't dare go out-
side of a five-mile area of our
home. Even when you go into
village suburbs of Saigon the
black dressed men with ma-
chine guns and grenades are
visible everywhere. The home
guard and the V.C. alike dress
in their peasant uniform.

As a Signal
Corps Captain he served in the
South Pacific in World War 1I
and in occupation forces in Ger-
many. This family has crossed
the Atlantic eight times, the
Pacific two times, and has
circled the globe twice.

None of his prior experience
can be compared to Vietnam,
Hall said. “You don't know
where your enemy is. It may be
the man who cuts your hair, the
lady who cooks your food, just
waiting for the right moment.”

The V.,C. are anxious to kill
any Americans, the Halls re-
port. “Five months salary,
about $200 is their reward. All
strangers attending church ser-
vices are kept under close sur-
veillance by two armed city
policemen who are assigned to
