“The main break doesn’t

bother me that much,” Bida
said. "I just hate to see peo-
ple without water."

Bida's water problems have
been compounded by trouble
with the huge pump that oper-
ates the Six Mile well. That
has been pulled, and is in the
process of being repaired, to
the tune of about $7000.

Bida indicated that he ex-
pected many of the water
troubles to be over soon,
and that the increased pres-
sure would continue to act
as a flushing agent, ridding
old service lines of rust.

Rust would appear in Ply-
mouth water whether or not
the source was a well, or the
Detroit Water Supply depart-
ment, Bida feels.

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Principle should count in street vacation

Thomas Cape, engineer and Plym-
outh apartment developer who has ap-
peared before the City of Plymouth
Commission on numerous occasions,
was back Monday night, with a re-
quest for vacation of a portion of By-
ron Ave

Two weeks ago the City denied the
request for more land (Byron Ave.) —
land Cape notes he needs to fill out
present land density requirements for
two of his Brvn Mawr apartments,

The City Commissioners voted to
re-open the question, and spent an
hour in parliamentary debate about
what to do next

Frankly, the problem of Thomas
Cape vs. the City has had a too long
and too loud airing

All citizens are presumed to know
the law. Yet Cape built apartments on
land that didn't have enough density

per unit. He was thus left with two
units ‘red tagged' by City building in-
spector Chuck Thompson, who refuses
to allow them to be occupied until
enough land 1s available, all in accor-
dance with the City's multiple dwell-
ing ordinances

This summer Cape paved Byron
Ave. without the City's permission.
Later he was brought to court for al-
lowing an apartment unit to be occu-
pied without a final inspection OK
from Thompson

When Cape first began the project,
he took out building permits for single
family residences, roughing in apart-
ments with all areas except kitchens.
The number of kitchens determines in
part whether a structure is multiple
family or not, and Cape labeled his
kitchens ‘‘lounge areas.”

He insulted City employees and

He has been told yes, then no, then
ves, then maybe for what seems an
interminably long time.

Clearly, he has put the City Com-
mission up a tree, or over a barrel.
The City agreed earlier this year to
vacate a portion of Byron Ave. Then
Cape came back for mor e of Byron
Ave. to meet land requirements,

The three property owners across
the creek from the portion of Byron
Ave, protested the vacation vigorous-
ly at a public hearing two weeks ago.

A principle is involved: To what
extent may an individual twist and
bend and trangress laws that the

general public is expected to obey?
The City Commission has put itself

in a position of being in a corner with

a tag end of Byron Street to maintain,
two vacant apartments, and Mr.
Cape. who, at one point a few months
ago, told the commission unless he
got the land immediately, he was
washed up.

Just for the principle of the mat-
ter, the City should retain their por-
tion of Byron Ave., at some small cost
to the taxpayer, and thwart Thomas
Cape, thus showing:

Laws apply to everyone, and;

A principle can be more important
than a few dollars saved.

Township needs counsel

Plymouth Township has been with-
out the service of a regular Township
Attorney for nearly one-half a year.

The situation is rapidly approach-
ing the critical state as th e lack of
much-needed legal opinions sidelines
action on several important issues.

Regular Township Attorney Earl
Demel has been seriously ill for
several months, and has been unable
to appear at Township Board meet-
ings, or o write legal opinions.

His s§jge, experienced and calm
voice has'been soyely missed.

A Wayhe £6unty Circuit Court
Judge-elect, and Township resident,
Thomas Foley, has handled one or
two of the Township's legal questions
on an interim basis. But he assumed
His duties as a newly elected judge at
the beginning of this year.

Several items, such as the swim-
ming pool ordinance and three or four
requests for opinions from the plan-
ning commission have been carried
over for several months.

An attorney
is needed before the board, operating
without legal advice, inadvertently
finds itself in an untenable legal posi-
tion.

A few words about the noble pursuit of hunting as
it is practiced in Twentieth Century Michigan, the de-
votees of this clean and healthful sport and editorial
comment by one of the Detroit area's electronic media.

Modern man, as we all know, spends most of
his workaday life doing battle with horrible mis-
givings about his masculinity. Between Mom and
the spouse — let's face it — he just ain’'t what he
used to be.

Breadwinner, yeah. Babysitter, sure.

But hairy-chested he-man?

Not on your life.

Not, that is, until the leaves turn, the air grows
crisp, the white stuff falleth and he ventures into the
forest primeval armed with insulated clothing, a high-
powered scope-equipped weapon, bourbon, a deck of
and blue plastic chips.

Then he becomes a razzle-dazzle, rough-and-
tumble deerslayer.

* * *

Much of what I say is colored by over a year's ex-
perience in the heart of Northern Michigan’s recrea-
tion land where I was more or less gainfully employed
by the local county seat newspaper.

My boss, who I believe almost had his head re-
moved by a waywéard shell fired one hunting season,
limited his activities to venturing cautiously into a
camp or two to check on the annual kill.

While he was an ardent duck hunter, he left me
with the impression that he'd rather fight than hunt
during deer season.

I, on the other hand, borrowed a modified 8 mm.

auser from the local conservation officer and tried
my hand at ye grande and glorious olde sporte.
But then work picked up during the season and
I found myself out at odd hours of the night taking
photographs of the spirit soaked remains of deer
stalkers who had ended up spattered about in the
crumpled interiors of their cars.

One day it was a hurried trip thirty miles to the
north at 4 a.m. to preserve on film the grisly history of
a head-on collision; and the following morning at 3 it
was off again to snap pictures of an ill-fated fellow
who had attempted a U-turn in front of a trailer truck.

With that kindof a schedule, one became too tired
to lurk in the woods and stamp one’s feet to keep them
thawed while sneaky deer peered out at you from
covering underbrush.

So I made it my business to spend the season, in
large part, talking to Conservatidn Department offi-
cials, riding through the forest with them at midnight
in search of huntsmen who had lost track of time and
discussing the concept of the antlerless deer permit.

* * *

Now, for the mo$t part, the
askance at any-deer hunting.

“It will deplete the herd,” they commented.

“It ain't fair,” they said.

And the inference was that no red-blooded Ameri-
can boy would take a shot at a female or under-aged
deer.

Many of the red and black-checkered sports-
men said they felt the same way. It didn’t matter
to them that does and fawns and, for that matter,
elegant bucks would starve to death over the long
winter from lack of forage.

They couldn’t see that the area was overgrazed
and they pointed with hoary pride to the aged adage of
survival of the fittest”” as conclusive proof that the
Conservation Department’s control policies were fool-
ish and ill-conceived.
