Plymouth School Board mem-
bers took the first steps Mon-
day to establish a Federally-
financed program to aid
"deprived and disadvantaged"
students in public schools here.

The program, to be supported
entirely by Federal monies,
basically would be designed to '
improve the reading skills of
pupils who otherwise are
hampered in their entire learn-
Jng process throughout the dur-
ation of their school years.

Board members officially

approved the three-phase pro-
gram at their regular meeting
and sanctioned a Tuesday
morning meeting with a rep-
resentative of the State Board
of Education to establish the
validity of the proposed
program.

The project will consume
$51,000 under the terms of the

National Elementary and Sec-
ondary Education Act Plym-
outh School District's expenses
will be fully reimbursed if the
plan receives higher approval
and is placed into effect

Board member Esther Huls-
ing indicated that the program
conceivably would go into effect
about Feb. 1, assuming state
approval is forthcoming.

First phase of the project
would be to establtch a three-

member diagnostic team con-
sisting of a reading specialist,
a social worker and a psy-
chologist The team would be

If Christmas bills are still

troubling your household
budget. chances are youll be

sympathetic to the plight that
faces Melvin Blunk, Plymouth
School District's assistant super-
intendent in charge of business
affairs.

Blunk is faced with the
apparently impossible -task of
paying off a $700,000 debt - in
behalf of the School District-

with only $250,000 with which
to do it

The $700,000 obligation is in

the form of a tax anticipation
note, due April 1. The $250,000
is on deppsit with a bank-and
drawing a fat 4'per cent inter·
est to boot

Fortunately for the district.
Blunk, too, for that matter,
the School District can look
forward to additional tax col·
lection monies about the same

time the tax anticipation note
falls due - so Blunk's budget
will balance out after alL

In reality, the School District
is solvent. It has on deposit
$560,000·in the building and site

sinking fund, $220,000 in a
1955 debt retirement fund, and
the aforementioned *250,000 in
an operating fund.

The total - some $1 million,
give or take a few tens of
thousands - is all drawing a
healthy 4 per cent per annum,
enough to solve the problems
of a lot of household budgets,
but not exactly enough to re-
holve the matter of financing a
school district valued at nearW
$1,116,000.

plans.

Hill indicated that the depart-
ment has three routes on the
boards.

One would have gone around
the east side of the campus,
isolating a section of Livonia
between Eckles and Haggarty

wasn't acceptable to the Board,
it would be willing to consider

It re-
ceived support of the Trustees.

Board Chairman Harold Fis-
cher reminded Hill th* the
Trustees hadn't budged Wh inch
towards their campus pl:ips un-
til they received word froin the
Highway Department that it
would be advisable to build as
close to the western boundary
of the property as possible
since the proposed freeway
would probably skirt the east-
ern campus boundaries and pos-
sibly take off as much as 120
feet.

"We followed your recom-
mendations," said Fischer,
"Now we find that because
of that, we may be forced to
give up as many as 100 feet
from the front end of the
campus, the facolty parking
lot and about a third of the
student lot."

On Jan. 17, we celebrate the birthday of one
of America's most outstanding men, Benjamin
Franklin- Statesman, orator, inventor, news-
paperman, his name has been an illustrious
one throughout the ages. His story is too well
known for repetition, but a little known fact is
that he wrote under several non-de-plumes in
his life, several of them purporting to be women,
in fact.

Benjamin Franklin came into printing via
his love of the sea, strange as it seems. He was
the 15th child of a poor but respected candle-
mal+ who fathered 17 children. Ben loved the

qea,-and used to spend all his time in the har-
bour at Boston, watching the ships.

His father fearing that he would run away to
sea, apprenticed him to his brother, James,
who ran a small printing shop. Franklin re-
belled at the mundane tasks required of him,
such as washing and sorting type, delivering
papers, taking ads for jobs, etc., and longed to
get into the creative end of the newspaper.

Realizing that his brother would never print
his articles. Ben would sneak to the job at
dark and slip his articles under the door. He
signed the name of Silence Dogood to the ar-
titles. Silence was a woman who worked as
housekeeper to a minister (he wrote) who
later married her. Under this guise, Ben
aired his opinion on many of the leading
topics of the day. His brother was impressed

paper. There were two rival papers in town.
When the publisher of one tricked him, causing
him to lose an opportunity to legitimately ac-
quire the paper, Franklin decided to outwit him.

He wrote a series of - letters to the opposite
paper and signed them Busy Body, purporting
to be a simple woman who took an interest in
events in her community. So salty were his
comments that soon everyone was reading his
rival's paper. Discouraged, the publisher who
had tricked him sold to him and sailed away
to the West Indies, never realizing the true
identity of Busy-Body.

Thus Franklin obtained the Gazette which
remained an outstanding newspaper until he
sold it.

One of his most famous non-de-plumes was
that of Richard Saunders. Ben wrote that
Saunders was a poor astrologer whose wife·
kept nagging him to go to work, so he decided
to put together a book of proverbs of all
countries. Thus came into being, Poor Richards
Almanac, which has outsold nearly every other
book except the Bible.
