(Corntinued from Page 1)
load-bearing strength of the
under surface soils and the
stability of the soils — crucial
questions which will deter-
mine what sites can be used.

“Members of the engineer-
ing staff at the university and
of local engineering firms
provided the visitors exten-
sive. data. Professor William
S. Housel, one of the recog-
nized experts in soil mechan-
ics, summarized their views
as follows: ‘The soil bearing
strength and stability dre ex-
cellent, entirely adequate for
the purpose; the site geologi-
cally is probably as good as
any site' which can be found
in the Nation.’

"“From observing the re-.
actions of the visitors, I
concluded that they were
very favorably impressed
with the testimony given. 1
believe there is a very ex-
cellent chance that this
Michigan site will be one of
the very few that will be
chesen for final analysis.
Extensive field test borings
and cother measurements
must be made, preparatory
to final selection of the op-
timum site.

“I anticipate that the Ato-
mic Energy Commission
could start the needed tests
sometime before the end of
the year. If we are success-
ful in obtaining this major
scientifc laboratory, Michi-
gan can become one of the
top research centers of the
world."”

Competition for the atom
smasher has been fierce: the
Academy team has been
charged with narrowing the
site considerations down to
six or eight, with final selec-
tion coming from the AEC it-
self.

(A portion of that
went to the Plymouth area
planning commission, a
three - government commis-
sion designed to spur inter-
est in industirial develop-
ments in the area.)

Harvest celebration takes several weeks

It is the season for merri-
ment and feasting in Sierra
Leone. The harvesting of rice
is in full swing throighout the
country. After several hun-
gry weeks there is once again
a large supply of rice.

In October and November

I made two trips upcoun-

try. On one of these trips I
inspected six of the branch
and regional libraries
which the Library ,Board
m ains. Books were
1 to 29 primary
schools in Moyamba Dis-
trict on the other trip.

In the two and a half weeks
I was away from Freetown I
traveled nearly 1,200 miles.
Everywhere people were har-
vesting the year's rice crop,

All the people in some of
the villages harvest one field
at a time until all the fields
have been done. It is the re-
sponsibility of the farmer’s
family and relatives in other
towns. Either way necessi-
tates much work for old and
young alike.

The harvesters move
through the fields with short
knives cutting the rice about
fve inches down th e stalk.
The stalks are tied into small
bundles and placed on stakes
or. stumps. Then these bun-
dles are gathered together
and carried on trays or in
burlap bags on top of the
head to the farmer’s house.

AT FIRST only enough
rice is cut to prepare a sac-
rifice to one's ancestors and
for a feast for the harvesters.
Only then is the remainder
cut. Since all the work is done
by hand, it often takes sever-
al days to harvest the rice in
even'a small field.

It is hard work. But there
is laugh'ng and singing in the
fields throughout the day and
dancing in thé villages at
night. / :

Once the rice has been cut
it must be thrashed, cleaned, -
and stored away to feed the
family unt’l harvest time the
following year. Some of the
rice also has to be kept to
plant next year's crop.

There are several
methods used for the
thrashing and cleaning. The
grains of the swampland
rice, the tastiest wvariety,
are usually pulled off the
stalk by hand. Then they
are parboiled. spread out
on mais or the ground to
dry, bagged, and placed in
circular storage huts.

Upland rice is usually sep-
arated from the stalk by
stomping on it with bare feet
or beating it with a stick.
Next it is placed in winnow-
ing baskets and thrown into
the a‘r to enable the wind to
blow away the chaff. Then
it is drjed in the sun, fanned
again, bagged, and stored.

Some people place the rice
on platforms and dry it over
slow burning fires before
thrash'ng it. |

By December practically
all the rice has been har-
vested. The people have
worked hard for several
months in the fields. So
once the rice has been safe-
ly stored away they spend
several weeks celebrating
and relaxing. Local crafis
and tools are made, houses
are repa.itpd. relatives are
visited, and the secrei so-
cieties initiate new mem-
bers. ‘
