Old headaches plagued the

City Commission Monday
night as the City fathers
tackled urban renewal, the
site of the senior citizens
home, parking, and Detroit
water questions.
. At a 3% hour regular meet-
ing of the commission Monday
night, they agreed to take ac-
tion on:

Urban renewal
Commissioner Arch Vallier
asked for a report on Bathey
Manufatturing's plans for the
Mill St. urban renewal land
they purchased.

“What are their plans?”’
he asked. "I think it is a
shame to tie up land this
long.’” Commissioner George
Hudson took issue with Val-
lier end commented:

“Right now we have another
industry | that may have to
leave Plymouth because they
don’'t have room to grow. An
industry needs land to grow,
so if Bathey is to grow right
here in Plymouth, they need
the land.”

But Vallier didn’'t agree, and
noted:

“Read the urban renewal
rules; they specify that land
can't be held too long on a
speculative basis. 1 want to
know what their plans are.”

On other action, the City
discussed the vacant land near
the corner of Mill and Ann
Arbor Trail, and determined
to query county road officials
on possible fixing of the cor-
ner for left turn purposes.

City Manager Richard Blod-
gett is expected to follow up
the Commissioners’' directives
on this issue.

The original site, located
near Kellogg Park on Union
St. and owngd by Jack Wil-
cox, has been appraised and
final word on that appraisal is
to be presented soon.

However, the City fathers,
worried about Wilcox's avow-
ed intention to fight any
move to get his property—in
court if necessary, prompted
the commissioners to -propose
to the Housing Commission
three other sites.

While this has not normally been the kind of offer-
ing that gushes at great length about the accomplish-
ments of deserving individuals, I would seek your in-
dulgence for a moment to comment on a Distinguished
Service Award and its recipient.

Wendell Smith.

Now there may be curmudgeons in our midst who

Any criticism of the JayCees, if one were so in-
clined, might better be directed at the fact that they
have waited this long to recognize a man whose deeds
are appropriate recognition in themselves.

Anyone who knows Smith realizes that he puts sub-
stantially more than 40 hours a week into his career at
The Kroger Co. But he still found time to serve on a
group whose task was thankless to the extent that its
mission ultimately was to recommend passage of a
3.95 mill referendum for school operating funds.

No scheme to attract vast sums of outside govei‘n—
mental fiscal greenery. :

Just a plan to help unfortunate persons acquire a
measure of self discipline and confidence and the
spark of a desire to help themselves.

' Wendell Smith has been at the core of it.
He puts in ‘“‘only 10 or 15 hours a week’ at the
Workshop headquarters in the old Newburgh School,

provided at present without charge by the Livonia
school system.

But that's just part of the story.

Earlier last year, when the Sheltered Work-

shop program was shakier than an MSU grad -
watching the somnolent Spartans on the day after
the night before, Wendell was averaging 30, 40,
maybe more hours a week.

We work
with trainable adults.”

The Center is run by Moran,
and a retired Ford engineer.
The workers work a 8:30 to
3:30 shift, get paid a salary,
and are taught simple skills:
pefsonal appearance, punctu-
ality, person to person rela-
tionships and how to follow
directions.

A total of 13 now attend
the workshop, which serves
Plymouth, Livonia, North-
ville and Redford.

Simple assembly, glueing
and packaging jobs are done,
on contract, by the workers.

FEDERAL AID:

Schools eye pilot plans

for disadvantaged students

Three pilot projects, de-
signed to aid socially, cultur-
ally and ecenomically disad-
vantaged children in the Ply-
mouth Community School
District. were approved re-
cently by the school board
for presentation to a consult-
ant from the State Board of
Education in Lansing.

The three programs are
generclly designed to iden-
tify under-achievers, partic-
ularly in the area of read-
ing, and 1o provide cor-
rective action.

If approved at the state
level, the projects would qual-
ify The Plymouth Community
School District for up to $51.-
000 in Federal Funds. The
programs presented Monday
evening, however, would not
necessarily use up the money
available, ' according to cur-
riculum planning subcommit-
tee Chairman Mrs. Esther
Hulsing.

Four additional personnel—
a reading specialist, a social
worker, a psychologist and an-
other staff member—would be
needed to execute the pro-

grams.

PROJECT 1. which notes the
school district's concern with
reaching disadvantaged chil-
dren, would seek to measure
and appraise the kinds of
problems that handicap stu-
dents in school work.

It would provide testing
data and findings to be used
by other school personnel.

And it would result in
recommendations for specific
programs to meet the needs of
the students tested.

Project II, a Teacher In-
Service Training Program,
would help teachers gain the
necessary skills to administer
and interpret informal diag-
nostic tests that determine
weakness in reading.

Insight into the reading
process would be provided
for teachers and techniques
for motivating poor readers
would be learned.

In addition, it would show
ways of adapting instruction
to meet individual needs, give
techniques for teaching wvari-
ous levels of reading found
within each classroom and
introduce them to basic read-
ing aids, new books and spe-
cial equipment.

 Forty téachers from kinder-
garten through the ninth
grade level would be invited
to participate in the program.

Project 111, Reading Special-
ists, is designed to bring im-

mediate action to the problem
of the culturally disadvant-
aged student.

THREE teachers from the
elementary staff who have
displayed talent in the teach-
ing of reading and have un-
dergone graduate training in
reading, will be identified
with the project.

“Jn other action at the school
board meeting, board mem-
bets heard two Plymouth
High School student council
Jx-eser1tatlves ask for im-
proved communication be-
tween the faculty board and
the student governing body.

They noted that the student
council, if it were given more
information and responsibility,
could work to inform the stu-
dent body more adequately
about faculty actions.

Cited as an instance was
recent cancellation of the
Senior Class plays, “An
American Dream.,” and
“The Sandbox.” written by
Edward Albee.

The council representatives
noted that unfavorable com-
ment by the student body
might have been staved off if
communication wer e better
and the council had been in-
formed and given more to say
about the matter.

reviews freeway
location proposals

At the regular meeting of
the Schoolcraft College Board
of Trustees, Wednesday even-
ing, Jan. 5, Howard | Hill,
director of the Michigan state
highway department, and his
associates, discussed with the
Board three possible routes
for the proposed limited access
highway 1-96.

The three proposals were
that (1) cross the School-
craft campus along its east-
ern boundary: (2) miss the’
campus entirely by passing
to the west between Haw-
thorne Center and North-
ville State Hospital: (3) be
built along the present Hag-

gerty Road.

After discussing the pro-
posals at length, the Board of
Trustees voted to deny the
suggestion of the highway de-
partment that the highway be
located along the present Hag-
gerty Road. Board members
pointed out to Hill that the
Haggerty Road proposal would
completely upset the College
Campus Master Plan.

However, the Board indi-
cated to Hill and his associ-
ates that it would listen to
additional suggestions from
the highway department in
the future.

In other action, the Board
receivedacommunication
from its legal representative,
Miller, Canfield, Paddock and
Stone to the effect that the
College is now under the
Charter Provision of the Com-
munity College Law. This
means that the one mill voted
by the peeople some years ago
and which has been used both
for operation and bond retire-
ment may now be used entire-
ly for operation and that addi-
tional millage may be levied
outside the one mill to service
the present outstanding bonds.

The Board approved the
establishment of a summer
music festival which will :be
conducted on the Schoolcraft
campus for four weeks during
the month of July. During this
special series, advanced music
students will have an oppor-
tunity to receive instruction
and to participate in concerts.
This program will be under
the direction of the College’s
Director of Music, Mr. Wayne
Dunlap.

The Board accepted a bell
which was given to the Col-
lege by the Northville Pub-
lic Schools. The addition of
this bell will bring the total
number of bells in the
Schoolcraft Bell Tower to
five. These five bells are
symbolic of the five school
districts which comprise the
present college district.

The Board also accepted an
agenda for a joint meeting to
be held on January 12 with
the Boards of Education of
Clarenceville, Garden City,
Livonia, Northville and Ply-
mouth.

Skiers Should Shield Eyes

From Glare, Says WSU Prof.

. DETROIT ''"Happiness is a
forecast of snow for Michigan’'s
thousands of ski enthusiasts,
but trouble in the form of
‘snow blindness’ can occur for
those who don't shield their
eyes properly from glare,”
says Wayne State University
School of Medicine Prof. Albert
Ruedemann.

“Snow is a highly reflective
surface, just like beach sand,”
says Dr. Ruedemann, "‘and the
ultraviolet rays reflected from
it can cause¢ temporary and
painful corneal damage to the
unprotected éeve even on cloudy
days."

The ultraviolet rays cause a
sunburn of the cornea. This
burn affects only the super-
ficial layers. It is extremely
painful and is accompanied by
}g‘élrlng and swelling of the eye-
ids.

““The condition is not actual
blindness,”’ says Dr. Ruede-
mann, who is chairman of
Wayne's department of oph-
thalmology, ‘‘but a temporary
irritant reaction to glare.”

An emergency treatment,
says Dr. Ruedemann, is for the
person to relax in a dark room
and apply cold compresses to
his eyes. An ophthalmologist
should be consulted if the
symptoms persist.

“The danger of glare is not
always apparent when one is
outside skiing,"” says Dr.
Ruedemann, ‘‘because the re-
action of the eyes to glare is
often delayed by several hours.
The resulting uncomfortable
condition could last for days."”

If you are caught outside in
the winter without a pair of
sunglasses, you can help to
protect your eyes by making
an imitdtion of the protective
mask used by the Eskimos.

It consists merely of a strip
of material with two thin slits
cut into it barely wide enough
to see through. The strip is
fastened around the head with
a string. The narrow slits serve
to reduce harmful glare by cut-
ting down the number of
angles through which light
rays can enter,
