I might "add that my em-
ployment here -in the City of
Plymouth for just short of 10
years has been a great chal-
lenge and though many prob-
lems have come along, I have
enjoyed it.

Sheldon Road Rezoning

The fate of the proposed
branch of the National Bank of
Detroit, on Sheldon Road ad-
jacent to the Gould Profes-
sional Office Center, will rest
on the outcome of a public hear-
ing at the March meeting of
the Plymouth Township Plan-
ning Commission.

That much was decided last
week when the Planning Board
grudgingly agreed to the hear-
ing after a lengthy discussion
during which it appeared the
request of rezoning from single
dwelling to commercial would
be denied.

Although National Bank of-
ficials are still awaiting of-
ficial approval of the branch
establishment from the Bank-
ing Commission in Washing-
ton, D.C., they feel this is al-
most a certainty and that they
must learn if the rezoning is
to be granted. 2

It was the question of traffic
flow onto Sheldon Road that
was the big stumbling block in
the minds of the Planning
Board. That, and an opinion
from Planning Consultant W. C.
Johnson in which he stated the
area should be limited to a pro-
fessional office district, had the
board on the verge of a denial.

In his opinion, Johnson wrote:

tive if it hoped to hire addi-
tional instructors and keep its
present staff, the Schoolcraft

*(College Board of Trustees has

approved a seven and a half per
cent across the board increase
for faculty members in addi-
tion to the normal increments.

The resolution for the increase
was passed unanimously at the
Board’s meeting last week. It
was proposed by Mrs. Jane
Moelke, supported by Secretary
Paul Mutnick and passed
quickly after an executive ses-
sion during which the Trustees
learned the pay hike would cost
$83,000 with an additional $24,000
for the increments.

“We felt we had to do some-
thing like this to stay competi-
tive and keep our staff,” said
Board President Harold Fisch-
er, of Plymouth, in explaining
the action.

“Schoolcraft’s salary sched-
ule has been low from the very
beginning apd even with this
boost, we are still lower than
many of the older, established
community colleges.”

With the addition of the nor-
mal increments, the Board ac-
tion will boost salaries almost 10
per cent. :

The long awaited and much
anticipated announcement of a
major plant moving into Plym-
outh Township became a real
ity Tuesday aftermoon when
Ford Motor Co. announced
plans to build a 642,000 square
foot plant on N. Sheldon Road |
north of Western Electric to
manufacture heaters and air |
conditioners. =

It had been rumored for
several weeks that one of au-
tomobile’s “Big” Three” was
planning a major operation in
Plymouth Township but it had |
been more or less of a “hush-
hush” secret until Tuesday’s
announcement.

Township Supervisor John|
McEwen hailed the announce-
ment as one of the biggest
boosts for the Plymouth Com-
munity since Burroughs, West-
ern Electric and Evans Prod-
ucts moved into the area.

“The forward looking Town-
ship Board of Trustees, recog-

nizing the potentiality of the|

existing industrial area in
Plymouth Township, extended
the Detroit water system by
authorizing” a 12-inch main to
be constructed through this
area. The project was completed
during the past year,” he said.

“Likewise the Wayne County
Road Commission, co-operated
fully in preparing to upgrade
Sheldon Road to a class “A”
highway by approving funds in
this year’s budget for the
project.

Council Gets
Invitation
From College

The Schoolcraft College Board

of Trustees accepted an invita-
tion from the Livonia City Coun-
cil to sit down and discuss the
proposed routes for the exten-
sion of I-96 freeway across the
westerly boundary of the city in
the general direction of Hag-
gerty Road.

The Trustees last week ap-
proved a letter to the Council
inviting that body to sit with
the College Board at its next
regular meeting on Wednesday,
March 2 at-8 p.m. in the con-
ference room in the Administra-
tion building.

The Council requested a meet-
ing with the Trustees three
weeks ago to go over the routes
of the controversial freeway.

The College Board has re-
jected a proposal of the State
Highway Department fo per-
mit extension of the highway
along Haggerty Road — a
move that would eliminate a
third of the student parking
lot on the campus, all of 'the
faculty parking facilities and
half of the visitors lot.

More than that the proposed
extension would take a slice 210
feet deep across the front of the
campus and place a service
drive within 15 feet of the Ad-
ministration building.

The Trustees flatly refused to
consider the plan, pointing out
that they had followed recom-
mendations of the Highway De-
partment and started construc-
tion of the campus close to Hag-
gerty Road on the premise that
the freeway would cross the
eastern boundary of the campus.

The Livonia Council in turn
flatly rejected a proposal from
the Highway Department for the
route along the eastern section
on the basis that it would isolate
a proposed custom home de-
velopment from the remainder

of the city.

EDUCATION: A pennanent
program of educational® assis-
tance for individuals serving in
the Armed Forces, discharged
after January 31, 1855. College-
level and below-colleze-level
training in trade, vocational,
and technical schools is provid-
ed. Part-time training is per-
mitted. Eligibility accrues at
the rate of 1 month of train-
ing for 1 month of service, not
to exceed 36 months. Persons
serving om active duty for train-
ing do not accrue eligibility.)

Fees and tuition are paid for
less than half-time training.
Education must be completed
within eight years from the
date of discharge or eight years
from the effective date of the
act, which ever is later. Train-
ing is provided for active-duty
members of the Armed Forces
who have served at least two
years, a portion of which oc-
curred after January 31, 1955.

These active-duty members
may receive payments for fees
and tuition. Administrative pro-
visions of the GI Bill for veter-
ans of the Korean conflict and
the war orphans’ training pro-
gram are applicable to this pro-
posed program. Schools will be
approved by .State approval
agencies of the various States,
and these agencies ‘will be re-
sponsible for extending super-
vision to approved schools.

GUARANTEED AND DIRECT
HOME LOANS — Benefits of
both the guaranteed and the
direct home loans programs are
extended to veterans discharged
after January 31, 1955.

The guarantee of a loan by a
private lender in the amount of
$7,500 is extended to this group
and, in areas established as
direct loan areas where guar-
anteed finanecing has not gen-
erally been available, a maxi-
mum direct loan of $17,500 is
authorized.

The Administrator of Vet-
erans’ Affairs is authorized to
regulate interest rates, consis-
tent with the ceiling established
for Department of Housing and
Urban Affairs. A fund is estab-
lished for the Administrator to
offset losses under this program,
by requiring the veteran to pay
0.05 per cent of his loan at clos-

ing. .

There were a series of breaks |
at that time that had him going |
day and night, to a point where | ‘
he had practically reached the |
limit of endurance. During that |
same period he reportedly had |
several embarassing incidents
with Commissioners which may |
have had something to do with |
his final decision.

There have been rumors,
ever since the resignation of
Glassford in mid - December,
1964, that it was just the first
of moves by the City Commis-
sion to force the resignation of
all those who had been appoint-
ed by him during his more than
15 years as the city’s top ad-
“ministrator.

It was harassment at Com-
mission meetings that eventu-
ally forced Glassford to seek
employment elsewhere.

It was the same kind of
tactics that brought the res-
ignation of City Clerk Rich-
ard Shafer last fall to accept a
position in Palm Springs,
Calif. The Commission in a
series of calculated moves
gradually took power away
from Shafer, duties that were
definitely assigned to the
City Clerk by the Charter,
and practically reduced him
to the position of a head
clerk rather than that of a
City Clerk.

-He smarted under the embar-
rassing position for several
months until his position be-
came untenable snd then look-
ed elsewhere. At least one Com-
missioner publicly found fault
with Shafer because he was not
a trained accountant — some-
thing that was not required at
the time he was hired.

- Now in just slightly more
than a year and a half from
the time Glassford left to go
to Albion, the city has lost
the services of two depart-
ment heads. A third, Police
Chief Fisher, who served as
interim City Manager prior to
the appointment of Blodgett,
has been the subject of criti-
cism by at least one member
of the Commission on more
than one occasion in recent
meetings.

‘Which brings another point to
mind—How can a Commission
successfully drive off three
valued employees in a period
: of 16 months and then devote
time in 20 meetings of 27 to
iron out difficulties with a build-
er that are still unresolved?

Perhaps some of the answers
will come when a successor is
named to Bida. City Manager
Blodgett came from Marysville,
0., after serving earlier in Ann
Arbor The mnew City Clerk
Eugene Slider is from Edge-
. water, Colo., but had previous
experience in Ann Arbor.

The head of the Marysville,
0. Department of Public
Works has been a frequcnt
visitor to Plymouth in the
past three or four months.

During Bida’s 10 years, the
Plymouth DPW has become
known as one of the most effi-
cient in southeastern Michigan.
He was here for the widening |
and paving of Main Street. He,
and his men worked on the im- |
provements to the water and
sewer system. He was here for | '
the opening of the mew reserv- 3
oir and the razing of the Church 1
Street tower and the proposed ;
demolition of the one on Byron |
Street that has never been used |
by the city after it was ap-l
proved by an earlier City Com- |
mission.

Joe has been a leader in Ply- i
mouth’s Junior Baseball pro- |
gram for years and was one of
the prime movers in the organ-
ization of the Plymouth Com-
munity Junior Basketball Lea-

gue.

The DPW has been responsi-
ble for the care of Riverside
Cemetery, all of the city’s parks
and playgrounds, the water de-
partment, the streets, rubbish |
pickup, installation of decora-
tions for all civic events in- |
cluding the Fall Festival, July |
Fourth and Christmas and at |
the various sales conducted by |
the downtown merchants.

It was just a year ago at this
same time that Bida and his
men were praxsed by the city's l
business, civic, industrial and |
school leaders for the speed with |
which they cleared Plymouth'
streets, following one of the|
worst snowstorms In recentl
history.

@Plymouth Lions Hear

Of Evans’ Expansion

The Plymouth Lions Club was
told about the steps Evans Pro-
'ducts Company’s management
took which led to the remark-
able upturn in the sales and
| earnings of the company during
' the past four years.

Sam Hudson, Director of Ad-
vertising, and Public Relations
of Evans’ Transportation Equip-
ment Group, told the Lions that
Evans lost $3 million on $98 mil-
lion of sales in 1961.

He said the company’s ag-
gressive, new marketing ap-
proach that began taking shape
in 1962 culminated in sales and
net earnings for 1965 which were
the highest in the company’s
history. Sales for 1965 were
$246,941,000, a 19 per cent in-
crease over the previous year.
Earnings rose to $8,404,000, an
increase of 28 per cent over
1964, the prior record year.

Hudson said the company,
headed by Board Chairman and
Chief Executive Officer Mon-
ford A. Orloff and President
C.C. Knudsen, eliminated sev-
eral losing operations which
had hampered the company’s
progress.

-These included a bicycle
manufacturing division which
had 1955 to 1962 losses of $4
million; a laminated door di-
vision which lost $3.5 mllion
over a 10-year period, and an
obsolete plywood plant which
had pre-tax losses of $2.5 mil-
lion between 1959 and 1962.

The company decided, how-
ever, to hold on to its oldest and
now fastest growing operation,
the Transportation Equipment
Division, which has been head-
quartered in Plymouth since
1945. The operation, headed by
Executive Vice President
James J. Conway, is now known
as the Transportation Equip-
ment Group. It is made up of
the Railway Equipment Divi-
sion, Research and Develop-
ment Division, and a subsidiary,
the United States Railway
Equipment Company.

All but the latter are head-
quartered in Plymouth. In ad-
dition to its plant in Plymouth,
the Transportation Equipment
Group operates plants in Grand
Rapids and Gagetown, Mich.;
Chicago, .Annapolis, Md.; Blue
Island, Ill.; and Washington,
Ind.

Hudson told the Lions that
the importance the company’s
management places on the local
operation is demonstrated by
recent developments in the
transportation equipment end
of Evans’ activities.

These include:

—A $1.5 million expendi-
ture to expand Evans’ new
freight car-building plant at
Plymouth. This expansion,
which began in July of 1965,

was barely started when a |

further expansion was an-
nounced in August. Construc-
tion is scheduled for comple-

| The capital expenditures pro-
{gram of the Transportation
| Equipment Group increased
from $150,000 in 1962 to more
than $6 million in 1966 (includ-
ing a carry-over of work begun
in 1965).

The Transportation® Equip-
ment operation now has 646,000
square feet of manufacturing
facilities under roof at Plym-
outh. It also has 139,000 square
feet outside installation area,
45,000 square feet of outside
craneways, .and 250,000 square
feet of hard surfaced outside
storage area.

The company has 5.3 miles of
its own railroad tracks on its
115-acre property at Plymouth.
This enables it to install its
damage-prevention devices in
more than 150 freight cars at
any one time. *

Hudson said the. Transporta-
tion Equipment Group operates
five of its own freight cars as
“rolling laboratories.” Each of
these cars, which shippers can
request through railroads, is
equipped with a complete range
of Evans’ damage-prevention
devices. These cars provide
Evans’ ‘Research #nd Develop
ment Division with valuable in-
formation concerning the ship-
ment of all kinds of commodi-
ties.

He said the economic impor-
tance of Evans to the Plym-
outh community is evident in
its increasing yearly payroll.
In 1963 Evans’ Plymouth plant
payroll was $5, . In 1965
it rose to $9,200,000.

The average number of em-
ployees at the P‘i'&louth plant
has risen from 780 in 1963 to a
1965 average of 1,203. Current
employment is over the 1,400
mark. The total number of em-
ployees at all the Transporta-
tion Equipment Group’s plants
is approximately 2,500.

On January 1, 1966, Michigan
became the first state to offer
comprehensive protection
against the negligence of mot-
orists who are pot insured. On
that date the new Motor Veh-
icle Accident| Claims Fund
began accepting applications
for compensation from persons
injured by uninsured motorists
on Michigan highways.

The Accident Claims Fund
will pay up to $10,000 for in-
juries to any ome person, $20,-
000 for injuries to all persons
in a 'single accident and $5,000

for property damage in excess }

of $200.

In order for the Claims
Fund to compensate persons
injured by an uninsured mot-
orist, the uninsured motorist
must first admit responsibi-
lity for the accident or fail to
respond within 30 days to a
notice from the Claims Fund
that a request for payment
has been made. Otherwise, it
is necessary for the injured
person to file a law suit
against the uninsured motor-
ist, obtain a2 judgment, and
then present the judgment to
the Fund for payment.

The Claims Fund also com-
pensate Michigan residents for
bodily injury caused by hit ard
run drivers. In this case, how-
ever, it is necessary to bring a
law suit against the Secretary
of State. Compensation can be
obtained from the Fund for both
bodily injury and property dam-
age caused by the driver of a
stolen vehicle after suit bas
been filed against the Secretary
of State.

Thus, for the first time, if
you are a Michigan resident in-
jured on a Michigan highway
as a result of someone else’s
negligence, and through no fault
of your own, you are assured
of being compensated for your
injuries up to the maximum
amounts of $10,000 and $20,000.

Your right to this compensa-
tion does not depend upon you
yourself being an insured driv-
er. You may be an uninsured
motorist or a pedestrian and
still recover from the Fund.

When the Fund compens-
ates a victim of an uninsured
motorist, the law requires
that the driver’s license and
vehicle registration of the un-
insured motorist be immed-
ately suspended until such
time as the uninsured motor-
ist repays the Fund or begins
repayment in installments.
The uninsured motorist will al-
so be required to prove financ-
ial responsibility for the fut.
ure, usually by purchasing an
automobile insurance policy.

The Claims Fund is financed
by the $1 fee paid by insured
motorists and the $35 fee paid
by uninsured motorists at the
time of buying license plates
each year. Ownpers of motor-
bikes and motorcycles must pay
the same fees.

Case for Aiding Private Colleges

Michigan’s legislators are facing the gigan-
tic task of providing eduecation for all of its
citizens realistically. State Senator Majority
Leader Raymond Dzendzel plans to introduce
a bill within the next few days for “state aid
to private colleges and universities of
Michigan.”
~ The proposal provides state grants, ranging
from $50 to $500 a year, to students attending
private colleges or umiversities. It also provides
2 matching two-thirds for construction purposes.

Inasmuch as Madonna College, a private
four-year college in liberal arts, is much in-
terested in this bill, then perhaps residents of
the area should do everything they can to urge
the legislators to pass the bill.

The bill would help the student in many
ways, among them: ,

It would minimize the tuition differential
between private and public institutions.

It would guarantee individual freedom in
the choice of a college,

It would transfer the overload of enrollment
from public to private colleges, thus ensuring
better educational advantages for all

It would promote maximum utilization of
facilities and resources in all institutions.

The bill would fulfill the state obligation to
belp all its citizens.

It bhas been estimated that each student
enrolled in public colleges costs the tax-
payers $1,000 each year. Michigan  private
colleges and universities could absorb 10,900
of these students in 1966. Madonna College
alone could take 500 more students without
Increasing classrooms or lab facilities.

The cost to the taxpayer, under the proposal,
would be only $4.7 million in state funds, thus

saving the state close to $5 million annually.

Construction grants would enable private
schools to accommodate 20,000 more students
with only an estimated $3.2 million grant from
the state. Similar programs are operating suc-

cessfully in Wisconsin, Connecticut and New

York, and why shouldn’t Michigan be added
to the list?

You can help yourself, your children, your
dual system of education by writing or phoning
your state representative. Let them know you
are in favor of the bill, that you want more of
the tax money and that you support Michigan’s
dual system of education.

There is a definite need for a bill of this
type. But it needs the support of all to make
the Legislature know that ecitizens want it
passed. Do your bit now to aid the state's
private colleges and universities by letting
your state representative know how you feel

A GOP weirdo is a bill to give authority to courts to
force a husband to pay a wife’s attorney fees in divorce
action.

County Home Rule Bill was finally reported out
of committee and is on the floor of the House for action.

Committee Chairman and Livonia’s Representative
Marvin Stempien (D) said he felt the bill will pass both
houses this time without any major change.

Most of the changes took place before it came out
of committee, in my opinion. :

One thing it would do on the one-man-one-vote would
require reapportionment (again) of Michigan counties by
May 15 into districts with equal population.

This will shake up some potential candidates like
Cliff Smart, now State Rep. from Oakland County con-
sidering running for Farrell Roberts’ Senatorial seat.
Senator Roberts is going to try for one of the two open
judicial seats. State Rep. from Farmington Ray Baker
is also considering taking the plunge. The salary is the
same for State Rep. as it is for Senator, however, for
the first time the Senators will be running for a Tour year
term rather than two as the Representatives do. A very
attractive package for a shy campaigner like Rep. Baker.

If the County Home Rule Bill passes, regardless of
how it is presently watered down, it will strengthen
urban and suburban residents on county government
representation.

It will change representation such as Nankin Town-
ship represented by one member on the Wayne County
Board and having a population of 75,783 and Belleville
also with one vote having a population of 1,921 people.

Mayor Edwin J. Freeh, Jr., of Garden City and
Mayor Harvey Moelke of Livonia were opposed to the
Bill and voted against endorsement because it “locked
in” the present elective county officers on a partisan

basis.

Even more importantly they felt it robbed cities
of power of local government. per cent of the
communities represented at the Board Table (not by
popular vote) could take from Livonia, i.e., their Zon-
ing, Planning, Police, etc., if they voted to do se.
OshKosh, Michigan, and 49 other like communities
decided they did not want to maintain city govern-

Atty. General Continues Probe

The investigation into activi-

ties of the Peoples Community
Hospital Authority is still being
continued  and additional war-
rants may be issued if evidence
of wrongdoing admissable in
court is discovered according to
staff members of Attorney Gen-
eral Frank J. Kelley.
Assist. Attorney General Pat-
rick Foley said the investigation
is by no means complete but that
evidence admissable in court
must be obtained before any
criminal warrant is issued.

Foley was quick to point
out action taken by Kelley was
not meant to imply all 42
members of the board were
equally guilty.

Foley said the Attorney Gen-
eral plans on recommending
legislative amendments to a bill
introduced by State Rep. Vin-
cent Petitpren (D-Wayne) de-
signed to curb lobbying expen-
ses of the PCHA, He urged city
officials whose municipalities
belong to the PCHA to recom-
mend legislation to their state
representatives and senators.
Assist. Attorney General Mil-
ton Firestone said the Peoples
Community Hospital Authority
is a good vehicle for providing
services but operational areas
of appropriations, bidding and
communication needs to be im-
proved.

The day after Firestone and
Foley made their remarks at
a Garden City meeting, Com-
mon Pleas Court Judge Jul-
fan P. Rodgers Jr. dismissed
embezzlement charges against
Kenneth W. Gremore, former
PCHA executive director.

Rodgers ruled the prosecution
failed to establish evidence of a
relationship that Gremore “was
entrusted to -handle funds for
the Annapolis Hospital medical
staff. Gremore was charged by
Kelley of embezzling $550.98
from the Apnapolis medical staff

before the holiday.
