If there is anything more magical or more removed
from workaday living than interviewing Lana Turner we
haven't discovered it yet

Monday kna came to town and the press gathered
in the East Room of the Sheraton Cadillac Hotel to greet
her. There was no long drawn out delay or pretentious
entrance, just a light tapping of heels, a scent of a dainty
floral perfume and she was among us. She is the most
beautiful person I have seen, and one of the nicest.
Her long golden hair was coifed about her head and she
wore a beige silk ribbon knit suit collared and cuffed in
beige mink. Her grooming is flawless.

She is very aMive in her manner of speaking, her
sapphire eyes flash, and she flings her hands wide open
to illustrate a point. If anyone expected that her glamor-
ous appearance was the cover-up for a passive mind, they
were sadly disappointed.

She is a very intelligent person and can discuss her
business and its different aspects in a very forthright
manner.

When she was asked if the stars didn't have a better
deal today than they did formerly, she said, "Yes. For-
merly we had to do just as we were told.

She is looking forward to her next movie but con-

"I can't stand the "sick" themes of today,
id firmly, "the movies are for entertainment". She

would like to do a mystery play with William Holden,
whom she has admired for a long time.

We felt we hit on one of the strongest points of
Lana's allure.

She likes things
to be pleasant and in good taste. She won't abide smut or

More than this, she really cares what her public
thinks. She got up early, early, in the morning to look
like a picture for the press, and she listened attentively to
everyone opinions.

This warning mar be too late for some
drivers but after Feb. 28 mly operator of a
motor vehicle driving without poesession of a
certificate of insurance can be folmd guilty of
a misdemeanor.

Not only is a eertificate of insurance neces-
sary to purchase ke„se plates but it also must
be in the possession of the driver just as an
operators license and certificate of registration
must be. Section IV of the Uninsured Motorists
Act declares:

"ne owner or operator 0, a motor vehicle
who operates or permits its operadon opera
the highways oithis state shan produce, upon
the request of any peace emeer, evidence that
the vehicle is an in=red motor vehicle, or
that the Imins=ed motor veide fee hal been
Dalr

Section m indicates that any person failing

to produce mich evidence whenrequested to do
10 * within a reasomble time is guilty ot a
misdemeanor.

If you are stopped by a police officer and
asked for a proof of insurance of a receipt for
$35, and are unable to furnish such documents,
a ticket can legally be awarded. If you possess
the necessary documents but left it home, you
must appear with such proof and may face a
day off work to prove your innocence. If you
have no proof of insurance, and have not paid
the $35 fee, your driver's license can be sus-
pended or revoked.

So don't throw away your certificate of in-
surance. According to the Secretary of State, it
is as necessary as a driver's license or certifi-
ate of registration to legally operate an auto-
mobile.

Over at Middlebelt and Schoolcraft roads, the

Detroit Race Course stands idle these days. It hasn't
operated since late in October.

The same holds true across town at Hazel Park.

Meantime, across the river in Windsor, the new
trotting oval is doing a big business. Folks are betting
over two million bucks a week.

All of which is very nice...to let our Canadian
cousins prosper.

But, why at our expense?
The Windsor Raceway folks admit that 70 per-

cent of those who come to their establishment each
night are Americans.

This means more than a million and a half bucks
a week are being taken out of Michigan, out of the
United States, for betting purposes.

Multiply that figure by 16 weeks, the length of
the Windsor season, and the amount becomes stagger-
ing, especially when you stop to remember that Michi-
gan takes something like an eight percent cut out of
every buck wagered at the DRC, Hazel Park, North-
ville and Jackson.

Ironically, while the state is screaming for new
tax money, its racing commissioner - one Barry
Beamon - keeps saying he thinks our present racing
schedule is long enough in Michigan.
