Some 20,000 spectators
jammed Wonderland Center
Saturday to witness a dan-
ling display of high-altitude
sky-diving by members of
the U.S. Army parachute
tearn.

Thousands more watched
the hou r-1 ong exhibitions
from their homes.

Staged in conjunction with
Livonia Boy Scout Day, the
spectacular aerial shows, one
at 11 am., and a second at
3 p.m., came off without a
mishap. Three of the nine
chutists involved, missed

the Wonderland field target
during the final show and
landed near Ford Field.

The chutists jumped at an
altitude of 13,500 feet and
plummeted earth ward at
speeds reaching nearly 150
miles per hour before open-
ing their vivid black and or-
ange parachutes.

All nine chutists landed
dead on target-an area less
than 20-feet square--in the
first exhibition. Wonderland
switchboards were jammed
with calls inquiring about
the safety of the jumpers.

(The calls were prompted
by the intentional collapse
and cutaway of a secondary
chute used by one of the
jumpers.)

None of the chutists were
injured.

Regardless of the highest motives and the

comforts of easy chairs at home, elected gov-
ernmental boards should avoid informal,
private meetings at which public business is
discussed.

Whenever the entire body assembles with
advance notice that it will, as a group, con-
sider one or more matters pertaining to the
functioning of the public agency for which
it sets policy, the public should know that
such a meeting has been called.

In Howell, the board president said .sev.
eral years ago the public could not be in-
vited "because there would not be enough
German chocolate cake to go around."

This is a reasonable statement but not

sufficient,to justify the type of meeting.
To attempt to differentiate'' between

meetings that would be considered "busi-
ness' meetings and those which are not,
here are some guidelines:

The following types of meetings will be
construed as bona fide meetings of a duly
constituted government body:

1. When the entire board has been noti-
fied to convene (regardless of whether all
attend) to consider public business:

a. At a regular meeting
b. A meeting held in a public building

c. A gathering in a home or place not

publicly owned but where advance an-

jury duty at the same time, but we dis-
agree with establishing a blanket policy.

Every citizen in our society has certain
inalionable rights. They also have respon-
sibilities and jury duty happens to be one
of them.

We fail to see how teachers can be

expected to leach about government and
the rights and responsibililies of its citi-
sens when the, are required by contract
to duck one of ihe mos: fundamental of

the re,ponsibililies of a citizen.
It might seem to be a small point and

jury duty can be a very unpleasant task.
However, we have one thought. If this duty
isn't really important enough to make some
sacrifice, then is the responsibility of citi-
zens to obey laws for the greater good of
society important enough to observe? Or is
even voting important enough to stand in
line at the polls or get up an extra 15 min-
utes earlier in the morning?

Just where do we draw a line between

the important and fundarnental responsi-
bilities of citizenship and those that we
can try to duck? We don't think a line can
be drawn because all citizen responsibilities
are important.

The following types of gatherings would
not be considered meetings at which public
business is expected to be transacted:

1. A public function to which the board
would be invited as guests and conversation
would consist of "shop talk."

2. A gathering after a meeting for sociali-
zation where conversation would not be con-

ducted on an organized basis.
3. Some sort of industrial or educa-

tional class which a board might be attend-
ing where an instructor would be the pre-
siding officer. However, if conditions permit,
there is value to have prospective board
members and interested citizens present.

4. A meeting to which all board mem.
bers were not summoned. This could be a

committee meeting or caucus. Even commit-
tee meetings, too, can be of great importance
and it is wise to include the public when
possible.

Public business would be defined as any
matters which pertain to the particular
governmental agency, being considered by
officials in their capacity as government
officials.

A Cornell University bot-
tanist estimates there has
been a 30 per cent increase
in the kinds of plants offered
for sale in the United States
since 1940.

Prof. Harold E. Moore Jr.,
director of the Liberty Hyde
Baily Horotorium in the New
York State College of Agri-
culture at Cornell has the

chore of identifying these im-
migrant plants and incorpor-
ating their names and de-
scripUons in a new plant
dictionary.

Many of the stranger-
plants come from Hawaii and
Central and South America.

Sick elm trees, infected

with Dutch elm disease, have
prompted many property
owners to invest in treat-

ments of dubious value, ac-
wording to the Michigan De-
partment of Agriculture.

As yet, the only recom-
mended control is spraying to
kill elm bark beetles that

spread the infection, along
with destruction of diseased
and dead trees.

square feet. The auditorium
walls are covered with purple
Velvetex with panels 12 feet
in height. Both side walls
are 30 feet high and illum-
inated from floor to floating
ceiling by special fluorescent
lighting on giant dimmers.
The grand drape fronting
the stage is in hot pink satin
washed by 3.000 watts of
floodlight from the ceiling.
Seats are in purple 100 per
cent wool backed with rigid-
ized chrome with matching
standards.

Eggs and the Bride 

f

BY FAITH GILLESPIE

"An egg is an object which
in its natural state comes en-

closed in a very brittle shell.
When you wish to open one,
crack it smartly in the mid-
dle across the sharp edge of
some stable device, such as
a thin-sided bowl. Place a

saucer underneath it to

catch the meat."

The above excellent advice

comes from "Sixpence in Her
Shoe" (Phyllis McGinley, Mc-
millan Co., New York)., Go
ahead and try it. Crack it
smartly, but don't smash it.

If you are ever to be ade·
quate, even, as a cook, you
will sooner or later have to

come to terms with the egg.
The egg is an amazing com-

modity. The shell is beautiful,
whether white or brown. It

is perfectly designed, with
balance, symmetry, grace,
and air-tightness, a packag-
ing idea that has never been
matched by all the skill and
cunning of man. To think the
hen does it all by herself,
mostly!

Inside this neat littlecon-

tainer with its appealing styl-
ing, there is a remarkable
fruit which can be used for

what seems an infinite vari-

ety of culinary purposes,
changing its character and
personality radically and
often.

The egg oan be used to:
Leaven - by beating to

make light and airy, as in
cakes.

Thicken - by cooking in
custards, puldings, and
sauces-

Coat - in breading meats
and fish, and some vege-
tables.

Bind - when mixed with

meat loaves and croquettes.
Emulsify - in combining

liquids, as in salad dressings.
Clarify - in the prepara-

tion of consume' or in
"boiled" coffee.

In addition to those quali-
ties, the egg adds color, rich-
ness, and flavor to all sorts
of dishes. As if this weren't

enough. eggs can be cooked
and eaten all by themselves.

If you are just learning to
crack an egg, plan on serving
scrambled eggs because you
will no doubt stick your
thumb into a couple.

To scramble eggs for two,
crack 4 eggs into a small
bowl. Add 2 to 3 tablespoons
of water, milk, or light cream
and stir together till the
