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Wbat Does It Mean To Educate?

OBSERVING

the Scene . 1..
By MYRA CHANDLER

"The less government we have, the better-the
fewer laws, the less confided power."

It has always been my idea the above wisdom
from Ralph Waldo Emerson inspired George Orwell
to write his book "1984."

Education has many purposes: to pre
pare children to be productive members of
their economic society; to acquaint them
with their place in the fabric of history;
to enrich their lives with the ctitural ex-
periences of the arts; to reinforce the con-
structive social values generally agreed
upon by our society; to help them, insofar
as possible, to fulfill their potential talents
as human beings. To summarize, one can
say that the primary purpose of education
is to prepare our children to cope with the
problems which will face them in their
future.

We recognize this principle when we
teach them to read, which makes it possible
to transmit some kinds of information more
efficiently. We recognize it when we teach
science and mathematics, for we are pre-
dicting that knowledge of these areas is
going to be essential for informed decision
making in the future; we recognize it when
we teach specified vocational skills on the
basis that these skills will still be in de
mand when the children enter the labor
market.

And we also recognize this primary pur-
pose when we teach children about the so-
cial structire of the world around them, for
informed decision making about social con-
flict situations may be even more important
to their futures than their knowledge of
basic principles of mathematics or science.

Let us consider from an instructional
point of view the recent Shared-Learning-
Experience involving children from Stark
Elementary School. One basic assumption

 which must be accepted is that teaching
children about the world around them is a
legitimate function of the public school sys-
tem. We know, on the basis of both de-
velopmental psychology and the experience
of our educators, that the world of a child
is a continually expanding world.

From his earliest experiences with his
mother the infant first learns what to ex-
pect from other people. His social world
increases to inclule the family unit and his
geographical world, the home. As a pre-
school child he learns about his own block.
neighborhood, other children, and through

stories and television, of the existence of a
still larger world. In school he generally ac-
quires the experiences and knowledge nec-
essary to place these worlds in perspective.
He learns of similarities and differences be-

tween individuals, groups, and nations; be-
tween the ways in which they live, the
values and patterns governing their exist-
ence, and the physical worlds which sur-
round them. These things are taught in
the hope that through knowledge and under·
standing the adults of the future may make
more rational decisions about their social
problems.

Now that we have discussed the neces-
sity for teaching social concepts, let us look
at techniqoes of teaching. One striking
observation concerning the teaching of ab-
stract concepts, particularly to children, is
that these concepts are best learned through
immediacy of experience, through discov-

"ery rather than as a result of being talked
at, either vocally or in print. This principle
accounts for the widespread use of "experi-
ments" and activities in which the child
can participate; field trips, etc.

Now the unit on the neighborhood,
which is the focus of this discussion,
is not, in any sense, a new or revolutionary
unit of study. It is part of an overall plan to
give to our children a realistic perspective
of the world around them. Your children
and mine have taken part in such units of
stuly, gone on field trips to see the build-
ings and the streets of downtown Detroit,
and even looked at the people who popu-
late these neighborhoods. What has been
added in the project we are discussing is
the OPPortunity to communicate with. rath-
er than look al. those strangers in that
foreign land-and the inner city is as for-
eign to our children as Paris, London, or
New Delhi. The Shared Learning Experi-
ence was, as its title suggests, a first hand
experience for all of these children to
learn about and participate in one aspect of
the world around them. As such, it meets
the tests of social value and educational
design which warrants the approval of the
Board, the Administration, the teaching
staff, and the community.

There's something more to safe driving than just
obeying the law. It's called t<defensive driving." And
it begins by keeping your eyes on the move, scanning
the road, watching irafic around you. Just in case
someone makes a mistake.

Here are six situations that can result in a two€ar
accident. For each, there's a simple defensive prepa-
ration. Study and remember them. They work. (Our
test drivers have proved it in over 339,000,000 miles
of driving since 1924 at the GM Proving Grounds.)

The driver ahead of you brakes suddenly.
Defense: Keep more distance than you think you
need between you and the car ahead of you. At 60
mph, for instance, with good tires and on a dry road
you need at least 300 feet to stop your car.
