the letter.

“There was similar neglect
of your welfare in the late
1950’s,” the doctors contin-
ued. “We sought to recruit
interns and resident doctors,
a practice commonplace at
most hospitals. The request
was rejected, To this day, you
do not enjoy the benefits of
intern and resident service.”

About a year ago, the doe-
tors reminded the public,
they “warned of the tactics of
the PCHA governing board.
Now we are seeing our worst
fears realized. Politics and
the Attorney General's
charge of misuse of publie
funds are only the beginning,
The deterioration of your
medical care could become
even worse.

‘The only method of pro-
tecting you, the patients, is
to restore the governing of
our actions to us. We medical
doctors must have, above all
else, the restoration of. our
medical by-laws. Further, the
replacement of many of the
present members of the gov-
erning board is essential to
obtaining a majority dedi-
cated to patient well-being in-
stead of politics, and we in-
tend to see this accomplish-
ed.”

The 20 doctors who will
withhold their services from
the Seaway Hospital indicat-
ed that this action is the only
way to express their opposi-
tion to the board's policies.

Dr. Robert J. Solomon,
named to replace Foote as
chief of staff at Outer Drive
Hospital, said he hoped that
he could serve as “a peace-
maker” in the controversy.

Years ago, when the Hon, John Marshall
was vice-president of the United States, he
made the famous observation that all Amer-
ica needed was a good five-cent cigar.

How times have changed!

If he were around today the Vice-Presi-
dent wouldn‘t be thinking about a cigar—
at any cost—no doubt, he would be like
most of us who feel that one of the dire
needs of the country today is a formula by
which labor and management can live in
an atmosphere without strikes.

One of the puzzling things about our pres-
ent way of life is the fact that American
ingenuity has helped to conquer the air and
space. It has brought almost unbelievable
things in communications such as radio and
television. And we long ago have conquered
the sea.

Yet, with all that know-how, we still are
cursed with strikes or the threat of strikes
any time labor and management come into
conflict. And what is even more amazing is
the fact that this seems to be the only
weapon available even though it is well
known that in these work stoppages nobody
wins.

One would think that a country that
boasts the know-how of America — the
know-how that put the world on wheels and
helped conquer some dread diseases—would
find a way to eliminate this cancer in labor
relations.

Years ago these strikes occurred only in
the ranks of the men who labored in the
coal mines and the steel mills and who were
not considered among the most intelligent
folks in the community. They thought if
they just refused to work the company
couldn’t make money. Little thought was
given to the fact that their income ceased,
too.

My first confrontation with the strike
formula came as a youth when, on the way
home from school one afternoon, I heard the
President of the major steel mill in our town
addressing the employees who were out on
strike.

“If you are not reasonable and return to
work,” he said, “you'll live to see the day
when grass will be growing on this site.”

The men just sneered. But there is grass
growing on the site of the old steel mill to-
day. And folks are still “going on strike.”

Instead of abating through the years the
use of this so-called “economic weapon”
now has spread to all forms of employ-
ment and only recently it became the tool
by which the teachers in our schools

This is most unfortunate because it deals
with the education of our children. During |
the past few weeks you have heard cries
trom several of the suburban areas that the
teachers shouldn’t be allowed to strike. Li-
vonia was most fortunate in that it reached
an agreement with the teachers before any-
thing drastic was done,

I can’t go along with those who think that
school teachers should not be permitted to
strike on the theory that they are supposed
to be “dedicated people.”

One must face up to the fact that “dedi-
cated people” have to-eat, too. And they
can't be blamed for attemptmg to better
their living conditions.

What I am most concerned about is that
the children are losing valuable days of
education at a time when education is more
important than in any other period in our
history.

That’s why some one— just as soon as
possible — should be able to come up with
a formula for settling these labor disputes
that would eliminate strikes forever,

If this doesn’t happen there is no telling
to what extiremes employers will go 1o
achieve their ends. Recently the public
prints told of a plan being studied by
clergymen, supposedly, the most dedi-
cated of all persons, to form a union so
their demands could be heard. Imagine
that!

Reminded me of the time the minister of
our little church back home, at the close of |
» Sunday service, stepped in front of thel
pulpit and calmly announced, “I am sorry |
to tell you that I am leaving this congrega-'
tion. I have had a “call” to another town.”

All was quiet for a moment as the Pres-
byterians sat stiffly in their pews. Then |
from the back of the church came a voxce,!
“If you weren't promised more money,|
would you have heard the call?” ,

So, frowning on “dedicated” persons is |
not the answer. ~

This week we would like
to take the salary issue and
try to explain why the teach-
ers think they should be paid
more than the Board has
been willing to give.

Salary depends on 30
many different variables
that it is difficult to com-
pare one system fo another,
but we will fry to justify
our position from a local
point of view.

We teach in a community
that is above average as far
as available revenues are con-
cerned. Plymouth has a high-
er assessed valuation behind
each student than any other
school district in this immedi-
ate area. Only one comes
close and that is South Red-
ford.

This year Plymouth had
$16.348 of assessed valua-
tion behind each student.
and this will be increased
to much more with the ad-
ditional revenues from the
state equalized valuation.
Qur closest neighbors have

the following: Livonia, $11,-
902 behind each child; Wayne
$8,112; Garden City $5,321;
Northville $13,214; Nankin
Mills $5,801; Redford Union
$7,500; Farmington $8,941;
and South Redford $17,045.

You see by the above fig-

ures that Plymouth is far bet-

ter off financially than any |

of the above districts except
South Redford.

Now let's see what some of
these so-called average, or
poorer, districts have settled
for in salaries for their teach-
érs next year,

Livonia settled for an av-
erage of over $9.000 as a
maximum for an AB de-
gree and an average of
over $10.000 for an MA de-
gree (average for a two
year contract.) It takes 11
years 2o arrive at the max-
imum for an AB degree
and 12 years for an MA
degree with each degree
decreasing one step the sec-
ond year of the contract.

MA degree.

Redford Union, a poor
district, went 39.147 in 10
years for an AB degree
maximum and $9.955 for
an MA — also in 10 steps.
South Redford, which com-
pares to Plymouth, gave a
beginning salary of $5.750
and a maximum of $9,275
to their AB teachers, and
6.150 to $10,580 to teach-

| ers with an MA degree —

both arrived at in 10 years.

Plymouth with nearly

Name CBD ‘Study Committee

The National Association of
Home Builders thinks the
government was barking jup
the wrong tree when | it
raised interest rates on A
and VA-backed home mort-

| | gages.

The rate has been raxsed
twice this year to keep yields
on these loans competitive
with other investments, |in-
cluding conventional mort-

gages.

Instead of raising the in-
terest rate, builders say.
the government should al-
low them to pass along to
homebuyers the discounts
or points that builders now
must absorb as a cost of
doing business.

This would save buyers
money on many kinds of
mortgages, particularly long-
er term ones, the builders
contend.

Points are the extra charges
lenders tack onto mortgage
loans to bring the yield up to
what they could earn else-
where,

For example, it takes 3.5
points or $525 to raise the
yield on a 25-year, $15,000
mortgage from 5.25 per cent
to 5.75 per cent.

Lenders are forbidden to
charge homebuyers poinis.

So builders have to pay
them unless they can find
some way of working them
into the cost of the house.

In a competitive housing
market, this is hard to do.

The government has
raised the FHA and VA in-

terest rate from 5.25 to 5.75
per cent in an effort to-

eliminate these points.

Before Paint

Here's a real helpmate with
a problem:

“My husband is building a
playroom for our children,

But the builders say thls He is lining the walls with

ordinary plywood, and I
wanted to surprise him by
doing some of the painting.

“A friend mentions that
plywood will absorb paint
and it will just be a waste.
My husband has bought
the paint, (at least I think
it's for the walls), and I
haven't the wvaguest idea
what he had in mind, if he
didn’t plan to use it.

“I don’t want to ask him as
it will spoil the surprise.”

It seems that you need a
penetrating sealer over ply-
wood that has been sanded
(with all the little specks re-

moved).

All the little nail holes
must be filled in and a coat of
pigmented penetrating seal-
er applied.

If the top coat is to be a
gloss enamel, a second coat
must be made of half top-
coat gloss enamel, half
enamel undercoat.

The more you get into this,
the more you will see that it
would be best to discuss the
whole idea with your hus-
band.

He'll be surprised at the
suggestion, which may be
just as much fun.

It could be that he prefers |
another method, or that he
had changed his mind about

painting the plywood and
might like the natural finish
to show.
