When making calculations,
don’t forget to include thel
floor and ceiling as well as
the inside of the closet door.

The reason for lining the |
closet completely is to!
achieve maximum protection
from moths.

The appealing feature of
lining a closet with red
cedar, from the novice
handyman'’s view, it that it
can be applied directly
over the old wall surface.
First, of course, clear the
wall of any fixtures or
hooks.

The cedar should be ap-
plied from the botiom up.
Place the first piece of cedar,
groove down, in a horizontal
position at the bottom of a
wall. If it is too long, cut it
to fit.

In cutting cedar, remem-
ber to cut the tongue end so
that the remaining piece can
be fitted above the first piece
to start another row. The
idea is to build up much like
a bricklayer does.

The best way to fasten
cedar strips to the wall is
with small finishing nails.
Nail into the stud, which can
be located by tapping the
wall with a hammer. When
the tapping has a flat sound,
the stud has been located. To
be certain, drive in a nail.

Mark the position of the
stud with a vertical pencil
line before starting on
another. Use the same tech-
nique for the ceiling.

After the closet lining has

molding. Check the door to
be certain it closes tightly.

Putting up panels is like
ABC with a new cartridge-
type adhesive made especi-
ally for this purpose. Just
squeeze out a small amount
on the exposed studs and add
the panels, No on-the-job
finishing is needed.

Chances are the cabin's
‘exterior also needs a face-
lifting. Adding new siding
such as Ruf-X-ninety, which
has a textured surface, is
relatively easy for the ama-
teur carpenter.

Two new, hardy holly
plants will be available this
fall.

The complimenting Blue
Girl and Blue Boy (you need
a male and a female) were so
named (by Jackson & Per-
kins) because' of the blue
overcast to their glossy, dark
green leaves.

Blué Girl and Blue Boy
may be maintained as com-
pact, low-growing shrubs or
as a hedge three to four feet
tall.

Pecple often ask me why
the makers of lawn fertilizers
don’t color their products so
that when you feed the lawn
you can see where you've
been. It's a good idea, but
easier said than done.

When you spread fertilizer
the idea is to get it down in
ctontact with the soil where
it can go to work. And the
better it does this the less
likely you are to see it, no
matter what color it is.

One solution is to attach

a pair of markers to your
spreader. These are cups
that fit alongside each
wheel and can be filled
with ordinary flour. Either
cup can be iripped from
the handle as you walk
along, leaving little white
guide marks to show your
progress.

I have seen these on sale
and assume that any Scotts
dealer could get them for
you.

Yes I Said Lottery

Several weeks ago one of our state leg-
islators let it be known that he favored a
state conducted lottery as a means of help-
ing to pay for the building of schools, the
education of our children and thus bring
relief to the over-burdened tax-payer.

It wasn’t a new idea by any means.
But the mere mention of a state conducted
loL.ery caused considerable eye-brow lifting
and many folks scoffed at the though of it.

Why?

What'’s wrong with the idea of a state
conducted lottery?

Properly supervised, it could be the
means of raising thousands of dollars.
What's more, it would be a painless method
of raising such funds as only those who
wished to gamble would be footing the bill.

For years the Irish Sweepstakes have
been popular in this country. Folks have
been known to pull all sorts of strings just
to purchase a ticket. And the state of New
Hampshire, two years ago, sponsored a
lottery that surpassed all expectations.

So, why not a lottery in Michigan?

Of course, the professional do-gooders
will holler loud and long that it is wrong
o finance education of our children with
money derived from gambling. You'll
hear them make all sorts of charges.
such as the lowering of our moral stand-
ards, etc. Buf, strangely. these profes-
sional do-gooders never have a substitute

when it was learned that the Detroit Race
Course was to be built in Livonia. There
were all sorts of charges made — that we
couldn’t stand the traffic — that our young-
sters would be killed on the streets — that
the track would attract the wrong element
to the city, etc.

Yet, after the track was built and put
into operation there was nary a word of
protest about the City of Livonia accepting
the $500,000 check as its share of the pari-
mutuel betting each year.

What would the Livonia tax rate be if
it didn’t get the “race track” money?

Just a few weeks ago, when a strike
delayed the opening of the track at North-
ville, it was pointed out that the ‘“racing
money”’ provided one third of the budget
required to operate the community. Instead
of protesting the racing, folks were indig-
nant that a portion of the money may be
lost — and thus boost their taxes.

This control could be placed in the office
of the Secretary of State. And the control
would be centered on the sale of tickets.
It could be established that official state
lottery tickets could be purchased only at
branch offices of the Secretary of State
and that no sales would be made by other
individuals or individual solicitation.

In this manner a tight control could be
kept on the sale of tickets and a firm grip
kept on the purse strings. And there would
be an official accounting of every cent.

Americans are gamblers at heart. It is
naive to think the only betting done on
horses is at the race tracks. And how about
the baseball and football pools that repre-
sent a million dollar industry in the state —
and from which the state collects nary a
dime?

A state controlled lottery would satisfy
the uge to gamble — and help to provide
the education of our children — and pre-
venting us from becoming hump back from
carrying the tax load.

What's wrong with that?

Politicians sometimes find out the more they are
known the less they are loved.

Don't feel bad fellows, the same holds true with
newspaper political writers. I can remember sitting
at the Woman'’s desk turning out hearts and flowers
and pollyanna piatitudes each week brought me
endearing notes and no enemies.

Switching to the political scene the mash notes
have trickled down to my kids and cousins and the
line forms to the left with the bows and arrows.

Expressing one's self in politics may have its
frustrations, but not being able to tell vour story is
catastrophic. Particularly if you are one of a long
list of lawyers running for a comparatively short
list of judgeships.

There is not much opportunity to speak—and
“name” candidates are running with just stickers
and placards. To the really well-qualified this is
just short of criminal. .

It is for this reason The Observer believes
in the importance of recommendations. Our list of
preferred candidates in cases where lawyers’ per-
formances are unknown to us has been taken from
the Detroit Bar Association recommendations. A
good vard stick we think.

Next week The Observer will make local
recommendations in all communities where there
is a race. This recommendation is based on per-
formance, not personalities. It comes as a result
of following the performance of the candidates
in the civic and political life where The Ob-
server is a watchdog every week of the year. not
just at election time.

An election is not a popularity contest and al-
though the rascal may be the most charming and
from a party standpoint has the better chance to
win, this should not be the criteria, and is not with
The Observer.

The Detroit Bar Association Advisory Committee
has 79 members in its group which is chaired by -
George E. Bushnell, a Democrat and Richard C. Van
Dusen, a Republican.

Suburban residents in Plymouth, Redford Town-
ship, Garden City, Livonia and Westland vote on
Wayne County Circuit Judges and Probate Judges;
in Farmington, Oakland County Circuit Court and
Probate. -

For Wayne County Circuit Court six will be nomin-
ated to fill three newly created vacancies bringing
the total number of Circuit Court Judges to 27.

Given “outstanding” (their highest) for Cir-
cuit Court were Cornelia G. Kennedy (see story
on page 3C) and James L. Ryan, who is presently
the Justice of the Peace in Redford Township.
We concur with this rating.

Only one challenger has filed for Probate Judge
against three incumbents, all of whom are seeking
re-election. Three are open. There is no primary race.

In Oakland County there are also 22 running for
six seats in the Circuit Court primary with a final
three Judgeships open in November.

We can strongly recommend Farrell E. Rob-

erts who has been the State Senator, elected
following the death of Paul Chandler in Decem-
ber 1964, Senator Roberts filled the Senate seat
efficiently and used his knowledge of law toward
sirengthening the Appellate Court Legislation.

We can also recommend William Beasley as a
stable candidate and knowledgeable attorney who
would wear the robes well.

Alice Gilbert, although in her early thirties is
also a good candidate. She is presently Justice of
the Peace in Bloomfield Township.

The Probate Judge in Oakland County is a new
position for Farmington residents to vote on and there
is one to be elected for an eight vear term.

High blood pressure, more
properly called arterial hy-
pertension, is an abnormal
state of the circulation that
may be a cause as well as a

called “Your Blood Pres-
sure.”

Four of every five cases
of persistently increased
blood pressure are known as
primary or essential hyper-
tension, for which no under-
lying cause can be identified,
says the AMA publication. It
often occurs in those with a
family history of increased
blood pressure.

The other one-fifth of the
cases are called secondary
hypertension, which means
that the cause is known to
be some defect or disease.

Hypertension requires a

lifetime of management.
The patient and his doctor.
working together, plan a
living pattern, supplement-
ed by various medical pro-
cedures. that will result in
the longest and most useful
life that the patient can
live. even though the doc-
tor may never know the
cause of his patient’s hy-
pertension. :

In untreated hypertension,
the course from onset to
death is approximately 20

without symptoms, and can
go undiscovered unless the
patient undergoes periodic
health examinations, particu-
larly in the middle years.

The last one-third of the
20 years is complicated by
failure of the heart. the
brain or the kidneys, alone
or in combination. Once
organ failure begins. the
average survival of the un-
iredted patient is about
six years. Under treatment,
a longer and more comfori-
able life is io be expected.

Men usually present them-
selves for diagnosis at a more
advanced stage of the disease
than do women and have a

It is highly important that
there be close rapport be-
tween the patient and his
physician.
