Grocery prices are continuing
to rise. Recently milk prlces
Jumped, and now bread prices
are following. These are basic
items, and a price hike really
hurts.

There are several ways to
save on milk.
Powdered milk is recommend-

ed by food experts as being
nutritionally valuable, and in-
expensive.

Many women use it in cook-
ing.

Unfortunately the taste 1sn't
too great.

3/4 cup butter
1 and 1 /2 cups crushed vanilla

wafers

1/2 cup chopppd walnuts
2 ounces unsweetened chocolate
1 cup confectioners sugar
2 eggs separated
1/2 teaspoon val]1112
1/3 cup ice water
1 /3 cup non fat milk

Melt 1/4 cup butter, and mix
it with wafers and nuts. Spread
half 01 mixture in 9 by 9 inch
pal.

Melt chocolate. Cool slightly.
Cream remaining butter with

sugar until light and fluffy. Beat
m egg yolks and vanilla. Mix
in chocolate. Beat egg whites
until stiff.

Put ICE water and milk in
bowl and beat until stiff peaks
form.

Carefully fold egg whites and
whipped milk into chocolate
mixture.

Pour over crumbs in the pan.
Sprinkle remaining crumbs on
top.

sugar over hot water. Beat egg
yolks. Remove chocolate mix. -
ture from heat, stir in beaten
egg yolks and cool for five
minutes.

Beat egg whltes until stiff.
Sprinkle dry milk over ice cold
water and whip. Add the lemon
juice. Fold egg whites and whip-
ped milk into chocolate mixture.
Break angel food cake into bite

sized pieces, and sprinkle a
layer in the bottom of a lightly
greased 8 by 12 inch loaf pan,
using about half the cake.
Cover with a layer of the cho-

colate mixture.

Dot this with remaining cake
pieces, and top that with the rest '
of the chocolate mixture.

Chill overnight. Cut intosmall
squares or wedges.
Serves 14.

CHOCOLATE PUDDING

This pudding is a little more
work than the instant kind,
but exceptionally creamy.
1/4 cup cocoa
3/4 cup non fat dry milk
1/2 cup sugar
1/3 cup flour
1/4 teaspoon salt
2 and 1/2 cups water
2 tablespoons butter
1 teaspoon vanilla
Mix cocoa, non fat milk sugar,

flour and salt. Add  small
amount of water and stir to
form a smooth paste; add the
rest of water. Cook until thick
over hot water or in heavy pan,
stirring constantly.
Remove from heat, add butter

and vanilla. Cool and serve.
Makes four to six servings.

CREAM PIE FILLING
1/2 cup non fat dry milk
1/2 cup sugar
5 tablespoons flour
2 and 1 /2 cups hot water
3 egg yolks well beaten
2 tablespoons butter
1 teaspoon vanilla

Mix dry milk, sugar, flour
and salt in the top oi a double
boiler.

- It is with a great deal of sadness
that we received news of the resigna-
tlon of Russell Isbister as supefinten-
dent of schools in the Plymouth Com-
munity Schools at the end of the
present school year.

Isbister has served the community
for 16 of the 40 years he has been in
the teaching profession. It goes with-
out saying that many of those years
have been trying years-onea that
probably made Isbister wonde r if it
las worthwhile.

 Hardly a year goes by but that the
Soard of Education is greetec by a
Gand of emotionally worked-up par-
ints complaining about bus sch edules,
distribution of students so that their
ibns and daughters have to take long
Ous trips to get to classes, the early
Cart of classes, the lateness of after-
goon closing, the dust in the summer,
Tud in the spring and snow in the
winter.

 During his 16 years here, Isbister
Eas faced these barrages eac.1 year
ortly after the start of classes. He
Has always managed to work out solu-
Uons and generally when the parents
Nttle down they have realized that
the Superintendent had done the right
*ing.

We mention this because of an

incident at Monday's school board
rleeting when a band of parents bit-
terly complained about conditons at
Tanger School and a second group
tvok issue with their youngsters being
1Zused to Tanger from an area within
a block of the AdministraUon Build-
ig on Lilley Road.
: Words flew hot and heavy and
tome bitter accusations were flung at
bbister by one of the belligerent par-
pnts. He just wouldn't listen to any
pxplanations,demanded that the
loard take an immediate stand and
accused the Board of being incapable
bf decisions.

: The matter never was completely
kesolved but the Board did back Isbis-

ter's decisions. Members plan to
Inake a complete study of U e facts
Ind figures and give their optnion to
the bellicose parent within another
Feek.

: Then with that matter out of the

:way, the Board went on with the busi-
iness on the agenda.
.

: For Isbister and several members

Of the Board, this sort of thi ng has
been more or less a regular part of
the job during the early weeks of the
school year.

I For Isbister, it is just another of
those incidents he has had to battle
throughout his 40 years.

kETTERS:

In his 16 years at the helm of the
Plymouth School system, he has seen
it grow to eight elementary schools.
two junior highs and a senior high
with plans on the boards for addition-
al elementary, junior high and senior
high buildings.

That's a far cry from the days
when he first arrived on the scene and

found the senior high a six-grade op-
eration, from the sixth through the
12th grade.

He successfully fought for and won
two new junior highs, additions to the
senior high and several new elemen-
tary schools.

During his regime, he always
strived for a better school system, a
better curriculum, better facilities,
everything better-and with the back-
ing of the School Board, he succeeded
in making Plymouth one of the state's
Inost respected school systenns.

But now he has come to the point
where, after 40 years in the schools,
he would like to try his hand in the
college level during his few remain-
ing years of eligibility. It has been
his ambition for some time to leave
the administration field and go into
the colleges and get back to his be-
loved teaching.

The decision to retire must have

been a hard one, for Isbister has been
good for Plymouth and Plymouth has
been good for him.

However, it is known that the long
hours required of a good admini-
strator, which he always was, have
taken their toll. Isbister has had a

minor health problem in the past few
years, he has found it more and more
tiring to keep up with all of the things
required of a superintendent.

Thus, it was with regrets that he
tendered his resignation, effective at
the end of the year.

We are certain that Plymouth will
find a capable replacement but
whether they will be able to fine one
with the wisdom and the know-how of

Russell Isbister is something else.
But then, there comes a time when a
man has to think in terms of retire-
ment; Isbister feels that time has ar-
rived for him-and thus his resigna-
tion.

Isbister has left his mark on the
schools, and his community of Plym-
outh. He was considered a man of
vision by many of his contemporaries
in the community leadership.

His loss will be felt not only in the
schools, but everywhere else top com-
munity decisions are made.

A man like that is never replaced.

In the 1840's noone lived along
Plank Road which led from

Plymouth (the area a r oun d
Starkweather St.) to Plymouth

j! Corners (the area around Main
and Ann Arbor Trail).
By 1875 the area was the most

fashionable place to live in town.

Plymouth and Plymouth Cor-
ners were united into one town.

Plank Road was known as Main

Street.

One of the first houses to be

built in this area is still stand-

ing at 193 North Main St., and
is now the home of the J.

Rustling Cutlers.
The house was built prior to

1870 by Henry Bennett.
Henry Bennett was the uncle

01 C. H. Bennett who was one

of the founders of Daisy Air
Rifle Co.

• Henry Bennett built the house
on land he owned for the Richard

 Halls who were living in Albion.
The Halls moved to Plymouth,

and Hall opened a dry goods
store on Maln Street between

Ann Arbor Trail and Penniman.

Exactly when they came here is
not known. Hall's shop is not
included in a list of stores on

Main St., in 1860.
But by 1869 is was a well

established business, right
where'Dodge Drug Store is now.

Before she was married, Mrs.
Hall had been a member of

the Fralick family, a pioneer
Plymouth family.
The Halls lived in the house

with their three children, Mar-
garet, Fred and George.

George, who died in 1912, was
one d the first few people in
town to own a car.
Tradition also says that he was

the first one to have an auto-
mobile accident.
He was on his way to Butter

Powell's Creamery on Arnetta
St. As he approached the

creamery he hollered •whoa»
to stop the car.
Unfortunately this didn't stop

the car, and George gets credit
for being the first to bang up a
car in town.

James Gilbert gives some tips
on making feather flowers.
Artistry In feathers is an old

art, newly popular.
Today's feather flowers are

glamorous. The colors are

brilltant and exotic, yet the
texture softens them so that

they do not seem harsh.
The materials needed are flo-

ral wire, floral tape and plenty
of Hy feathers. Also needed
are either styrafoam balls or
very thin wire purchased on
spools.

Mrs. Gilbert says these ma-
terials are available at Frank's
Nursery or a hobby shop.
Th, feathers can be gotten at

a turkey farm, by simply going
over and picking them up.
Feathers must be washed in

detergent and warm water. This
cuts the natural oil and grease
in the feathers.
They can then be dyed with Rlt

or any good water soluble dye.
Test oce feather first to be

sure that the right shade ts
obtained.

After dying, tie feathers in
bunches and hang to dry. Or
put feathers in a pillow case,
baste the open end closed and
dry in the dryer.
After, the feathers are dry,

steam to make fluffy and easy to
work with. How to curt:,

C urling soft quilled feathers
is no problem. Merely use a
kitchen knife or scts:wrs and
pull edge along the back of the
quill, as you would curl a ribbon.
Repeat as many times as nec-

essary to produce the curt
needed.

Stubborn feathers may be

steamed to soften the quill, or
qulll may be cut or broken with
a knife every quarter inch or
so on the back side to force it

to curl.

Two different ways to make
flowers:

Curl the feathers around a

styraform ball. Make a hook
in a long piece 01 floral tape
and put it through the ball to
make the stem. Thehook keeps
the wire from slipping through
the ball.

Poke holes near the bottom of

the ball, going completely
around it. An ice pick or the
point oi a scissors may beused
to poke the holes.
Put feathers in the holes.

Repeat this row about a quar-

ter of an ince hlgher on the ball.
C ontinue doing this until the ball
is covered.

The floral wire, which makes
the stem, should be covered
with floral tape. This helps
secure it to the ball, and gives
the flower a finished look.

The stem can be cutanylength
desired.

After the flower ts made, the
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feathers should be tied around

the ball overnight, so they will
stay curled over the ball.
Another way to make flowers

is to wire two feathers together,
laying them flat and winding thin
wire around the bottom oi the
quills. Wind the wire around
the quills several times, and
it win not be necessary to tie
the wire.

Do this with several sets of
two flowers. The wire is flex-
ible and makes it easy to bend
the feathers up into a flower
shape.
When you have several sets

of flowers wired together put
them on top 01 each other, bend
them up andwirethewhole U:ing
together, going over and under
the center of the flower.
About six sets of two feathers

makes a nice full flower.

Then hook a piece of noral
wire over the center 01 the
flower.

Cover the wire with floral tape,
to glve the stem a finished look.
The individual flowers may be

used lo any sort of arrangement
desired.

The following ordinance was introduced by Holleyoak:

AN ORDINANCE to regulate and safeguard the health of the
people of the Charter Township of Canton; to prevent the
accumulation of rubbish and garbage in the Township; to regulate
the collection, transporting, hauling and disposal of garbage and
rubbish to provide a method of administration and enforcement
of this Ordinance, and to provide penalties for violations of the
provisions of this Ordinance.
THE CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF CANTON ORDAINS:

Section 1. DEFINITIONS. For the purposes of this Ordinance
certain terms used are herewith defined:

a. The term garbage as used in this Ordinance shall mean
all waste, animal, fish, fowl, fruit, or vegetable matter incident
to the use and storage of food for human consumption, ana in-
cludes spotted food and dead anlmals found within thelimits of
the Township.

b. Rubbish shall mean miscellaneous waste material result-

ing from housekeeping and ordinary merchantile enterprises, and
includes packing boxes, cartons, excelstor, paper, ashes, cin-
ders, tin cans, bottles, metals, rubber and similar matter.

c. The term person used herein shall include individuals,
co-partnerships and corporations.
Section 2. No person or persons shall place, put, or cause or
permit to be placed or put, any garbage, rubbish, ashes or
waste of any kind in or upon the roads, streets, alleys or other
public places of the Township, or permit thedeposit or accumu-
lation thereof anywhere within the limits of the Township in a
manner likely to be injurious to the health and welfare of the
people of the Township.
Section 3. Receptacles. The owners or occupants of every
building where garbage or waste accumulates shall cause proper
receptacles to be provided for the temporary storage thereof,
and keep those receptacles clean and in place. Receptacles for
garbage shall be of metal, water tight, and equipped with tight-
fitting covers to prevent the dlst urbance 01 their contents by
animals, and to prevent propagation of rats, flies and other
vermin. All receptacles shall be located withfnprivate property
lines and not within a public right-of-way.
Section 4. It shall be the duty of the owners or occupants of
every building where garbage or waste accumulates to dispose
of the garbage or waste as often as the recepticles are filled and
not less frequently than once each week.
Section 5. Every person, firm or corporation desiring to engage
in the business of collecting or transporting garbage or rubbish
In the Township shall file an application with the Township Clerk
upon a form to be furnished by the Township for a license for
each truck or vehicle to be used in the collection or trans-

porting of garbage or rubblsh in the Township. Each license
shall be for a term of one year from the date of Issuance unless
revoked prior to the expiration thered. It shall be the duty
of the Township Clerk to charge a fee oi Twenty-five ($25.00)
Dollars for each such license or renewal thereof, and no part
of such fee shall be refunded to the licensee under any circum-
stances. Before any license shall be issued the applicant shall
secure and file with the Township Clerk a bond in the penal
sum of Five Hundred ($500.00) Dollars indemnifying the Town-
ship and conditioned upon falthful complicance by the licensee
with all of the provisions of this Ordinance and all of the rules
and regulations of the State or County Health Departments and
with the rules and regulations of the Township Board.
Section 6. All trucks, wagons, carts, or other vehicles used in
the collection of garbage shall be constructed entirely of metal
and shall be durable and water-tight and shall be kept clean and
free from odors. Such trucks, wagons, carts and other vehicles
shall bear on each side in letters at least three inches high
the name of the licensee, together with his license number.
Section 7. All trucks, wagons, carts and other vehicles used in
collecting or transporting garbage shall be kept tightly closed
and all covers thereon securely fastened while being used in
transporting garbage and at all other times except when neces -
sary to open the same to receive garbage.
Section 8. All rubblsh trucks, wagons, carts and other vehicles
must be of such construction and so operated that the contents
shall not spill upon the roads, streets or alleys 01 the Township,
or otherwise create a nuisance.
Section 9. All garbage or rubbish collected by such licensees
must be disposed of in dumpG approved by the State, County and
Township departments of health and conducted under the rules
and regulations of those departments.
Section 10. The Township may revoke any such license for
violation 04 the provisions 01 this Ordinance, which right shall
be in addition to the criminal penalties herein provided.
Section 11. PENALTIES. Any person, persons, firm or corpon-
tien which shall violate any of the provisions of this Ordinance
shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and upon a conviction
thereof shall be subject to a fine oi not more than One Hundred
($100.00) Dollars or imprisonment for a period of not more than
ninety (90) days, or both such fine and imprisonment in the dis -
cretion of the Court. Each day that a violation of this Ordinance
is continued or permitted to exist without compliance shall
constitute a separate offense.
Section 12. Nothing in this Ordinance shall be construed as
making it encumbent upon the Township to collect or provide for
the collection of garbage or rubbish, and no liability on the part
of the Township shall result in failure or inability of any licensee
for any reason to provide for collection service.
Section 13. This Ordinance shall takeeffectupon its publication.

Thi first meeting oithe Plym-

outh School Community Plan-
ning Group was held November
20, 1951, in the high school and
thus began a procedure that has
continued to the present C itt -
sen's Committee on Facilities.
Carvel Bentley, present high

school principal, was elected
chairman of the initial Com,
mittie, and Mrs. Esther Frank-
lin served as secretary.
Meeting monthly during the

school year, the group estab-
lished its immediate needs and
began systematically to solve
them. The first problems In-
cluded: (1) a survey 0/ the
growth patterns of the Plym-
outh area, and (2) a new physi-
cal education addition to the high
School.

Respo,se to the invitation to

serve was excellent and best

indicated by the fact that 26
citizeos volunteered at the first

meeting with attendance almost
perfect at each meeting. Many
times -he meetings, open to
the public, were att ended by
more than 60 members and

guests.
School population at that time

was 1,455 elementary students,
368 junior high and 825 senior
high sludents. There were

1,103 pre-schoolers to plan for.
The sc boot district operated
three elementary schools in
1951, Bird, Smith and Stark-
weather. The junior and senior
high students were located in
one bul Wing, the present high
school bullding.
How did a group of citizens,

parents for the most part, some
teachen and school principals,
begin to learn the problems of
a school system?
Russell Isbister helped us a

great deal,' remembers Harold
Fischer, dlrector of the Plym-
outh A.Lea Planning Commis -
sion. Fischer served on the

Ply molh School Community
Pl•nnt,: Group in the early
1950's.

•Rusa was a great one for
plantin, ideas and for guiding
us in our work,' F ischer said.
•We did a great amount of leg
work to get the research on

programs and plans in other
school systems. We used this
information as a base for mak-

ing our recommendations to
Russ and the school board.'
As the months progressed,

the citizen volunteers began
to warm to their task. One
of their most important stops,
a step which Was described by
Superintendent isbister in his
expression of hope for com-
munication, came near the end
of the first year. In April,
the comm ittee decided it was

advisable to formally report
to the public on their findings
and recommendations.

A special meeting was called
for April 15, 1952, and invita-
tions were sent to every service
organization, township official,
city ©ificial, lodges and news-
papers to attend.
To these opinion leaders of the

community, the committee ex-
platned their work and outlined
the needs and co6ts of the
school system. They thus laid
the groundwork, by Worming
the public, on the needfor more
money for school facilities and
site purchases. The schools

received a favorable vote from
the community Ln the May elec-
tions of 1952. A precedent had
been set.

Succeeding years and Continu-
ing efforts of the School Com-
munity Planning Group brought

invaluable studies into such

areas as curriculum planning
and development, facilities, fl-
nancing, site locations, teacher
relations, and plan of organl-
zation of school levels. They
also worked on street safety,
the naming of new schools,
granting of special diplomas to
Korean War veterans, and spe-
cial education planning.
Step by step, the committee

alded the course of the school
system and, through communi-
cation with the community, they
continued to keep the public
abreast of the state of the
school system. As a result,
says Earl West, of West Bro-
thers Mercury, who served on
the early citizen committees,
Plymouth schools have enjoyed
'better facilities and teach-
ing results than some of our
neighbors.'

al think our schools have done
a better job in totally meeting
the needs of the community,"
West said. 'They have been
especially strong in music and
art.'

Two years following the inl-
tial success for tax money for
schools, the committee re-
ported a need for a new junior
high school to house 1,000 stu-
dents in 1954.

The need would be acute by
1956-57, they advised the
Board and the public.

«We worked very hard and
travelled to many other cltles
when we were working on the
junior high school research in
1954," said Harold Fischer,
chairman of that committee.
•We visited Mt. Clemens and
Grosse Pointe. We talked to

experts at the University of
Michigan. We received reports
from the Michigan Department
04 Education and from New
York.

•We recommended that the
school system adopt a 6-3-3
plan d organization and build
a junior high school for 1,000
students," Fischer said.
That was in 1954. The school

system was on a 6-6 plan and
junior and senior high school
students occupied the same
building, the present high
school, although they had sep-
arate administrative and teach-
ing staffs.
Part of the citizen's commit-

tee's recommendations to the
board was a millage increase of
4 mills to pay for the new
junior high school. Voters

approved the request.
"We were instrumental inhav-

ing the first $3 million approved
for school buildings,' Fischer
said. •Half went for the junior
high school and $500,000 each
was spent for two new ele-
mentary schools.0
The citizens' work went on.

September of 1954 saw great-
er effort in the study of school
organization, curriculum and
plant needs. The street safety
problem continued to occupy a
major portion of the group's
time but tues became the top
concern.

In April of 1960, with the
minute study and detailed rec-
ommendation of the citizen's

group under Dr. Fred Foust,
a plan was suggested for a
continuing building program fi-
nanced by increasing to 5 mills
an existing 2 1/2 mill building
and site levy. Gerald Fischer,
current president of the Plym-
outh Board of Education, was
chairman of the sub-committee
making this recommendation.
The problem they solved was

in programming a low cost
facility plan for the district for
the following five years.
*We sought to establish a base

from which to evaluate and rec-
ommend a financial plan," Ger-
ald Fischer recalls. 'Our plan
became a pay-as-you-go plan
rather than bonding. We rec-
ommended the five mills tobuild
a $2-1/2 million building and
site sinking fund using short
term notes with low interest
rates. Through this method
we actually built the second
junior high school with a net
interest cost of zero.'

Citizen participation continu-

ed to play an important role
in school planning but the char-
acter of the schools began
to change in the late 1950's.
Expansion of the district in
geographical size and the rapid
increase in population growth
brought a need for quicker ac-
tion.

NA weakness developed in our
advisory group,' said Russell
Isbister. *Too often profes-
sional educators dominated the

thinking and planning of thegrouI
and frequently we spent time on
problems that were secondary
to the immediate needs of a
larger, more complex school
system.

•In other words," Isbister
said, •we had to revise our
citizens' advisory committee
approach just as they had re-
vised the community approach
to school planning ten years
earlier.'

The answer becamea citlzen's
committee appointed by the
board for specific projects. The
best community talent was in-
vited to serve on these project
committees. They were charg-
ed with detailed evaluation and
recommendations tn such sch-
001 planning areas as was re-
cently completed by the Citi -
zen's Facility Committee.
They were asked to do their

work thoroughly and preclsely
but in a shorter period of time

and always in the best interests
of the entire community.
The results of the citizims'

work has been self-evident over

the years. Speaking oi the ini-
Ual committee, Earl West said
1 The help we gave to the school
administration 15 years ago was
the equivalent of triple their
full time staff. Citizen help

has been the most important
factor in keeping our schools
ahead of our neighboring com-
niunities.'

Echoing Wes t's commentm,
Harold Fischer said, 1 'Citizee
participation is a must.'

The new approach to citizen-
school assistance is receiving
an immediate test. Growth

came faster than even thethor-

oughness of mid-1950's re-
search anticipated. New school*
and additions are needed fasten

than the 5 mill building and
bite sinking fund assessment
can meet.

ITEM NO. I - DISPOSITION OF TABLED AND ADJOURNED
BUSINESS

1. Condemnation proceedings for easements on Tramp Hollow
Sanitary Sewer Project.

Attorney, Ralph Cole advised the Board that he had obtained
signed easements by Mr. Scholnick and the title holder on the
Tramp Hollow Sanitary Sewer Project. Supervisor, McEwen,
asked direction from the Board as to starting condemnation
proceedings against Consumers Power Company as these ease-
ments are unsigned. Mr. Preston Clemons was in the audience
representing Consumers Power Company and advised the Board
that he was desirous of setting up a meeting with men from
their company, Herald Hamill and the Supervisor to reconcile
and resolve the signing of the easements in question. After
a short discussion; it was determined that a meeting would be
held at the Plymouth Township Hall at 9.30 a.m. on Thursday,
September 1, 1966 for the above mentioned parties. Supervisor
McEwen requested the Townshlp Attorney to be present at this
meeting. A motion by Ralph Garber, supported by Gene Over-
holt that in the event that the Township is unable to arrive at
a satisfactory agreement for an easement with Consumers Power
Company before September 10, 1966, that a Special meeting be
called for the purpose of starting condemnation proceedings
agajnst Consumers Power Company for the construction of a
Sanltary Sewer. Carried unanimously.
2. Planning Commission Appointments.

This item was put aside until later in the evening.
3. Recommendation of William Burr regarding the Panel Truck
for the Fire Department.

Mr. Burr stated that the lowest bid (Ford) in the amount of
$2239.00 did not ma,& specifications, especially in body size.
The intermediate bid (General Motors) would, in the amount of
$2475.00, not have the panel truck available until 1967.

The higher bid (Chevrolet-Wink Chevrolet Company) in the
amount of $2642.00 could deliver within a week to ten days and
met the specifications requested by the Public Service Direc-
tor and as advertised.

Mr. Miller was present from Wink Chevrolet and answered
questlons about the truck and had another model (step van) with
him that Mr. Burr had seen and found more desirable. In
addition to this vehicle, Mr. Burr had asked the City of Plymouth
to drive their panel truck out so the Board members could look
both vehicles over and decide which would be the better one to
purchase. Supervisor McEwen recessed the meeting at 8:05
p.in. so all members could step outside and view the vehicles.
The Board reconvened at 8.15 p.m. and Mr. Burr was requested
to make his recommendation and preferred the step van but
due to the necessity of readvertising for bids on the more
expensive model, he recommended the Board purchase the
panel truck. A motion was made by E. Holmes, supported by
G. Overholt that the Township Board of Trustees accept Direc-
tor Burr,s recommendation to purchase the Chevrolet panel
truck as bid by Wink Chevrolet in the amount of $2642.00.
Carried unanimously.
4. Discussion on Additional Manpower for Fire Department.

Mr. Burr once again pointed out the necessity to have more
fit'emen so as to enable him to have two men on the apparatus,
men to inspect hydrants and stated that most times it is most
difficult to get volunteers to assist in the daytime hours. The
consensus of the Board members is that the money was not
budgeted for these extra men and there just isn't money avail-
able for such expenditures. Director Burr pointed out that
House Illit •256 states that the Township can levy up to two
mills n ithoul going to the vote of the people, tf the money is
used for Fire and Police protection. Supervisor McEwen
requested that the Township Attorney look into the House Bill
and notlf> the Board of his findings.

Supervisor NcEwen requested E Uzabeth Holmes to check on
prices of h> drants with two stea,ner connections, compared
with hidrants with one steamer opening and two pontes. This
was tabled until the September 13, 1966 meeting. If, at this
time, there Is no sizable difference in cost, Engineer Hamill will
be asked to request two steamer connections in all new sub-
divisions.
