Motorceyclists Are Warned
of New State Legislation

Recently the legislature en-
acted, and the Governor sign-
a bill having far reaching ef-
fects on motorcyclists, scoot-
er riders, and motorcycle
dealers.

Officially it is Act 207 of
1966. The act will soon go in-
to effect and those who have
a motorcycle or motor scoot-
er should be familiar with its
provisions,

In brief the latest provi-
sions are:

1—No passing between
lanes of traffic. You must
have a full lane to pass just
as an automobile would.

2—Both the driver and
rider of a motorcycle or a
scooter must wear a crash
helmet of a type approved
by the State Police.

3—You cannot ride more
than two abreast.

4—No motor scooter or
motorcycle ‘of less than 5

Driver failure is emerging,

as a main cause of most of
the 28 traffic accidents which
resulted in 39 deaths over
the 78-hour Labor Day week-
end, according to an on-the-
spot investigation being con-
ducted by Automobile Club
of Michigan. Driver error

was also the proximate cause%
of most Memorial and July |

4 weekend deaths.

High speed -and drinking!
were involved in most of the|

accidents. No obvious mech-
anical defects have yet been

found which could have caus-
ed the accidents. But bald
tires on several cars could
have contributed to them.
Four of the 38 drivers in-
volved were not Michigan-

ians. The 10 worst of these|
drivers had an average of | multiple points were involv-
| 10 points since driving rec-| ed as on Memorial or July 4
| weekend,” Rehm said. On
 Memorial weekend the 10
| worst drivers averaged 27| roads who have proved by

Something
must be done that is not now
being done to take them off

the road permanently, be-
fore they badly injure or
kill someone, “Rehm said.

Twelve of the accidents
were single-car ran-off-the-
road, 11 were two-car, three
involved pedestrians, one
was a car-motorcycle and one
car hit a train.

Eighty percent of the driv-

ers involved were within 25 |
miles of home, not on vaca-
" tion.

“This is despite heavy va-
cation travel on Labor Day
weekend,” Rehm said.

“On Monday of that
weekend, traffic volume
was highest in history on
Michigan roads, with three
traffic jams which stretch-
ed from 12 to 20 .miles
long and lasted from one to
four hours., They were on
175 from near Bay City
to Flint, on U.S. 23 north
from Standish and on I-94
where it ends at the In-
diana border.

Job As Tough,

Recent announcement of
the salary schedule for the
top officials in the Livonia
school system provides an in-
teresting study for those who
delight in making compari-

have part time pay salaries
of $7,200 and $6,600 respec-
tively.

There is another interest-
ing comparison in the city’s
legal offices, where the City
Attorney’s position is only
part time with a salary of
$10,000, while the assistant
works full time for a stipend
of $11,980.

THE OBSERVER has made
an interesting comparison of
the salary scales and finds
that there are five positions
in the school system that pay
higher salaries than the high-
est honorarium in city gov-
ernment. These positions are;
Superintendent of Schools,
Assistant Superintendent,
Business Manager, Director
of Secondary Education and
Director of Elementary Edu.
«cation. Each of these posi-
tions carries a salary®above
the $15,000 paid to the City
Engineer, top man on. the
City’s Salary Totem Pole.

THE OBSERVER also
found in the study that there
is a differential of more than
$60,000 in salaries in the doz-
en top positions.

There also is an interesting
comparison in the work load
of the various positions. Such
department heads as the City
Engineer and the City Plan-
ner, the two top paid posi-
tion in.the city, never know
such things as hours in a day.
They are strangers to time
clocks, whereas most posi-
tions in the school system

have assigned hours.

and bread and cereals. You
may notice that supermark-
ets are organized somewhat
the same way.
