To Razor Strap

Editorial Creates Concern

When the casualty lists from the war in
Vietnam are announced, from time to time,
we are told the number of men who were
lost in action, the number of men who were
injured and the number of planes that were
lost. these are tangible things.

What they fail to tell are the intangibli
losses we have suffered such as:

1-Loss of contentment in our way of
life.

2-Respect for law and order.

3-Breakdown of our moral standards.

As a result of these losses we have be-

come a nation of jittery people reaching
a new peak in selfishness on a creed of
every man for himself and the devil take
the hindmost. And with this change has
come a new generation of young folk. who
are helping to build up a ghastly aime
wave across the land.

With each new wave comes the cry,
"What's wrong with the young folks of
today?" At the same time an atternpt is
made to supply the answer by telling our-
selves, "The youngsters are not entirely
to blame. it is the parents who are delin-
quent and must be blamed."

Few of use stop to realize that we ari
reaping the harvest from the seeds sown
in an atmosphore brought about by un-
wanted and unpopular wars and that in
such an atmosphere we have traded con-
tentment for jitters and fear. .

Few of us stop to realize that we are
generation of young folks-ihese so·called
"ieen-age hell raisers"-were born zinco
the hydregen bomb was dropped on
Hiroshima. From the moment ii was

dropped we have lived in a world that
could be obliterated by one simple little
mistake ihal would : ouch off an atomic
war.

First it was the "police action" in Korea.
then t he fracas in Laos, and next the "of-
fer to aid the South Vietnamese" that

have kept us on edge... living in fear.
In an atmosphere such as this, young

folks have a tendency to ask. "What does

life hold for me?" In many cases, born of

Citizens, Look
There comes a time when elected offi-

cials should sit down and evaluate some of

their actions that are causing valued em-
ployes to leave jobs rather than take the
ridicule and public criticism that has come
out of too many open meetings of the gov-
ernmental bodies in recent months.

The point at hand comes after the
resignation of Kenneth Fisher, longtime
police chief of the City of Plymouth. who
ends 25 years of service to that community
by reli:ing at the relatively young age of 47.

I: was the fourth resignation of a
department head in Plymouth in a period
of less than two years. The wave started

when City Manager Albert Gl.«ford.
who had served for 16 years. quit to
accept a position at Albion.

Then followed in succession City Clerk
Richard Shafer. Superintendent of Public
Works Joseph Bida and now Fisher. Al-
though members of the City Commission
will be the first to say it isn't true. all re-

signed because of harassing tactics by the
Commissioners and because they were held
up to public ridicule in open meetings.

It must be qualified that all members

of the Commission have been guilty of these
harassing tactics. only a few are involved
but the others have allowed the incidents

to take place.

Some Plymouth Commissioners will
take the time to point out that they had
known for more than a year I that Fisher
planned to retire when he completed his
23 years of service and became eligible for
a pension.

That could be true enough since the em-
barrassment of the pop utar police chief
started well before that time and he had
been fed up well in advance of last week's
announcement.

Perhaps these same Commissioners will
answer the question of why should a police
chief resign at the age of 47 to accept a pen-
sion which he can't start collecting until
the age of 60-that'si 13 years away. Mean-

parents who engaged in defense work from
the time of World War II, with little heed
to building a modern home, these young
folks have not enjoyed the right type of
environment from the start.

The young boys know, too, that sooner
or later, they win be caned to gervice and
their life plan, interrupted. So, they adopt
the attitude of "having a good time before
I go to the Army." Now, get groups of them
together, and it isn't very long until you
have gruups that toss aside any respect for
law and order and they engage in activ-
ities, - simple enough at the start - that
lead 'to crime, as their way of "having a
good time before I go."

This is not to mean that the actions of

the young folks are to be shrugged off.
The present condition i. deplorable. But
the Point is dmply this--the present gene·
ration is not wholly to blame. They are
products of a people that were famed to
swap contentment for the jitters.

Is there a solution? What eould it be?

An hone•t and just peace in th, pr-nt
unpleasantness in Vietnam would start
20 turn th. lid. back to conioniment.
When the throat of war and an atomic
holocaust is removed wo will return lo
having a greater rispect for law and
order and a way of life :hal will stamp
out -Uishness.

And with this would come a new gene-
ration not bent on "having fun before I
have to go to the Army."

In the meantime, what is the solution?
Eternal vigilance. We must keep watch

so that the young folks don't wander away
from the straight and narrow and we must
try, by example, to show the way.

One wonders, sometimes. if our mod.
ern techniques aren't to blame for our
troubles. For instance. the electric shaver
has tossed the old razor strap into the
limbo of forgotten things. And it was the
razor strap that played a leading part in
raising youngsters in times past.

Perhaps, we have out-smarted ourselves.

ridicule, then there is such a thing as a
meeting with the City Manager and the de-
partment head to register these complaints.

It shouldn't be in a public meeting with
the public listening in. But perhaps there
are those who feel there is some publicity
to be gained by sounding off in front of the
citizenry.

It may get some publicity at the mo-
ment but it should be evaluated against the
adverse publicity when one department
head after another calls it quits and goes
into private industry or accepts a position
with some other governmental unit.

No municipality can afford to lose men
with years of experience during these tur.
bulent years, particularly no municipality
can afford to lose four of its top men in less
than two years.

It has been suggested, for
example, that more men are

entering graduate schools
to retain their 2-S (student

deferment) status until draft

quotas are decreased.

At the U-M, however.

three years ago 71.7 per cent
of the students enrolled in

graduate and graduate pro-
fessional programs were men.
In 1964-65, the figure re-
mained about the same at

71 per cent.

In 1965-66. though. a•
the draft quotas increased
the perconiage of men in
graduate programs drop-
ped to 66 per cont. In fact.
for th• fint time in sev-

oral years. th, numerical
increase among women in
graduate programs exceed.
ed thal of men.

Another report is that
men are enrolling in teacher
certification programs with
the intention cf obtaining oc-
cupational deferments by
teaching for several years
rather than chance being

called into service.

Yet 20.2 per cent of the
elementary and secondary
provisional teaching certifi-
cates granted by the Univer-
sity this past year were
awarded to men. which is
below the percentage of two
years ago (21.7).

Carlton Wells. an English
professor who works with
the teacher certification pro-
gram in the Literary College
notes that **although there
has been an increase of 5 to

10 per cent in the number of,-
men in teacher certification

programs over the last 10
years, there has been no
marked increase since the
draft question has come up."

Thomas Clark. who re-

cently was Selective Serv-
ice counselor at ihe Uni-

versity. feels that during
the past year students have
been more conscious of the

draft. Their main concern.

however. he san. "was
not with being drafted.
but rather with being
drafted before graduating.

"Most students realize how

hard it would be to leave

school for two or three years
ahd then have to pick up
their education in the middle
somewhere. They don't want
to avoid the draft, they just
want to postpone it until
they graduate. In general.
most men are willing to
serve, " Clark says.

Commenting on charges
that U.S. universities are fill-
ed with students who oppose
the draft, Clark said:

"There is a group of
students al the University
who feel *hal way. but
