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It was. just a month ago at the Septern-
ber meeting of the Plymouth Community
Board of Education that a group of parents
asked the Trustees to look into the matter

of having the speed limit lowered along
Five Mile Road because of the proximity of
the new Tanger Elementary School.

The school, which had opened only a few
days earlier for half-day sessions since it
was still under construction, is located a
few hundred yards west of the intersection
of Haggerty and Five Mile Roads.

Actually the site is in Northville Town-
ship which is neither here nor there since
the school is in the Plymouth school dis-
trict.

At that time the parents complained
about (1) i he high rate of speed allowed
on a high traffic road (2) their children
having to walk along the shoulder of the
highway (3) and half-day zessions.

The children still have to walk on the

shoulder because there aren't any side
walks along Five Mile Road until a block
east of the intersection wiih Schoolcraft
Road.

The half-day sessions were eliminated a
r week ago with the completion of the
building.

But the traffic situation remains much
as it was on the day of the complaint with
the exception that the Sheriff's Road Patrol
has been checking cars rather carefully in
the past 10 days and have nabbed several
speeders.

However, we believe the parents were
exactly right in their complaint. The Traf-
fic and Safety division of the Wayne Coun-
ty Road Commission should take steps to
reduce the speed limit from Haggerty Road
to a point several blocks west of the school.

In the first place, cars approaching from
the east on Five Mile move up a slight in-
