Trim Plant in

Macomb County
Ford Motor Company has

announced plans to expand
its Utica (Macomb County)
trim plant by almost 20 per
cent with the addbon of a
264.000 square - fo6t ware
house adjacent to the present
main building.

Robert Miller. Utica plant
manager, said the warehouse
Will be used to store finished
trim products.

Mr. MiUer said the new

warehQuse will relieve stor-

age facilities in the main
building and permit more ef-
ficient manufacturing opera-
tions. Present employment is
about 3,750.

The warehouse will in-

crease the total floor space
at the Utica facility to about
1,647,000 square feet. Con-
struction will begin immedi-
ately and is scheduled for
completion late this summer.
The warehouse. to be situated
200 feet southeast of the main
building. will be 600 feet long
and 440 feet wide.

Corridors will connect it

with the main plant. The
warehouse will conlain oop
ered loading dock facilities
for five motor trucks and
four oversized rail cars.

The plant produces vinyl
and nylon automotive seat
coverings, door trim panels,
interior roof coverings, cori-
vertible tops and other auto-
motive trim products for
most truck models.

Acquired by Ford in 1962,
the plant is located at Mound
and 23-Mile Roads in Shelby
Township, north of Utica.

In the same building you see the first airplanes
that took off: Lindbergh's famed craft "The Spirit
of St. Louis," and the "Winnie Mae," which circled
the world in something like eight or nine days. These
planes, when stacked against the modern jets, look
like postage stamps.

To tour the Institute in an hour is an impossibil-
ity. You should spend three or four days there.

Up the hill and at the end of Pennsylvania Ave.,
majestically stands our Capitol.

help downtown Plymouth
grow.

These ideas were presented
to the Central Business Dis-

trict (CBD) committee and

interested citizens by a lead-
ing shopping center devel-
oper and members of local
CBD subcommittees.

The Central Business Dis-

trict committee includes cit-

izens, the City Commission,
and the Planning Commis-
sion. Six subcommittees gave
reports in the areas of store-
front renovation, traffic cir-
culation, land development,
parking, beautification and
open spaces, and finance.

Adolph Komer. who de-
•eloped the fast regional
shopping center in the tri-
state area. Eastgate in
Roseville. suggested a
"fashion plaza- as a unique
attraction which would be
compelitive with shopping
Centers.

"You need something
unique. and you need to pro
mote it if you're going to
keep the downtown from
shrinking," Komer said. "If
you dont do this. some guy
like me will go out by a high-
way interchange near here
and build a mall. parking
a r e a, a couple of 250.000.
square-foot stores and smaII-
er speciality stores."

To head off such a devel-
opment, Komer suggested
that a medium-sized depart-
ment store of 50,000 to 80,000
square feet be used - -he
core of the Plymout ;h-
ion Plaza.

A 3-to»1 ratio of parking
area to store area is needed,
he said. For a 400,000-square-
foot development in Ply-
mouth this would mean

100.000 square feet for build-
ings and 300,000 square feet
for parking, which would
accommodate about 1,000
cars.

Komer recommended the
open mall type of develop-
ment for Plymouth. because
it would require the least
physical change and *'may
very well be the best kind
of shopping area in the long
run."

Most important to the sue
cess of the entire project,
Komer said, would be the

determination of the citizens

and businessmen to get the

job done. "You are the de-

velopers. You must do it or
not. You can't rely upon
your arcRitects or planners-
they are the technicians.

"A vital part of the devel-

opment is promotion, public
relations. This type of devel-
opment needs an explosion
to get attention. and you
must seU the people on the
idea."

Financing, Komer said,
should come first, before

elaborate plans are drawn.
"Once you know what fed-

eral or private funds you
h a v e, and private money
might come from a corpor-

ation set up to develop the
area. then approach your

planners. And then see an
architect. You should be able
to do this in six months."

Much of what Komer said,

agreed with the reports given 
by the local subcommittees.

The land development corn- 1
mittee. chaired by Harold
Fischer, urged an increase ,

in the number of city-owned 
parking spaces and the for-
mation of a parking authorhy
to do this.

It is plentiful and inexpen-
live, and there is no end to
the tempting ways to prepare
it.

Cook the cleaned whole

chicken in 2 quarts of water.
Put into the pot with the
bird an onion stuck with 3

cloves. a small carrot, a bay
leaf, 5 or 6 peppercorns. a
couple of sticks of celery with
leaves, a little parsley if you
have some. and a couple tea-
spoons salt. Bring to boil.
skim off foam. cover pot, and
simmer at reduced heat for

a couple of hours (more for a
stewer). Cool chicken in the
broth. You can do this any
time, and refrigerate the pot f
after it cools: or remove the
meat from the bones, strain
the broth. and refrigerate sep·
arately till you need it.

BROCCOLI AND BIRD

Cook as package directs: 1
package frozen bnxxoli, let
drain and place on bottom of
buttered baking dish.

While broccoli cooks, melt

1,4-cUP butter in frying pan,
and brown in it 1 small chop-
ped onion, 2 stalks of finely
chopped celery, and 2 cups of
stale bread. in small cubes.

Season with 4.-teaspoon salt.
12-teaspoon seasoned salt. 14-

teaspoon pepper, 4-teaspoon
MSG ,and maybe a teeny bit
of ground sage. Sprinkle over
this 14-cup sherry, mix and
spoon it onto the broccoli lay-
er in the baking dish.

Top this with nice large
pieces of chicken from legs
and breast. Mix a can of
cream of mushroom soup

with half a can of milk and

pour it over all. Sprinkle
with grated parmesan cheese

and bake in a 350 degree
oven for 25 minutes, till bub,

bly and brown.

All the little pieces of meat
off the bones go into the
broth for a hearty soup for
lunch or supper. Add salt and
pepper, fresh or dried parsley
and onion. and a handful of

rice or noodles. Simmer 15

minutes or so. Serve with

French bread and cheese.
