It used to be metropolitan—and then suburban—but
now the theme is “think regional.”

The entire 16th Annual Planning Conference held last

regional thinking.

Resource people represented those working on plans
for the entire package of Southeastern Michigan that is
Observerland. ‘ '

They included men like Colonel Edward C. Bruce who
thinks Regional Water—and told of study going sn right
now to formulate a plan for the best use of the water
and related resources of this area to c¢reate as much
economic activity as possible., They are also concerned
with creating streams and recreational facilities for the
health and welfare of the citizens of southeastern Michigan,

If any money is going to come from Congress to clean
up our waterways, widen and deepen them it must come
as a result of this study. The area is bounded on the north
by the Saginaw River basin and small tributaries to Lake
Huron, on the west by the Grand River basin, on the
south by the Maumee River basin and the Ohio State line,
and on the east by Lake Huron, St. Clair and Erie and
their connecting waterways. It contains 750 lakes, 46 of
which are- larger than 200 acres. =

Another regional planner was Kent Mathewson, Presi-
dent of the Metropclitan Fund, Inc. His involvement is
education of citizens with an eye to \i’mplementing pro-
grams after the study has been completed.

One of the most astute and certainly able speakers
of the aftecrnoon was Irving J. Rubin, Director of Regional
Transportation Commission.

We were allowed only one small peek at the com-
putor mind of this man and how it is presently being
applied to charts, graphs and field studies of you and me,

He knows, i.e. where we live, how much we earn,
how many cars we have, how long we have gone:io
school, where we shop—and why, and when and why
we move,

After his study is completed the recommendations he
will have will not only improve your life—but should
improve the life of your family. For if you are the bread-
winner in your home—this man, Irving J. Rubin, is work-
ing daily to plot ways to make it easier for you to get
where you want to go with much less effort.

Winding up the activities of the afternoon was Mel
{ Ravitz—Detroit City Councilman who brought the entire
day into focus with a plan—The Council of Governments
—or the Committee of 100. There it is again.

Representatives from the entire REGION having a
plan and implementing it through common need and
purpose.

The luncheon speaker pointed out the problem—and
the wind-up speaker Ravitz presented the solution to the
problem—approval of local school districts and govern-
ments to join the ‘Committee of 100.

Harold F. Wise, Planning Consultant to Metropolitan
Washington Council of Governments and to State Re-
sources Planning Division of Michigan Department of Com-
merce from Washington, D.C. was the luncheon speaker.

~He has a long title—but he didn't mince words and
he hit the Councilmen, Mayors, Supervisors and Trustees
on the head with the proverbial hammer.

“Communities can be festooned with glorious plans,”
were the Wise words, “but the responsibility for imple-
menting them rests with politicians who are statesmen.”

Like we always say it takes “four to make a city”—
votes that is and Councilmen taking the positive attitude.

Under new Washington Legislation there are Federal
grants available by Congress. Any application for Federal
loans as of June 30, 1967 on grants for open space, libra-
ries, sewer, water, highways must be submitted to a
regional planning group first as an arca evaluation. It
scems as though Uncle Sam is in favor of the word
“Regional” too.

Mel Ravitz put it rather well when he said “over
400 governmental groups believe the axis of the uni-
verse runs through its city hall and maybe it does——but
for the good of everyons we must talk to each other.”

If the Committee of 100 does nothing more than im=
prove commurications—it will be worth its existence.

Beware of
Sunburn in
Wintertime

Why talk about sunburn in
midwinter?

Because outdoor winter
sports, especially skiing, |
sometimes are accompanied
by sunburn fully as severe as

that of swimmers at the sea- °

shore in midsummer.

Of course, the winter sun-
burn is confined to face and
neck, rather than most of the
body, but it can be just as
painful on the exposed parts
of the body as summer sun-
burn. :

Today's Health, a family
magazine, points out that the
sunburning effect of sunshine |
is due in large part to the
ultraviolet radiation that ac-
companies the visible light.

These uliraviclet wave
lengths, intense in outer
space, are partially filtered
by the atmosphere as they
reach the earth. In the
higher altitudes, the sun-
light does not pass through--
so deep a layer of atmo-
sphere, and so the burning
effect is more intense. And
another factor is reflected
radiation bouncing off the
bright snow cover.

Since overexposure to sun-
light is, in general, injurious
and hastens the aging of skin.
purposeful exposure should
be avoided. Protective cloth-
ing should be and usually is
worn in winter, except in the
heat of spring skiing. |

There are a number of sun- |
screening agents which are\
helpful when applied to the‘
skin. These include prepara-
tions containing benzophen- |
ones and preparations con-!
sisting of 15 per cent para-
amino benzoic acid (PABA)
in a cream base, as well as
preparations containing phys-
ical sunscreens such as zinc
oxide and titanium dioxide.

In general, the protective
agents must be applied fre-
guently because perspiration
rubbing and accidental falls

into the snow will remove

them. ‘
Experienced skilers already
have learned to beware of
winter sunburn. Those head-
ing for the slopes for the first
time this season are caution-
ed to guard against burning,

Did you know that there
were itwo Saint Valentines?

It was news to me. I was
doing research into the his-
torical background of the
coming holiday, and I dis-
covered t0 my amazement
that this favorite day of mine
‘ was In memory of not one
but two saints named Valen-
tine.

Both these saints, it seems,
were early Christian martyrs.
Some sources say that both
the Saints Valentine were be-
headed at the same time, but
other historians believe that
they met their fates separate-
ly.

One was a priest who
was imprisoned in Rome
during the persecutions of
the Roman Emperor Clau-
dius the Goth about 2683
A.D.

The other was the Bishop
of Terni, who may have
come to Rome, but who
suffered his martyrdom a
little later.

Skeptics suggest that there
. may have been just one saint,
and he traveled, but the
World Book Encyclopedia
says, ‘There is no conclusive
evidence for doubting the ex-
instance of either of the two
men.”

I see no reason for doubt-
ing without conclusive evi-
dence, so I accept the news in
good faith. The only thing I
haven't been able to figure
out is why we give Valen-
tines to people on Valentine's
(or Valentines') Day.

Someone relates that the
custom goes baek to Geof-
frey Chaucer, the Old Eng-
lish poet who was something
of a romantic. Somehow he
got the idea that birds begin
to pair off on the feast day of
Saints Valentine.

. I .see no conclusive evi-
dence to doubt that either.

Wherewer it all comes from,
it is a lovely custom, and one
that gives any Queen of
Hearts a chance to say a spe-
cial “I love vou” to her fam-
ily.
