groups of delinquent and
non-delinquent boys and
girls in Flint - de of a
continuing slud, of family
lif. and youth by institute
res/archers.

Dr. Morris, now at Rutgers
University, first reported on
the research in the British
Joornal of Criminology.

She says that the inter-
views in Flint support the
theory that delinquency re-
sults most often when factors

prevent young people from
reaching "culturally defined" .
success goals. These goals dif-
fer for boys and girls.

Obstacl•. to higher -
cial staius are most likely
to lead to delinquency in
boys. sh* points out. And
ob•facles to enjoying
warm interpersonal rela-
lionships ar, most likely
So lead to delinquency in
girls.

Dr. Morris adds that warm

interpersonal relationships

are more often available to

girls than social mobility is
available to boys. So boys,
being more often frustrated
in realizing their goals, are
more often delinquent.

Little Death Notice Unleashes
Another Flood of Memories

everal weeks ago the public prints carried the news that
W Virgil Zetterlind had passed to the great beyond. It was
only a few lines and possibly few persons noticed.

This is too bad. For "Zet" as he was more familiarly
known, was one of the real giants of amateur baseball in
the metropolitan Detroit area and he helped sow the seed for
the mammoth junior league programs available to today's
youngsters.

"Zet" was one of a quartet of the most colorful persons
connected with sport in the golden days of the 1920's and
the marks they left on the sport never can be erased.

Associated with him were Walter Wert, George J.
(Shorty) Moran. and Hubert G. Johnson. And h was this
group that founded the Detroit Amateur Baseball Federation
and its many offspring that today are known as the Uttle
Leagues.

'Zet" was the smiling one of the quartet-and at the
game time the most serious. He was the business man of the
group and it was from his fertile brain that many of the ideas
came for the betterment of the game for the boys.

*

Jt was "Zet" who conceived the idea of "Amateur Day" inTiger Stadium-an event that, for years, helped finance
the entire sandlot program.

The other members of the group had their own niche in
the scheme of things. but it was -Shorty" Moran who cap
tured the fancy of the imagination. Only about five feet tall,
but with silver hair, he was known at the "Silver Tongued
Orator." And not without reason.

°Shorty" didn't have much "book learning." but he
loved to use "big" words and never missed an opportunity
to speak-and be the leader of the move for more and better
sandlot baseball,

Fortunately and unfortureptely, he oftimes used the big
words in the wrong places or got so confused that even he
didn't know what his words meant. But he was always
colorful.

The DABF used to hold its meetings in the old band hall
at the E]mwood Recreation Center on the east side of Detroit.
