Agreed. but its a step forward for baseball. as

far as youngsters are concerned. and its a move
that rates considerable attention from those who
govern Little League, Babe Ruth and other types of
baseball for the kids.

Ralph Owen. the director of the Catholic
Leaguo, never has been one who stood still. As
a pr•p coach in Detroil. he always was one of
the best.

Since taking command of the Catholick League,
the biggest schoolboy circuit of its kind, Owen has
worked to promote all sports, to match those of
equal strength, to give the league one of the most
rounded programs you'll find anywhere.

***

Giving a batter a walk on three balls or having
him ruled out on two strikes is ah idea Owen has
nurtured for some time.

"I know it's an experiment. It might get us
into some difficulties," Owen told this writer the
other day.

'*But we have felt that something had to be
done for high school baseball. It's the toughest sport
we have to promote.' Interest,is the lowest. too.

The old guard among baseball fans, supporters
and executives, no doubt can't.buy Owen's new
idea. Baseball never has been known as the sport
with "modernistic ideas."

Consider the number of discussions, which have
arisen, that baseball.could help itself by permitting
inter-league play among the majors each season...
thereby giving fans in Detroit a chance to see the
Los Angeles Dodgers, the San Francisco Giants, the
New York Mets, etc.

Everybody agrees that such a step would stim-
uIate interest many fold. It would up attendance
tremendously.

But baseball stands pat. It wont budge. Breaking
precedent is something the moguls don't like.

This same feeling is prevalent on the lower
levels... among the colleges and the amateurs,
which includes the schoolboys.

We're all for what the Catholic League is
doing. W• should think *hal the State High
School A-ociation makes the rule Michigan-
wide next seamon...and perhaps. that the rule
becomes nationwid, within a YAar or two.

So should the Little League . . .and also the
rest of the kids' leagues.

"W• havo been concerned that som,-oven
many-of our schools might drop baseball.And
what a tragedy thai would be-our schools with-
out the sport known as our national pastime."

Many considerations figured in Owen's proposal
to change the rule.

He thought about the pitchers, the batters...
and mostly about the game itself, when it is played
by the schoolboys in Michigan.

"Mixtures of desirable spe--
cies of grasses ha ve been
found to be more disease re

sistant than single species,"
contends Rieke.

•Prepare the soil.
If the soil surrounds a new

building or excavation site, it
is important to allow it to
settle before establishing the
turfarea. Many sodded lawns
have had to be repaired be-
cause of settling over sewer
lines. for example.

If the soil is very sandy, it
may be well to add learn and-
or peat and work them into
a depth of about 5 to 6 inches.
If the soil is very high in
clay, sand and peat should
be mixed ih.

Ri•k• says soil which i.
to b. sodded should bo till-
ed in much thi :ami way
as you would prepare a
garden.

This means a breaking up
of large clods. removing
sticks. stones and other de
bris and smoothing the soil.
•Fertilize the soil.

Fertilize and lime should
be applied I according to soil
needs. Rieke points out that
soil tests can be obtained by
taking soil samples to the
county Cooperative Extension
Office or ;to a private soil
testing laboratory.

pH (acidity) i. below 3.3
106.0.

A complete fertilizer con-
taining nitrogen, phosphoric
acid potash-such as 12-
12-12 fertilizer-can be ap-
plied at the rate of 15 to 25
pounds per 1,000 square feet
as a general recommendation
if soil tests are not available.

If the soil is subsoil, you
' should continue to use this
complete fertilizer for one or
two years before using higher
analysis nitrogen fertilizers
says Rieke.

1 • Lay thd sod.Sod should not be laid on

dry soil. Sprinkling the soil
: before sodding allows· the
' new. small roots to become
established.

· In laying the strips of soa,
stagger the ends in order to
prevent lines across the lawn.
Make sure that the edges of
the sod are in good contact
with each other, but not over-

lapping.
After the sod is laid. roll

lightly to be sure th* roots
are in contact with the soil.

-New roots sent out by the
grass plants will dry out

"knit" readily into the soil
below. A thorough job of
watering is needed just after
the sod has been rolled.

Depending upon the time of
year, subsequent watering
may have to be done in one or
two days to keep the sod
moist until the roots have

grown into the soil.
Once they ari well -

tablish.d. says Ri.ke.
watering can b. reduced to
once a week or less.

Rieke notes that sod can be

laid hearly any time during
the year if the soil is not
covered with snow. But spe-
cial problems may exist with
late fall sodding. since the

grass may dry out and die as
the roots do not have an op-
portunity to establish before
the ground freeezs.

During other seasons, sod
can be laid any time the soil

is dry enough to allow soil
preparation.
