Temperatures 15 degrees be-
low zero,kills fruit buds. and
20 to 25 below kills leaf buds.
However, peaches _ do need
noderate winter weather.

Without a cooling period
of a few weeks bitwion

zero and 40 degrees above.
their flowers fail to bloom
normally.

Some Congressmen that I
saw in Washington, mainly
from the Southern states,

would make their postal ap.
pointments entirely on their
own. Since postal appointees,
once selected, are protected
by Civil Service regulations,
such Congressmen could
build up a fantastically po-
tent political organization
over the years. just from
grateful political appointees.

In Michigan. at least in
the Congressional districts
with which I was familiar,
the system worked a little
bi*lifferently.

Generally, the Congress-
man would be informed by
the Post Office Department
that .1 postmaster or rural

cagier vacancy existed. He
thMi would pass this infor-
mation along to the (Derno-

cratic) County Committee
responsible for the county in
which the vacancy existed.
Notices of the vacancy were
also posted in post offices
and passed on by word of
mouth.

T h e County Committee
would then interview pro

spective applicants and make
a recommendation to the Con-

gressman. Almost always.
this recommendation was ae-

cepted and passed on to the
proper authorities in Wash-
ington.

As I understand it. dur-

ing the interview with ihe
County Committee. ii was
assumed i hai th• prospec-
tive appointee would b. a
member of the (Demo-

Cratic) Party. Equally. it
wa• assumed thal h. (or.
more likily his wife) would
want to make a con:ribu-

tion lo the Party's coffers.

4 By law, students must go to school 180 days. A school
calendar could be divided into four quarters of 60-day ses-
sions. Three sessions with their busy little minds churning
and one session for vacation.

Academically this could prove to be a decided advan-
tage, particularly in the summer.

Psychologists have urged teachers and professors to
use the out-of-doors for teaching. They see a definite relax-
ing atmosphere conducive to learning in the background
that nature provides. The Biology, Art, Music, English, His-
tory students would be able to have classes outdoors with
the grass as their chair and their lap as a desk. Remember,

it was the psychologists' idea, not the economists'. All of the
suburban schools have courtyards, large areas of- ground
surrounding the schools ideal for classrooms.

To get around the o]ous problem of families vaca-
tioning together. students would be placed in school in
alphabetical arrangement. Thus. all the Browns could

lake a winter vacation skiing in Northern Michigan this
year intiead of taking their usual July freezing vacation.

Or ail th, Smith. could go to Florida.

In addition to,less buildings, school districts would buy
less typewriters. shop and home economic equipmem and in
the cage of using outdoor classrooms there would be less
general wear and tear on the chool.

Another advantage wbuld be the spt'eading of the
talent and energy of young people into our commercial
market throughout .the year. Merchants in Livonia and
Plymouth and Farmington employ young people in the
summer in banks, in restaurants and in stores. But there

are more students than jobs. This way 25 per cent w.ould
be looking for a vacation job while 75 per cent were in
school.

Let us nol overlook our long-suffering teachers. They
would certainly benefit. No more house painters and store
clerks for summer substance. Year 'round school would

automatically give teachers a 20 per cent increase in Pay.

We might have a little trouble with Dad and, true, the
coach might swallow his whistle when he discovered his
star half-back was on Fall vacation and was going out for
Spring basketball-this problem would take a little work.
ing over.

Parks and Recreation programs are big in our suburban
area and they presently use school buses, playgrounds.
They would have t develop a year-round program using
City parks instead.

There are certainly a- few bugs to the plan BUT if the
end result means kids are eaucated with lets presbure;
financial gains are made by better utilization of schools:
and we have healthier, happier kids as a. re,ult of more
productivity...we say let us unleash our schools from the
Spring Plow and modernize!

I
prevailed upon my noble
King of Hearts to work the
roots in and cover them caie.
fully, though he does #tot
share my enthusiasm for las.
paragus.

We did everything but a
fertility dance.

Come spring, I went eager-
ly to inspect my treasure, to
stand by and urge every lit-
tle green promise up out of
the ground. I could already
taste that asparagus.

I hop/d and wish/d and
did positivi thinking. I
waited an awfully long
time (would you believe
till Christmas?) before I
finally admitted it was
never going :0 come up 0
all. I seemed zo have pick-
Id I spot over I spring.
and the poor old uparagus
roots had drowned.

So now I buy my aspara-
gus at the market and still
yearn for an asparagus bed
of nny very own.

Sometimes I serve it chill-
ed. with vinaigrette sauce:

ASPARAGUS SPEARS

Cook a pound (or a 10-oz.
package frozen) of washed
and trimmed asparagus
spears till just tender. Drain 
and chill. '- 1

Combine I i cup vinegar.
14 cup olive oil. 2 teaspoons
finely chopped parsley. 1 ta-
blespoon capers, 14 teaspoon
dried tarragon. 2 teaspoons
finely chopped chives. 115
teaspbons salt, and 3 table-
spoons finely-chopped hard- I
cooked egg. Pour over chilled
asparagus.
