ANN ARBOR—Lack of ed- |
ucation is today’s arantee[
of leisure, according to Nor- |
man €. Harris, University of |

Michigan professor of techni-
cal education.

“Today more than half the
labor force ‘works’ at jobs
whose intellectual content
demands education and train-
ing which can best be offered
in colleges, including commu-
nity colleges,” Harris says.
“In a former day five per
cent of Americans dealt with
ideas, and the other 95 per
cent worked!”

Continuing education is the
key to economic productivity
in the decades ahead, says the
U-M educator.

He believes the education-
al programs of the future
must seek new directions, '
“Emphasis must be put onf
education and training for
middle-level youth and ' for|
the slow learner, as well as|
on education for academical-
ly superior youth.”

Middle-level youth iIn
junior colleges outnumber
“superior” youth by three
to one.

Lawn Needs
More Seed

Fertilization and bolster
seeding are essential to any
good lawn, reports a Michi-
gan State University crop
scientist.

C. M. Harrison points out
that fertilizers comparative-
ly rich in nitrogen are ree-

es of itrue

ommended for grass. And he|

offers some tips for applying
this lJawn food effectively.

“Granular or pelleted types
of fertilizers apply neatly
with spreaders and roll from
foliage so that there's no
danger of burn,” he explains.

“Recommended rates are
about one pound of nitro-
gen for every 1,000 square
feet of lawn. That would
be about three pounds of
a fertilizer containing 35
per cent nitrogen or five
pounds of one containing
20 per cent nitrogen. The
percentage will be listed
somewhere on the bag.”

To bolster seeding, Har-
rison recommends top qual-
ity seed such as bluegrass
fine fescue mixtures.

“These are usually sown
about two pounds to every
1,000 square feet, but half
this rate should be enough
for bolstering. Highland bent-
grass can be sown even more
lightly since there are about
seven million seeds to the

These Spring favorites are
known as daffodils, narcissys,
and jonquils. The terms can
be used interchangeably, but
narcissus is the real botani-
cal name. Daffodil is the pop-
ular name for all types of
narcissus (narsissi is really
the correct plural), but daf-
fodil .is sometimes used to
designate just the kind with
the central part of the flower
formed into a large trumpet.

Jonquil, too, is often used
in a broad sense, but is some-
times used to designate the
type with slender rush-like
leaves.

In a'story carned-onpage
16A of the April 28, 1967
Observer, it was reported
that the following charges
were made against School-
craft College by Marvin Gib-
son: (1) The school discrim-
inates against Jews and Ne-
groes (Mr. Gibson is Jewish
and his charges imply that
this is why his contract was
not renewed), (2) the admin-
istration, faculty, and school
paper boycotted a speaking
engagement which he had
arranged, (3) The school
questioned his use of audio
visual and programmed
learning methods. It was fur-
ther stated that Mr. Gibson
has written letters to the
Civil Rights Commission,
The Civil Liberties Union,
and the North Central Asso-
ciation requesting that action
be taken against the school.

I am not in & position to
speak for the school as I
‘do not know exactly what
the administration policies
are. However, as a student
at the college I was in a
position io make observa-
tions from a student level.

I am an adult (mother of
five school-age children) and
I have taken nine courses for
a total of 31 credits at
Schoolcraft College in the
past 20 months, Most of my
teachers were excellent, a
couple satisfactory and one
seemed incompetent as a
teacher. This one was the
Mr. Gibson mentioned in the
article,. I had signed up for
his evening class because I
would. not need a sitter at
that time. However, after
attending two sessions (three
hours each) it was apparent
that it would be a waste of
time to continue the class
under such & poor teacher. I
told the  counselor at - the
school why I wanted to drop
the class and was transferred
to a daytime class. _

As far as Mr. Gibson’s
charges are concerned:

ASIDE from spending most of the . day bakmg. Mothe"
had to take time to raise a large'Yanfily” and provxd—
ing dessert was not the least of her tasks. -

On baking day, though, we always’ looked forward
to a treat—known only to my Mother and her Pennsyl-
vania Dutch instincts and sayings.
