Police Training Council

Receives Federal

i The Michigan Law En-|
| forcement Officers Training
Council has reeived a fed-
eral grant of $34.637 to im-
prove the new state program
for training police officers,
Col. Fredrick E. Davids,
State Police director and
council chairman, reported.

The grant is to be matched
by staff services to the value
of $39,114. '

The nine-member council,
established under a 1965 law,
represents local police de-
partments, sheriffs - depart-
ments and the State Police.

It has the responsibility

Although assigned fo the
Michigan State Police, it
operates independently.

Half of the cost of the
training schools is reim-
bursed up to 50 per cent to
the police agencies. This
money is derived by an as-
sessment of 10 per cent of
every fine and forfeiture im-
posed by the courts for crim-
inal offenses other than fines
for violation of the Michigan
vehicle code or local ordi-
nances relating to vehicle
operation or for a violation
of the conservation laws.

The dream of a community
center for the City of Ply-
couth .came a step closer to
reality on Monday evening,

The step was taken when
the City Commission, with-

The vote came as a climax
to several months study by
the Centennial Committee
and, prior to that, the Steer-
ing Committee of the birth-
day festival.

You’ll find Great Characters
Along River of Printer’s Ink

By W. W. EDGAR

PADDLING DOWN the river of printer’s ink, one

‘ doesr’t have to go very far before encountering
some unusual characters.

For some strange reasen, never fully explained, the
world of journalism attracts a breed of humans far different
than any other profession—and many of them have become
legendary f:gures.

During the few decades that I have been paddling, I
have had the pleasure of knowing such outstanding charac-
ters as Ring Lardner, Damon Runyon, Grantland Rice, Paul
Gallico. Westbrook Pegler, W. O. McGheehan, 0.0. Mec-
Intyre, and 2 host of other writers whose names have graced
some of the best news stories ever written.

And along the way I have served under several out-
standing editors, among them the late Malcolm W. Bingay,
whose characterization of “Iffey the Dopester”, during the
Tigers Golden Days in 1934 and 1935, made a figure that
will live forever in the annals of baseball.

He- was the second great editor under whom I served
and while I have many memories of him, he didn’t compare
to the old gent back home who started me along the stream
of Printer’s Ink,

HE WAS A fellow named Charlie Weiser and he was
-the last of the “Brown Derby Set”. For a time he
shared’the honor with th= late Ai Smith, colorful Governor
of New Yori who became famous in politics for his constant
ery of “Let’s look at the Records” every time he was chal-
lenged.

But with the political defeat of Brown Derby Al in
his race for the presidency he faded from view. His Brown
Derby was seen no more and my old editor, Charlie Weiser,
reigned alone.

Despite the fame and glamour of these two it is another
who furnishes e with some of my fondest memories.

To his family ke was Harold Mitchell, but to the fellows
paddling along the river of Printer's Ink he was just plain
“Hal.” He was the night news editor for years and his
sharp mind, his keen judgment of a story, and the manner
in which it should be used endeared him to the “boys.” And
his kind handling of their stories brought many of them a
great portion of fame. ‘

But Hal had an unusual side, too.

HE WAS A graduate of Oberlin College in Ohio and
' all he ever would tell you about this institution of
higher learning was, “If you want to get saturated with
religion, that's the place to go.”

Hal didn’t get saturated. But he never used a cuss word
~which made him unusual in his profession.

He was a white-haired man, given to wearing his fedora
hat while at work, and he never was without his spectacles
as they were known in those days. What's more, they were
“nose-pinchers” and he wore a chain over his right ear.

Even tempered most of the time, he did get upset on
occasion, but never enough to swear. He would sputter
something in rage and no one ever could recognize any
words. I made it a point 1o try to decipher the “code” and
listened night after night as he muttered something like
“TLNL"” Every-time he became disturbed with anyone he
would toss his pencil on the desk, turn to the perpetrator and
‘mutter “TLN1".

It became quite a guessing game, trying to figure out
what he was saying. Finally, at night, when the paper had
“gone tu bed”, we got to chatting and he admitted that
TLNI, meant “Total Loss with No Insurance.”

“And that's as bad as you can get,” he explained.

What a character!

The petition campaign,
launched by State Senator
Raymond D. Dzendzel (D-De-
troit) seeks to overturn a
1967 law exempting Michi-
gan from the Federal Time
Act.

The Federal act requires
observance of Daylight
Savings Time from the last
Sunday in April 2o the
last Sunday in October.

The filing of valid petitions
automatically suspends the
state law until the voters de-
cide at the polls.

Opponents of Daylight
Savings Time are trying to
block the effect of the peti-
tion campaign in court.

Backers of Daylight Sav-

ings Time argue that the
extra hour during the sum-
mer and early fall months
will benefit recreation, fam-
ily living, will reduce traf-
fic accidents, provide advan-
tages for business and com-
merce and reduce juvenile
delinquency and crime.

“Is Michigan to be made &

separate ‘time island’ in be-
tween the east coast and
the midwest for six months
of the year.” the pro-Day-
. light Savings Time backers
ask. ““Is Michigan to be out
of step'with every other
major financial, commer-
cial and wmanufacturing
community?”

They contend that Michi-
gan’s failure to go along with

| For the past several years,
the teaching profession has

.| been concerned with the low

certification standards of the
State of Michigan. At the
present time, the State Board
of Education has proposed a
new code, the first real re-
vision in many, many years.

Having seen the original
proposal and subsequent re-
visions, teachers throughout
the State of Michigan are
alarmed that so little has
been done to increase both
the minimum qualifications
for entry into the profession
and the additional require-
ments for permanent or con-
tinuing certification. At a
hearing held just last week
at the Michigan School for
the Blind, State Board of
Education members heard
teacher groups and Board of
Education groups express
their views on the proposed
code. - |
- Surprisingly, teachers ap-
pear to be more interested
in upgrading their own stand-
ards than do their employers.
Some employers contend that
should entrance require-
ments be raised to a “profes-
sional level,” many school
districts would be hard press-
ed to find warm bodies to
fill classrooms. The fact still
remains that the children of
the State of Michigan would
be far better off on half day
sessions with fully qualified
teachers manning the class
rooms than to attend full day
sessions under the guidance
of substandard personnel.

The biggest bone of con-
tention is the 90-day special
permit which is offered by
the State of Michigan after
the completion of just 60
hours of college preparation.

'sociation objéct:s vigorously

to the inclusion of any and
all substandard permits in
the certificat@on code.

Specifically, the Michigan
Education -Association op-
poses the inclusion of a half-
year special permit in the
certification code for a per-
son with 60 semester hours
or more of college credit who
does not teach more than
one semester or 90 days dur-
ing any school year, especial-
ly since this permit is renew-
able the following year upon
the recommendation of the
superintendent of schools
without additional credit.

Also of concern to educa-
tors throughout the State is
the number of hours beyond
completion of the Bachelor’s
Degree that are required in
order to obtain permanent or
continuing certification.

The proposed code sug-

gests that such a degree

be .granted on the comple-

tion of 15 semester hours
in advanced course of
study beyond the Bachel-
or's Degree. The Michigan
Education Association, on
the other hand, demands
that one of the minimum
requirements be the suc-
cessful completion of 30
semester hours in an_ad-
vanced course of study be-
yond the Bachelor's De-
gree.

At the hearing held just
last week, at least one State
Board of Education member
took issue with the MEA in
terms of its “demand.” When
one considers the number of
years revisions to the exist-
ing code have languished on
one personls desk or another,
it is small wonder that an
organization of 60,000 pro-
fessionals would not, in fact,
demand that the entry and
maintenance requirements be
improved.

ance,” a crackling whiplash
of a play that will surely dis-
turb you enough to put your
thinking cap on, opened last
week for a short two week
run at the Fisher Theater.

Hume Cronyn, who turns
in an impeccable perform-
ance as a wealthy suburban-
ite faced with a philesophic
crisis, announced during cur-
tain calls that Edward Albee
had won the 1967 Pulitizer
Prize for “A Delicate Bal-
ance.” the Pulitzer Prize
Award for the best American
Play is always a most cov-
eted honor. And Albee was
long over-due to -be so hon-
ored.

His plays are far from
pleasant. “Who's Afraid of
Virginia Wolfe” left many a
patron with a wry taste. In
fact, many playgoers were
frankly disgusted. “Tiny Al-
ice” mystified and puzzled
most people, “Delicate Bal-
ance,” his current entry open-
ed earlier this year on Broad-
way and did little to endear
Albee to the great masses of
folks' that make a show a
solid hit.

Yet all critics and audi-
ence members had to- ad-
mit though “Delicate Bal-
ance” might have its faults,
the play still was provoca-
tive. had many poetic pas-
sages, and its barb-like wit
was devastatingly delight-
ful. So it was with Detroit
audiences. They cheered
the effective dialogue, ap-
proved quietly the shim-
mering poetry, and were
fascinated by the impact of
this latest Albee master-
Piece.

“A Delicate Balance” is Al-
bee’s fervent plea for society
to maintain its proper bal-
ance for survival.

Women who must be-alone
on the streets at night
“should always keep alert
to signs of danger,” suggests
Rosemary Klug, chief of the

troit Police Department,

And she considers a flash-
light their best defense.

“There is a natural tend-
ency for women to be afraid
to walk the streets alone,”
said Chief Klug.

“This sensitivity to danger
actually is a woman’s best
weapon against assault. Many
crimes couldn’t or wouldn’t
have been committed if wo-
men had been more alert and
more aware of the possibil-
ity of danger.”

Chief Klug is opposed
o women carrying protec-
tive chemical sprays as
weapons, since they easily

Obstetricians and gynecol-
ogists could cope with the
increasing demands for their
services if they would train
non-physician associates to
handle the routine care and
education of
women, according to Dr. J.
Robert Willson of the Uni-
versity of Michigan Medical
Center.

Dr. Willson, chairman of
the U-M Department of Ob-
stetrics and Gynecology, said
physicians should devote
more time to premarital ex-
aminations, to patients with

lems and to preventiye medi-
cine. They should sgend con-
siderably less time doing
things which trained associa-
tes could perform equally as
well. ; : :

“A trained obstetric as-
sociate could give diet and
hygiene instructions, pro-
vide much of the routine
prenatal care for normal
‘women and counse]l her on
family health problems
which arise during and af-
ter pregnancy.” he said.
“This would permit the
physician to devote more
time to women with compli-
cated pregnancies, those
pregnant for the first time
and to/ help more expectant
mothersithan he can at the
present time.”

Training programs to de-
velop obstetric associates are
now practically non-existant,
Dr. Willson noted. But he
urged that appropriate class-
es be started in teaching hos-
pitals where both doctors
and nurses could participate
in educating this new group

He said the typical obste-
trician today is strapped by
time. “Pre-natal care for most
patients, particularly those
who have already had one
child without difficulty; often

social visits with the doctor.
Yet they prevent the obste-
trician from seeing other
women who may be encoun-
tering serious problems.
“The emotional aspects
of reproduction are equally
as important as the physi-
cal,” he says. Some women
may be considering preg-
nancy only as a means of
satisfying their own neu-
rotic needs. Others use i
fo bolster a failing mar-
riage. Neither is very suc-
cessful, he points out.

“It is important that
women who want to get
pregnant for social or neuro-
tic reasons be discovered be-
fore they conceive. If ob-
stretricians would help these
troubled women delay preg-
nancy until they have solved
their personal problems, it
certainly would help the
mother, their children and
community.”

Dr, Willson noted that too
few doctors do adequate pre-
marital examinations or
take this opportunity to
counsel their  patients on
family planning  and the
other problems of family life.

“Too often gynecologists
like myself are consulted
by a recently married wo-
man - with congenital ab-
sence of the vagina, Only
after attempting inter-
course does she become
aware of the absence, al-

Ahough almos? all have con-
sulted a physician for a
premarital examination.
An important but difficult
problem reports Dr. Will-
son, will be that of educat-
ing the physician. He must
be taught that the most im-
portant thing he has to offer
his patients are his skills in
diagnosing, treating abnor-
malities and in preventive
services, not just routine

Big Item
In School

Probably more discussion
focused on the possibility of
having an auditorium than
any other single facility in
the school. From the first
meeting of Oct. 22, the need
for a facility to provide for |
presentation in drama, speech |
and music for students was a |
concern of the whole com-|
mittee planning the second |
high school. A sub-committee |
was named to study the need ‘
for an auditorium and make |
recommendations to the
whole committee. l

The subcommittee was |

made up of Don Tripp, Wil-|.

ma Newton, Cal Strom, Terry
West, Peter Schweitzer, Dud-
ley Barlow, Willilam Grim-
mer, Mike Hoben, and Wil-
liam Harding,

The subcommitiee
need for such a facility, sqc-
ondly the community need
and then the committee re-
viewed in depth past recom-
mendations fo the Board of t
Education for an auditor-
fum facility. These past
recommendations were the
result of a citizens commit-
fee appointed by the Board
of Education in 19685.

The' sub-committee then
recommended that the audit-
orium should be comsidered
as a theater plus two large-
group instruction areas. The
main floor of the theater for
drama, speech, music, class
assemblies, etc. will provide
800 seats and an adequate
stage area.

Largegroup instruction
areas will be.placed in a bal-
cony and be so designed as
to include two spaces divided
by partitions - for 150 seats
e.ch. This balcony area will
be used on a daily basis for
scheduled classes in social
studies, English, science, etc.,
and will be used for school
and community events when-
ever more than 800 seats are
required. =

Because this auditorium
will be used by students
and adults in the evenings.
the sub-committee recom-
mended that separate en-
trances from the remainder
of the school will be need-

ed and the facility sheuld T

be located near a parking
area.

To conclude with a few of
the additional services that
will be part of the new high ’
school.

The health office will con-
sist. of a nurse’s office, a
small students reception area
and a dispensary or examin-
ing room. The health suite
will contain a separate boys’
and girls’ cot room of 350
square feet, for sick or injur-
ed students.

In the lunch room or food
service facility the idea of a
single large room for lunches
has been done away with in
favor of three smaller facil- |
ities which throughout the!
day can be used for other
activities.

|

One of these spaces will be
used as a study hall area.
The second space will be
used as a large-group instruc-
tion space when not being
used for lunch. The third
space will be called a student
commons area where students
may gather before, during
and after the school day. This
space will be located near the
gym.

By its location it can be
used as a school and com-
munity social center
throughout the school year.
Three lunch periods will be
schoduled at the new
school. Seven hundred stu-
dents will be fed each per-
fod.

The administrative facilities
will be dispersed throughout
the building for better control
and supervision. The princi-
pal will be in the center ad-
ministrative office. There will
be two assistant principals in
other parts of the building.
One of the assistant princi-
pals’ offices will have provi-
sions for data processing to
assist in student scheduling
and report cards.

This office will be locai-
ed next fo the business edu-
