The House Committee on 
Colleges and Universities qnanimoasly backed 
the com prom ise version, which would give 
each of the 20 college d istricts the option to 
have at-large or d is t i l  elections.

Band Acclaimed

Words of high praise were showered upon 
the Ptymouth High Schott band again recently, 
fhia finwi by the four college bandmasters who 
were judges at the state h i^  schotri band festi­
val.

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The MacDonald statement 
came in a letter to State Sen.

about 45,000 persons in its 
worldwide complex, the force 
in the Detroit area b^ng about 
6,000. However, Plymouth’s 
share of this has drx^)ped 
substantially in recent months 
with successive layoffs, first 
of 500 employes and then of 700 
more to be effective by June 1.

MacDonald continued:
“ As a resident of the 

Plymouth area, you are aware 
that Burroughs has been a 
major employer and com­
munity citixen in IMymouth for 
over 33 years.

Pursdl said he feels that 
Burrou^s, “like many other 
American companies, is 
following the trend to con­
centrate m<ve and more of 
their operations in foreign 
countries to take advfmtage of 
the chaper labor maiket.”

“The data processing in­
dustry during this period has 
undergone trem endous 
change. From what was once 
a mechanical and electro­
m echanical product orien­
tation -  with factory facilities 
designed accordin^y -  th i 
industry now is primarily 
electronic in nature.

Parsell pointed oat, 
however, that Bnrroaghs is 
spendiog |3S million on iti 
world headquarters complex 
in Detroit and qnoted a 
statement from MacDonald 
that “this is clear evidence of 
oar company’s faith in and 
dedication to the continned 
growth of Detroit and the
State of Michigan.”

“As we re-design facilities 
to accommodate modern 
electronic manufacturing and 
engineering  techniques,

The four figures in the 
central window were chosen 
as representatives of the 
pioneer phases of Christianity 
from the Methodist point of 
view.

Wesley was a piimeer of 
evangelical Christianity, John 
Wycliff a pioneer in the 
teaching of t ^  En^ish BiUe, 
St. Paul a iMoneer in Christian 
missions and Johu the Baptist 
a pioneer of Christianity.

He 
recently Masted, as what he 
termed “a completMy phony 
bsue," the San Francisco 
Examiner’s report about one 
of his faculty members, the 
Rev. W. Hazaiah Wflliams.

The Rev Dr. Williams 
spends most of his time as 
directm: of the Urban Blac^ 
Center in Berkeley ~ which 
recently published a brochure 
stating that it is “aUe to grant 
credit.” But consultation with' 
both secular and theMoglcal 
accrediting agencies disclosed 
the fact ffiat Williams’ Center 
has never itsdf been ac­
credited and hence has no 
r i ^ t  to grant credit (for sudi 
courses as “Blade Seihestor” 
-tuitkxi: $1,000).

President (Erne’s angry 
rejoinder to Hie Examiner 
notably ignored the 
new spaper’s add itional 
disclosure that the ministerial 
stamfing of Williams had been 
“revoked and terminated” by 
the Qwgregational Qiurdi. 
Ib is diacipibiary measure -  
ttie equiviStent of deposing or 
unfrocking a clergyman -

“When we hire somebody 
we don’t check churches.”

Dillenberger also confirmed 
reports that Director Williams 
had “requested” the nine 
sem inaries to contribute 
$15,000 aixece to his coiter.

THESE statistics are 
revealed in a recent report of 
the Suicide Prevention Center 
that has been keeping a close 
watch on the emergency 
rooms of hospitals in the 
county for the pedt two years.

Second most popular was 
cutting with 122, fdlowed by 
poison and then gas. One of the 
surprisirig features was that 
shooting was listed fifth in all 
cases uncovered in the 
hospitals. In 1968 suicide at­
tempts by shooting ranked 
third.

“This would seem to in­
dicate,” Dr. Danto states, 
“that the high levd of family 
resources as a potential 
rescuer offers the possibility 
that this is why the statistics 
reveal more attempts than 
successful suicides.

The decrease in shooting

were retuftied to their homes, 
with 319 returned to other 
medical institutions.

Low Bids Told For 1-96
Interchange In Livonia

Jay-Dee Contractors, Inc., 
of Livonia was the lowest of 
five bidders for the con­
struction of tunnel storm 
sewers for the interchange of 
1-96 and the prt^xised I-27S in 
Livonia.

^The company’s bid of $2.3 
inillion must be ai^oved by 
the state administrative board 
before ^ contract is awarded.

Bids for construction of the 
interchange itself and 
associated projects were 
taken last month. The project, 
scheduled for completion in 
July 1972, will be a major 
interchange between the 
proposed 1-275 freeway, 
ru n n in g  north aiid south 
through Oakland and Wayne 
Counties, and the juncti<m of 
the planned M-14 and the 
Jeffries Freeway (1-96), 
running east and west.

The highway commission 
also took bids last week for 
construction <rf a 1.3 mile 
section of the Jeffries 
Freeway between Shirley 
Street and Wyoming in 
Detroit. The project also 
includes construction of four 
bridges and a pedestrian 
overpass. C

C.A. Hull (^ . of Livonia 
submitted the lowest bid for 
the project jointly with 
Greenfield Construction Co. 
At $7.5 million, it was die 
largest bid accepted by the

Highway Commission in one 
of the largest bid-taking 
sessions in departm ent 
history. Bids were a c c ^ e d  
on 44 ixrojects last wedt.

AMONG OTHER projects 
was a bid from the MinistreUi 
construction CO. of Livonia for 
modernizing and widening a 
section of E i^ t Mile Rd. from 
the west Ferndale limits east 
to Dequindre.

The 3.6 mile section lies in 
Detroit, Ferndale, Hazel 
Park, and W®*ren- The 
Livonia company’s bid was 
the lowest of six at $3.1 
million.

The combined 50-mile 1-275 
and M-275 freeways, con­
nected at both ends to 1-75, will 
provide a westerly by-pass of 
iDetrmt. The entire route

Q. In one of your columns 
you talked about the possible 
dangers of driving under the 
influence of drugs. But isn’t it 
true that some drugs like 
dexedrine help to keep you 
alert and make you drive 
betto*? S.R., Westland

A. Dexedrine aind other 
am p h e tam in es (know n 
variously as “uppers,” speed, 
crystal, meth, etc.) are well 
recognized ftn- their ability to 
keep one awake. However, 
they scarcely qualify as driver 
aids. To the contrary. A study 
was done in Toronto in 1969 on 
the crash rates per 10,000 
miles of drug users:

“ The psychoactive drug 
abusers had accident rates 
about twice as high as ex­
pected for their age, sex, and 
driving exposure. Most of the 
excess was contributed by 
those addicted to am ­
phetamines (alone or in 
combination).

“ (Amphetamine users) 
often claimed to have used 
amphetamines prior to their 
accident. Large doses of 
amphetamines may ...create 
irritability, impatience and 
aggressiveness, togetiier with 
ddusions of persecutions and 
hallucinations. Of course, any 
of these effects ONild make the 
amphetamine user dangerous 
on the road.”

The authors of this article 
poiirt out that whereas users of 
depressant drugs and 
marijuana are apt to become 
inactive and just sit around, 
the users of amphetamines 
have h i^ e r activity levels 
and are much nuNre likdy to 
engage in activities such as 
driving.

One should remember also 
that use of stimulants sudi as 
amphetamines may be an 
indication of rebelliousness or 
aggressiveness that can also 
be expressed by driving 
dangerously. There may be 
underlying psychological 
causes that compel both the 
use of drugs and reckless 
driving.

In any event, it’s becoming 
more and more clear that 
“speed” and driving are a 
dangerous combination in 
more th ^  one sense.

Q. I heard fimn a very good 
source that I could get treated 
by a doctor for a driM prablem 
without my parento finding 
out. So far I’ve called ttiree 
different doctors and none of 
them will handle my case. 
What’s the deal?
