Modular Scheduling Benefits Told

*Plymouth High School will
enter a new era of its
existence and operation this

* fall ‘'when it breaks with

tradition and takes a giant
step toward making education
serve the needs of the con-
sumer, the student.”

That is the approach to the
introduction of modular
scheduling in PHS taken by an
expert in that field who just
joined the administrative
staff, Kent A. Buikema.

Buikema has had 16 years
experience ‘as a teacher and
administrator and, during the
past two years was employed
by the Westinghouse Learning
Corp., where he spent much
on
establishing modular
In an attempt to create a
better ing among
parents and students of what
the new scheduling approach
really means, Buikema this
week
for the Mail & Observer.

“IN THIS day and age the
lerm ‘“relevant’ is probably
the most overworked word in

this ‘analysis

our vocabulary. The change in
Plymouth’s schedule is
another attempt at relevancy.
Education is a necessity in our
life. It is required of all
children at least until they
reach their 16th birthday.
Because it is required and
because schools have a
captive audience, this
mean that schools can’t be
interesting? Can’t be ex-
citing? Can’t be relevant? At
Plymouth High School, we
think not.

‘“The new program at
Plymouth has many names in
educational jargon;
scheduling, variable
scheduling, flexible modular
scheduling. Whatever it is
valled, and no doubt many
have called it by un-
complimentary terms, it has
as its objective one major
ideal — that is to improve
education for the individual
student.

‘“The schedule in any school
is a means of to
best facilitate the

process. Just as a bus
schedule is designed to bring
the bus, its driver and the

passengers together in._the
best way, the school schedule
attempts to bring three
resources together; the
student, the teacher and a
teaching space (room,
laboratory, gymnasium, etc.).

‘“‘The transportation
department builds its
schedule with the passenger
or user in mind. It must meet
his needs. Too often our school
schedules have not kept their
consumers, the students, in
mind. Modular scheduling
with its opportunities to vary
time,. vary group size, vary
meeting times, vary staffing
patterns, does keep the
students’ interests as its
foremost determinant.

“TRADITIONAL schedules
have, for the most part, been
made up of six or seven 55-

minute periods which repeat

each day of the school year.

“The modular schedule at
Plymouth will bhave 20
modules of time, each 20
minutes in length. There will
be six days in the
cyde; that is, six different

daily schedules before the
schedule repeats itself.

“Based on the manner in
which a teacher or a teaching
team wants to teach a course
of instruction, they have
requested varying time
blocks. Thus a student in
chemistry might have one 40-
minute (two mod) lecture, two
80-minute (four mod)
laboratory sessions and one
60-minute (three mod)
discussion group during one
six day schedule cycle.

“The lecture could involve
all of the students enrolled in
chemistry. The laboratory
would have approximately 20
students present while the
discussion group would in-
volve only 10-15 students. The
teacher has scheduled the

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group size and time of
meetings to facilitate his
instructional program. The
child should receive the
benefits of the best possible
instructional program.

“IT IS THE intent of the
school administration to reach
five specific objectives:

“1. To improve and expand
the curriculum.

“2. To permit use of new
instructional techniques.

“3. To professionalize the
role of the teacher.

‘4. To individualize in-
struction.

“5. To instill within the
students some degree of
responsibility for their own
education. '

“It is true that problems can
and will exist. Change doesn't
come easily. The problems
will be met and resolved
through a cooperative effort of
the school, and the school

community; that is, the
students, the parents, the
teachers and the ad-

ministration. Evaluation will
be an ongoing process with
resultant adjustments to in-
sure that the objectives are in
fact being met.

“It will be a year of ex-
citement, a year filled with
sincere efforts to give the

students at Plymouth High
School the best education

‘available in the country. This

can only come about through
cooperative efforts of the total
school commumity."
