for a farmers’ market in
Plymouth. This long has been
the dream of several city
officials.

IF THE wheels of fortune do
stop at the right places and the
C&O decides to locate its of-
fice in Plymouth, it will bring
more than 100 employes to the
city. -
Meanwhiﬁa most of the
planning is bemg centered on
the easing of the crossing
delays and the possibility of
constructing the underpasses.

Traffic checks are being
taken on both Sheldon and
Main. And a new check is
being made on Farmington
Rd. in Livenia to compare it
with the amount of traffic
prior to the construction of the
underpass.

The one thing the C&O of-
ficials did state for the record
is that the underpass to be
built on Middle Belt Rd. in
Livonia will be a seven - lane
affair and will cost ap-
proximately $2.5 million.
