THERE ARE SOME who
think of church as a kind of
CLUB.

The idea seems to be that
the members of this club must
follow these rules: weekly
attendance, giving their
money and keeping very busy
- with ushering, suppering,
committeeing, den mothering,
boy scouting and something
called fellowshipping..

 STILL OTHERS 'say. a
chyrch is a STABILIZING
FACTOR in the community,
mysteriously benefiting all,
merely because it is there. Its
‘“‘good vibes!’ make people feel
better, knowing that this
tomb-like, strangely con-
structed monstrosity is
present in the community.
Finally, it is ‘very un-
derstandable that many have
concluded that church is the
SOURCE of a deluge of let-
ters, postcards, posters,
bulletins, newsletters,
magazines, reports,
statements and phone calls,
all seemingly carrying the
same message-- “Please come
“and fill up our pews and our

offering plates.”

HAPPILY, the church is
none of these. o

like you and me. These people
have the common bond of
believing God created all
things, God loves all men
individually, collectively,
unconditionally, and desires
them to be members of his
Family, his own body, the
church.

Moreover ‘‘Sociological
and philosophical assump-
tions behind - collective guilt
are rooted in simplistic
Behaviorism.” "

AS AN EXAMPLE, Father
Greeley notes that the
assumption ,that poverty
causes crime is at the root of

both the Watts and Kerner-

reports. ’

-But it does not explain why
most poor people are ‘ot
criminals. It does not explain
why so many middle class
teenagers do commit crimes.
It does not explain why during
the - 1960s when racial

- prejudice was decreasing and
the economic: urban condition

improving there was a rise in
crime and violence. And it
does not explain why,. all
predictions to the contrary,
there was a decrease in urban
violence last summer when
unemployment increased..

. The attitude of most
Americans seems to bear out

Father Greeley’s contentions -
- for they appear to be angrily

bored with such simplistic
theories being used as a

fulcrum towards national

guilt. They seem especially
fed wup with constant
‘references to our society as
“gick’’ -- especially when
advanced by some people who
offer neither comstructive

common man --

alternative nor sane meou to
reform the faults of the

present system. :

Americans in general seem .

particularly disgusted with
such literary vogues of the far,
left as the reference to all
police officers as pigs ~ while
at the same time canonizing
sneak bombers and rapists;
the type of new-thought
mentality which rightfully
condemns the use of napalm -
but at the same time sees
virtue ii Molotov. cocktails.

ONE RECENT AD which
has appeared in several
newspapers puts it.this way:

“I'm sick of being told that
my country is sick — when
fully 50 per cent of the people
on earth would willingly trade
places with the most deprived
and underpriviledged among
us.

“I am sick of cynical at-
titudes towards patriotism,
sick of permissiveness, sick of

the dirty, thefoul-mouthed.'

the willingly unwashed ...I am
sick of being told that
policethen are mad dogs who
should not be allowed to have
guns - but that criminals who
use guns to. rob, maim or
murder should be understood.

“You will find me speaking
out in support of those elected
officials who contribute to the
elevation of society and not to
its destruction, in this coun-
try’s efforts to ease pain,
eliminate hunger and
generate brotherhood ... But
most of all, you'll find me at:
the polling place, where you'll
hear the thunder of the
- for am
America where people can
walk the streets without fear.”

Judeo-Christian ethics-have
always stressed the im-
portance of repentance and
reform. But this is a far ery
from the simplistic nihilism
which contends that the only
salvation of a nation is its
destruction — which goal can
be so materially aided by
national susceptibility to
collective guilt.
