According to historians in
the area, the stars on the
stone that was dedicated in

1940 originally were on nine
trees planted on Church
Street in 1919 when that thor-

oughfare passed in front of
the old high school.

Years later when Church
Street was re-routed some of
the trees died. Others were

removed. Only two are
standing now-- one on either
end of the walk.

When the stone was dedi-

cated the stars were given a
prominent place--and then
forgotten.

It was not until a year agg
that the old stone was

brought into public attention
again and Roger MeGonagle,
parade marshal, and a mem-
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ber of the American Legion,
proposed that the parade halt
for the special salute.

This salute was in addition
to the wreath placing on the
stone in Kellogg Park and
the time honored salute over
the Plymouth Rock.

The parade. always a col-
orful affair. resumed after
the special salute and cov-
ered the route down Main

warehouse will be erected on

the south side of Joy Road
east of Mettetal Airport. It
will be the largest construe-
tion project in Canton's his-
tory. costing at least $12 mil-
lion.

Coincidental to official dis-
closure Friday of the pur-
chase of 50 acres for this un-

dertaking, Kresge used a
first quarter financial report
to disclose further national

expansion plans. These in-
clude opening approximately
100 new Kmart stores this

year - and even rnore in
1974 - plus the probability of
er•·cting another king-sized
distribution center similar to

Canton's in Pennsylvania.
Board Chairman Robert E.

Dewar reported that at $914
million, Rresge system's
first quarter sales were up
25.4 per cent over 1972. Net
income for the period
jumped 28.8 per cent to $22
million, or 19 cents a share

In a letter to stockholders·,
Dewar called retail sales
"buoyant" and expressed op-
timism regarding the total
1973 performance.

Sellers of the 50-acre Can-
ton parcel at a price of
$600,000 were Gregory I.
Donovan and David E. Chap-
per, with whom Kresge also
holds an option on an adjoin-
